ticn of the dread disease which afficts
more than half of the ailing dogs and
cats brought to the establishment but
which i8 not, as he explains with many

According to the written report the
distemper is “a name of several infec-
tious diseases of animals, espocially a
contagious catarrhal disease of pups
caused by a specific bacillus.” It is the
presance of this bacillus that differentiates
the distemper from troubles with like
symptoms, It can, says this authority,
only be absolutely determnined by micro-
seopical examination.

All of which goes to prove the éonten-
tion of the trained nurse that the crying
need of the Bide a Wee home is an
establishment big enough to isolate all
dogs suffering with this contagious ill.
