Proper protection was provided for the
wormen in modernized compartments.

A representative of the Cunard Line
said that meals were served at tables in
the steerages of even the oldest of the
(upard ships, and that third cabin pas-
sengers on the Mauretania and Lusitania
were berthed in two, four and six berthed
rooms and had as much pri as some
of the passengers of the first ;

At the Anchor Line office it was said
that the woman investigator had been
reared under conditions much different
from thoss 1o the steerage passen-
gers were accustomed and was therefore
pot in a position to judge accurately.
