| Clad In Short Coat and Sweater, He Leads
Gen., Clarence Edwards and Capt.
Butt & Merry Chase—Probably First
~ of & Series of Strenueus Exerecises.

Wasminoron, Deo. 19.~This was the
coldest day Washington has had this
season. That was why Brig.-Gen.
Clarence Edwards wore the big fur over-
ocoat which he got in Siberia three years
ago when he was travelling around the
world with President Taft, who was then
Secretary of War. It is about the band-
somest coat of its kind in Washington,
but it has ite drawbacks, as Gen. Edwards
found before the day was over.

Gen. Edwards made a striking figure
in his fur lived garment as he dropped
in at the White House shortly before
5 o'clock this afterncon. He had been
asked by President Taft to come over.
Capt. Archibald W. Butt, U. 8. A, was
there in uniform, As military aid to
the President Capt. Buit has to keep
in uniform most of the time, for there's
no telling when he may be required for
official duty. The two guides, ocoun-
sellors and friends, not to speak of riding
and golfing companions of Presidents,
wondered what was up. They found
out soon.

When the President appeared things
looked for a minute like a recrudescence
of the Roosevelt administration. It
was hard to believe that time hadn't
turned backward in ita flight. Barring
sive, the figure that preseated itself to
the two army officers was suggestive of
the recent past. But it was Taft, not
Rooseveit. »

The President wore a bobtailed coat, a
gray sweater, a soft felt hat and heavy
shoes. He had no overcoat. He looked
big and healthy and was evidently feeling
strong and vigorous, ' Gen. Edwards in
his fur overcoat and Capt. Butt in his
tight fitting uniform wondered what it
was all about. But being soldiers, it
was theirs not to reason why, theirs
but to do and die where the Comman-
der in Chiefl was concerned.

Out back of the White House the
sweater clad President led the way,
The air from the river blew raw and chill
a8 the three men reached the local speed-
way and passed into Potomac Park.
The President set a good pace and Gen.
Edwards’'s fur lined overcoat began to
feol heavy. The route lay'through Uncle
Jimmy Wilson's government nursery,
where trees of all sorts and descriptions
are grown for experimental purposes.

Mr Taft turned eastward, striking over
by the Bureau of Engraving and Printing
and the Agricultural Department. Thence
the course was through the mall to B street
at the southwestern corner of the Capitol
grounds. There was no slackening of
the President’'s pace as he started up
Capitol Hill, a good deal of a pull for any-
body even on a cold day. Gen. Edwards,
fur coated, and Capt, Butt, uniformed,
followed along.

At the top of the hill the President
turned westward across the Capitol
plaza, which had been knee deep in snow
and slush when he went there to be in-
augurated nine months ago. There is
another B street which bounds the Capitol
grounds on the north, and the President
turned to the left down B street hill to
First street, where the Italian quarter is.
South along Firet street for two blocks
brought the pedestrians to Pennsylvania
avenue.

1y Nobady recognized the President as he
ploughed along this well lighted thorough-
fare until he and his companions reached
Ninth street. The audiences of the dozen
or more nickelodeons in the neighbor-
hood were coming out about that time
and some of the people in the crowd gazed
curiously at the big man in the sweater
and the soft hat as if there was something
familiar about him. Capt. Butt's uniform
gave them the cue. A few of the men
took off their hats.

When the party of three got to the
White House along toward 7 o'clock all
of them were perspiring freely. Gen,
Edwards's overcoat must have weighed
about 150 pounds by that time. Capt.
Butt got a bit hefty on his 13,000 mile
journey with the President, when he had
to eat at least three formal meals of fancy
dishes every day, and additiona! weight
in Sunday shoes was not conducive to
enjoyment on a stiff walk. As for the
President, he was prepared for business
and logked as if he had had a bully outing.

Mr. Tgft has been walking around the
streets of Washington at early nightfall
lately, but to-day's walk was the longest
he has taken here since he has been
President. When he was Secretary of
War in Mr. Roosevelt's Cabinet he used
to tramp out Massachusetts avenue
to keep down a tendenoy to take
on flesh, Hehunothsdmtﬁm
for physical exercise lately, a t
it his weight is likely to increase. To-day's
pedestrian stunt is probably the beginning
of a strict regimen of brisk walking.
