OLD POTTERY PORTRAITS.

Vogue Began 200 Years Ago and Reached
s Climax a Century Later.

The portraits of Charles I1.. of William
and Mary and of Queen Anne, to be found
on pudding 'plates and other gpecimens
of early English delft are both in
Hesign and exeocution. are often
nearly as much a carieature of the original
as the grotesque face of ill favored Car-
dinal Bellarmine, whose bigotry and
unpopularity are perpetuated by the

| brown jugs which bear his name.

A splendid William and Mary plate
is preserved in the Cardif Museum.
The predominating colorsof the portrait
podding plates of this epoch are orange
and blue, mays the Gentlewoman, a com-
pliment not difficuit to understand even
after the lapse of more than two cen-
taries, .
