Almost every country in the world
where the spert of horse racing has taken
reot has a race named after the big
Fnglish classic. Amerion, France, Aus-
tria. Russia, Australia, New Zealand
sl India have their Derbiea, but the moss
carious of all is that held yearly at Hong-
kong on what is known as the Happy
Valley course. This Happy Valley is
rituated about & mile or so from Victoria,
the port of Hongkong, and the patch
occupied by the course ia the only level
Lit of sward in the whole island.

The course proper is a mile circuit
of grass and as smooth as a billiard table.

On the inside of this is a specially pre-
pared track of sand and cinders used only
Yor training purposes. The infleld is
used as & sort of general playground
for the sporty people of Hongkong,
for there are tennis courts, football and
field hockey grounds, and so on. Until
within a decade or so ago this patch,
which measures considerably less than
two miles in circumference, was a stretch
of marsh absolutely useless. A few of
the English residents of Hongkong who
have loved the sport of racing conoeived
the idea of turning the bit of desert into
a racecourse, and the evidence to-day
that the plan was sucocessful is the course
and  surroundings, undoubtedly the
prettiest thing of its kind in the warld.

Alter the course had been constructed
the next difficulty that presented itself
to the Englfsh colonists was to procure
the horseflesh. It was decided that the
start should be on a small and inexpensive
,scale. so with this end in view a number
of Waler ponies were imported. It was
thought that the Waler would bé even
cheaper than the China pony, but in this
the pramoters were mistaken. It was
in 1002 that the Walers were brought to

80 lavigne wak spared the ignominy
of & dead sure kndckout and was led away,
convinced that the prize ring had seen him
for the last time. Battling Nelson, the
present lightweight champion, is a rugged
young pugilist who has ecarned his title
by dint of enargetic work, but in his prime
Kid Lavigne would have bedten him easily,
it is shought, for mo greater lightweight
ever drew on the mitts than the once famous
Saginaw Kid. )

lavigne’s best qualities were gameness
and punching power. He never knew when
he was whipped, and though besaten to a
standstill on numerous occasions he niways
ocame back with the sleep wallop. Prob-
ably his greatest fight was the fifteen round
bout with Jee Walcott at Maspeth, 1. 1.,
many years ago. This affair has always
been referred to as the most sensational
prizsefight ever seen im this or any other
country. Lavigne was the lightweight
titlsholder at that time and it was a dim-
cult matter to find a suitable opponent
in his class. So Walcott was picked out
to meet him in a handicap mateh which
called” for 133 pounds, ringside, Lavigne
to'be the winner if Walcott failed to score
a knookout.

BREEDING HORSES IN CANADA. or the Church Al

Engitsh War Office interested in Deveiop-
ment of Theroughbreds.

The annual meeting of the Canadian
Breeding Bureau which was held at Mon-
treal the other day showed that the thor-
oughbred industry in the Dominion has
srown wonderfully in the last two years,
as illustrated by these extracts from the
official report:
the year arrangements were
made with the Provincial Government of
New Brunswick whereby the national
bureau is to receive a bonus of 3500 a
horse for stallions placed in that provinoe,
and it is hoped that similar arrangements
will be made with each of the other prov-
inces. An effort will also be made to have
the British Government place twenty na-
tional bureau stallions on the King's pre-|m
mium list, which will mean a bonus of
$750 & horse a year.

stallions providing they give the services
of their stallions to farmers with good cold
blooded mares, thus producing a suitable ts Are
type for cavalry purposes.”
