The company does not accept Judge
Dowling’s dictum in the matter and, be-
cause of the principle involved, will at
once, in the Albany district, where the
Jurisdiction is unquestioned, apply for a
mandamus directing the department to
expunge the unnecessary and harmful
paragraph from the report.
