FINE WORK DONE BY THE TENE-
MENT DEPARTMENT IN 1909,

Fewn Dark Rooms Left As a Resuit of the
sanitary Censtis of the Year, and Com-
nissioner Butiéer Tarns Gver a Reor-
ganized Department te His Suceessor.

I'he annual report of Edmornd J. Butler,
the retiring Tenement Howse Commis-
sioner, was made public yesterday. Magy
mportant changes were introduced last
vear in the organization and proocedure
of the department as a result of amend-
ments to the tenement houss law, in-
creased appropriations and a complets
jenement house ocensus ocovering the
entire city. The report reads in part:

[he amendments to the law wers t
restlt of a weries of conferemcesa bet
‘he Tenement House Commissioner, rep-
resentatives of property owners' assocla-
rions and the Tenement House Comamittee,
s body composed almost entirely of the
members of the Tenement House Com-
mission of 1900, By these amendments
many of the harsh features of the law
as it had existed were eradicated without
m any way impairing ita effectivencss,

Ihousands of pending vielations in
reference to old buildings were affected
by these amendments. In faot almoat
svery old building violation on fAle In the
department contained at least one minor
item afected. A vast amount of work
was therefore entailed by the department
in order that the violations should be modi-
fed to meet the changes made in the law.
Time was necessary to accomplish all this,

it thae work is now well in hand and it
i« hoped to complete the work of modi-
fication by February 1, 1910. ”

I"'nquestionably the most important
achievement of the department, hacause
of its important bearing upon future work,
was the complete tenement house census
eonducted during the present year. No
complete tenement house census had
sver been made before in this city, and
consequently it was not even known how
* many tenements there were, much less
how many dark rooms and halis there were
and where they existed. An incomplete
canvass of the city in 1902 showed 381, 89}
rooms with light and ventilation below th
stdndard required by the law. ®fin
the organization of the department to
January 1, 1900, 89,051 of these rooms were
provided with windows, the greater part
of them, to be exact 34 440, during the ad-
ministration of the present Commissioner,
in the vears 1008, 1907 and 1908,

Early in the year 1909, during the months
of February and March, a complete can-
vass of the tenements of the greater city
tincluding all boroughs) was made, which
showed 384,217 rooms belpw the standard
required by the law.

Crities of the department's work had
hesn accustomed to say that the defni-
tion of “dark rooms” adopted by the de-
partment as all rooms falling below the
standard required by law even in trifiing
retpectia misrepresentad actual conditions
and that the majority of the so-called
“dark rooms” merely had windows of &
{aw inches below the legal size or opened
upon courts slightly smaller than the law
permitted or showed seme other minor
defects

To meet this criticism a distin~tion was
made in taking the census of tenéments
hetwesn rooms having windows of fi-
legal size opening upon an adjoining room,
those having windows opening upon a
court or shaft of inadequate size, those
opening upon s covered shaft and those
with absolutely no windows at all and
no kight or ventilation except through
the doorway to the adjoining room, which
liter class must be in the strictest seuse
termed “dark rooms.”

At a result of the canvass made according

1o this classification it was found that of |

the total of 384,217 rooms below the legal
standard 101,117 were entirely without
*indows, showing that notwithstanding
the large number of changes already pef-
fected there remained before the depart-
men' a serious and important task.

Of the 101,117 totally dark rooms then
existing 14,768 wera at that date covered
by orders of the department requiring the
removal of the unlawful conditions. From
the date of the enumeration to December
1 orders were issued to cover 29,1390 more.
Meanwhile 488 of these dark rooms were
taken from the jurisdiction of the depart-
ment hy removal from the tenement class
or were disposed of entirely by the demo-
fition of the house, leaving 54,742 on De-
cember 31, 1909, to be attended to by the
department, only a little over one-half of
the 1otal number found in February.

linmediately afier the completion of the
rensus the directly practical work of issu-
Mg orders for the structural improvem eat
of the tenements was begun The teme-
ments were first classified according to
the seriousness of the defects they showed,
a8 indicated by the census, and were then
faken up for attention in the order of their
rondition, beginning with the lowest grade
and (aking up the higher grades one after
he other in order. Tn addition to the
hovusas showing the most serious structural
defacts a small number of houses in which
tlierations were being made or the eccu-
pancy of which was doubtful were also
subjectad to structural inspection and the
aprropriate orders issued. From the first
of ihe yvear to December 31, with the addi-
tlon of a few of higher grade on which
dlterations were heing made, 9,008 tene-
menis of both classes were inspected And
strictural orders issued

Ihe sanitary work also has been carriéd
o0 in accordance with the budget provi-
tlons, as two complete sanitary inspections
of the %1180 tenements in the city with
frariment rentals of #25 or less have been
made

With regard to the current work of the
department for the year 1900 the statistical
'ables show that 1,308 plans wers flled
covering the erection of 2,587 new tene-
ment houses, at an estimated cost of $112,-
#45700, and containing 38,670 apartments,
or accommodations for 174,015 persons,

A\ feature of the present year's work
relativa to the bulldings bullt under the
new law has been an inspection te ascertain
whether they have been lllegilly altered or
nocupied since completion. The depart-
ment found many serlous violations as a
result of this inspection, such, for instance,
*s the subdividing of spartments in such a
manner as to cut off access to the fire es-
‘ipes  In some instances also fire passages
were found to be closed off and rented for
*tore purposes, while in other cases inside
tfaire leading to the ocellar had been in-
#lalled, thereby inoreasingthe danger from
fite. The department immediately inati-
tited a vigorous presecution of all such
