This radioal proposition, displeasing
in & measure to the hidebound regulars,
partly gratifying to the insurgents, and,
the President believes, for the best inter-
ests of the Republican party, was the ohief
development of interest in connection
with the row between the regulars and the
insurgents in the House y.

Critios of the President hdve referred
sneeringly to his desire for “conociliation”
and his expansive smile. The expansive
smile wis very much in evidenoce to-day,
and those aware of what the President
has undertaken to do, part of which he
has accomplished, believed that the smile
was justified in the suoccess of the
policy of conciliation. It is asserted by
admirers of Mr. Taft that he has acoom-
plished more through this same policy
than he would have accomplished had he
endeavored to apply “big stick™ methods.
The intimation in a statement issued
from the White House to-day officially
declaring that the split between the regu-
lare and the insurgents, which has been
growing wider during the last waeek, had
been at least temporarily healed, to the
offeot that thereafter caucus control and
not the action of Speaker Cannon’s Rules
Committee would be the governing power
in the House, overshadows even the an-
nouncement that from now on the regu-
lars and the insurgents will work to-
gether on striotly party queetions.
Statements declaring the existence
of this new peace pact were issued to-day
from the White Hbuse on behalf of the
President and by Representative Dwight
of New York, the Republican whip of the
House, for the organization and by Rep-
resentative Hayes of California, repre-
senting the insurgents. The White House
statement, containing as it does this fore-
shadowing of a change in the methods
of controlling the legislative programme
in the House of Representatives is natur-
ally the most important. It follows:

“It has been agreed between the reg-
ular Republicans and the so-called insur-
gents, represented by Mr. Dwight on the
one hand and Mr. Hayes on the other,
after conferences with the President
that a caucus should be held to pass upon
the question of the committee in the
Interior Department investigation, with
the assurance that the insurgents if they
came into the caucus would be treated
fairly and that a committee of acknowl-
edged impartiality would be appointed.

“ A further agreement was foreshadowed
that caucuses should be held from time
to time, to which all elected as Republi-
cans should be invited, to take up the
various measures recommended by the
Administration as performances of party
pledges, tha subject of each caucus to
be announced in advance.”

Just before the White House gave out
the above Representative Dwight sent

tion to restricting the issue of injunctions
and restraining orders by Federal courts.
There is no prospeot, however, that a bill
to carry the platform pledge into effect
will be presented until there hasy been
an agreement between all Republican
factions in the Senate and the House as
to the scope and character of the measure,

Friends of the President say that he
does not want such an anti-injunction
bill introduced as will canse party dis-
sension. He is apprehensive, it was said,
that should an anti-injunction bill be pre-
sented without previous agreement as
to its provisions among all the Republi-
can factions In Congress it would be so
loaded down with amendments as to be
very unsatisfactory and perhaps be de-
feated.

Since Congress resumed its sessions
after the Christmas holiday there has
been much ‘excitement among the Re-
publican insurgents of the Senate and
the House over an understanding that
President Taft would decline to recognize
them in the distribution of patronage.
It is now possible, although at the ex-
pense of some repetition, to make plain
the exact stand which the President has
taken. The following may be accepted
as a precise and acourate explanation of
the attitude whioch the President has
assumerd:

The President has been laboring ear-
nestly to bring insurgents and regulars
together in support of so-called progres-
sive measures promised by the Republican
national platform of 1908. He has not
threatened to withhold patronage from
any insurgent on account of that insur-
gent's action concerning the tariff bill
or his vote with respect to the speakership
or the rules of the House of Representa-
tives. By the custon of the Republican
party the recommendations of Republi-
can Senators and Representatives have
been accepted at the White House if the

mendations were of persons fitted
to discharge the duties of the offices
involved. It became necessary for the
President in following that custom to
determine who were Republicans and who
were not.

Representatives who have voted against
the tariff bill, against the reelection of
Speaker Cannon and against the action
of the Republican caucus of the House in
respect to the rules —that is those Repub-

surgents —the President has regarded as
Republicans still, because elected as such
He has said only that where a man elected
as a Republican was taking steps to de-
feat the legislation recommended by the
President in the performance of party
promises he was no longer a ublican,
and to give weight to his recommendations
for patronage would be to furnish him
means in the future of defeating the
Administration’s policies.

The President is not threatening any
one with a view to inducing support of leg-
islation. He is declining only to furnish
means for defeating his legislative pur-
poses by following the recommendation
of Congressmen who recognize no obli-
gation to the party ef which the President
regards himself as the titular head

The President wishes that he did not
have to distribute patronage. He wishes
that all patronage were under the civil

for several newspaper men, and with his
face beaming with good nature and a
jayous mnote in his confidentially agree-
able voice, made a few observations on
his own account.

“We have decided,” he said, “to let
bygones be bygones. The tariff bill is
a thing of the past. the rules fight was
over long ago and the speakership con-
test has been settled for months.

The
latter had been especially active, said the
Republican whip. Mr. Dwight said a
