METZ FOR A BETTER RUDGET.

Says Professional Reformers Are a Nual-
sance In a Clty's Finances.

PHILADELPHIA, Jan. 15.—Declaring that
interference of divic organizations in
the financial department of a ecity, no
matter how laudable the object, is a hin-
drance rather than a help when theories
and not practical suggestions are offered,
Herman A. Metz, ex-Comptroller of New
York city, said in an address at the City
Club to*day that the only way to keep
down muuicipal expenses is to have a
“scientific budget.”

Mr. Metz also said, speaking of real
estate values for assessment purposes,
that these assessments should be made
public, thus setting the stamp of his ap-
proval upon this phase of the campaign
now under way in thu c:ty tu pqualm«
assessments. !

The budget in effect in New York, he
explained, is distinct from the budget
as known in nearly all of the large cities
Philadelphia included. It fixes the
amount for each department in the city
for the year, allows no transfers from
one department te angther except by a
vote of the Board of Estimate, and no
department’s expenses can exceed the
sum allotted.

“In this way we know w’hon every cent
is going before it is spent,” he said. “Of
course, provision is made for the emer-
gencies, this being done by special reve-
nue bonds. The plan has worked well

'in New York and tnere is no reason why

it shouldn't do the same in other cities.”

Mr. Metz said that the scientific hudget
is a factor that is lacking in large cities,

“The sooner cities adopt it the nearer
they will be to idexl government,” he
sal

All through his talk Mr..Metz empha-
sized that it is poor business to transfer
appropriations from one department to
cover up deficits in another. ‘1his, he
said, was the basis of municipal extrava-

gance.
Of the pro{:md separaté assessments
for this city, he said 1n answer to a ques-

tion that the subject has two sides. The
theory ‘that unimproved land should be
assessed ut the same figure as improved
land was not u[(;pmvod generally, he de-
clared.
