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GRISCOM IN AS HARMONIZER

A FEW NOES FOLLOW A MOTION
70 CONSULT HUGHES.

Pannard Deseries & Growing Disrespoot
for Party Lines and Saggests That
the State Committee Might Take a

i Tip From the Ceunty Cemmittee.

Lloyd C. Grisoom was unanimously
elected chairman of the Republican county
committee last night as well as chairman
of the exeoutive committee. As Mr.
(iriscom was not a member of the exeo-
utive body a place was found for him by
the retirement of Robert K. Prentice of
the Twenty-ninth district.

While the reception given to Mr. Gris-
com at last night's meeting was oordial,
it was not exuberant. Few of the mem-
pers of the committee know Mr. Griscom,
but they voted for him because he was
recommended by the committee of seven
which had been named to choose a suo-
* ceasor to Herbert Parsons. In the
speeches made much stress was laid on
the point that Mr. Griscom would be a
chairman who would pacify all faotions
in the organization and Mr. Griscom him-
self in his speech of acceptance dwelt
mainly on the fact that if the Republican
party in this State was to succeed next
fall in electing a Republican Governor
it would be necessary to have harmony
in the Republican ranks of this city

This esentiment was applauded, but
when a resoolution wus offered directing
the new oounty chairman to appoint a
committee of three to confer with Gov.
Hughes for the purpose of obtaining from
him his views as to the methods by which
the county organizations could best assist
him to carry out his policies there were
several “noes.”

Otto T. Bannard, chairman of the
committeo of seven, said in formally
nominating Mr. Griscom that Republican
conditions in the country were, to say
the least, somewhat peculiar.

“When the great State of Ohio.,” Mr.
Bannard went on, “gives its vote for our
admirable President, Mr. Taft, and at
the same time elects a Demooratic Gov-
srnor and when Minnesota did the same
thing there is something in those con-
ditions which ought to make us thought-
ful. The last time | was in Milwaukee

TO MAPOUT LEGISLATIVE PLAN.

New York Republican Delegation to Meet
To-day fer That Purpese.

WasmivoToNn, Jan. 31.—A meeting of
the Republican members of the New
York delegation will be held to-morrow
for the purpose of mapping out a pro-
gramme of legisiation embracing bills
proposed by President Taft in conformity
with the platform pledges of the Republi-
can party.

The delegation will incorporate this
programme in a resolution which will
oall on Republicans in the House to hold
a caucus and start the ball rolling with
a view to getting early action on measures
that have been recommended by the
‘Pmldom. This is an unusual procedure
on the part of a State delegation in the
House, but a prominent Republican from
New York explained to-night thas cir-
cumstances were unusual. He said:

“Speaker Cannon is not in a position
at this time to take the initative in matters
of legislation and it is up to some one to
do it. Our delegation therefors decided
to take steps to have a party caucus held
and a resolution calling for such a cauecus
will be passed to-morrow. In the Fifty-
ninth Congress, it will be recalled, the
Speaker laid down the programme, the
wheels were set in motion and the Con-
gresa epacted many important bille.

“Among them were the railroad rate bill,
the Statehood bill, the employers liability
act, the pure food act, the immigration
law and an immense quantity of legisia-
tion of lesser importance. We are now
oalled upon to enact important bills.
Things have been drifting. It is time we
were up and doing. The question should
be considered at a caucus, a programmse
mapped out and the proper committees
given the word to get busy. This is what
we are trying to acoomplish.”

it is the understanding that other dele-
gations will follow the lead of New York,
and the general expectation is that the
ocaucus sought will be held the latter part
of this or early next week.

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FIGHT FOR TILLMAN BABIES'

SENATOR
BIAGE

SCORNS LEGAL VER-
IN HIS ANSWER.

Says Daughter-in-law Is Not Competent
te Care for Her Children and That She
Taught Them to Hate the Tiiman
Family —All bat Sen’s Drinking Denled

CoLumeia, S. C., Jan. 31.—In reply to the
petition of his daughter-in-law, Mrs. B. R.
Tillman, Jr., asking for the custody of her
two infant children Senator B. R. Tillman
in the South Carolina Supreme Court to-
day submitted an affidavit resisting the

appeal.

No decision was given, but it is probable
that an order will be filed to-morrow.

Just before the ocourt adjourned this
afternoon attorneys for Mrs. Tillman
asked for a temporary order giving pos-
session of the children to her until the
final settlement of the ocase. The Court
replied that all matter submitted would
be considered between the adjournment
and the convening of the court to-morrow
morning g

The court room was crowded and the
doors had to be locked. Hundreds, in-
cluding many women, were turned away.

Mrs. B. R. Tillman, Jr., sat on one side
of the court’ room. On the other were
Senator Tillman, his wife and son, B. R.
Tillman, Jr., the father of the children
in dispute.

After the affidavits and petition of Mrs.
Tillman had been‘read the answer of the
respondents was presented. This answer
denies every charge except that of drink-
ing by B. R. Tillman, Jr. The point was
raised that young Mra. Tillman did not
like the Tillman family and had taught
her children to dislike them. The return
of Senator Tillman did not attack the good
pame of his son's wife; he did disparage
her ability to bring up and oare for her
children.

The afidavit of Senator Tillman be-
gins thus:

“I am now nearly 83 years old and this
is the first time that I have appeared in a
court of justice as a defendant or a plain-
tiff, and 1 would not be here now if | had
not been dragged here.”

He goes on to say: “Speaking for my-
self and my wife, who is the other re-
spondent in this case, [ shall dismiss the
usual jargon of law which couches such
papera in the third person and use either
the first person singular or the first per-
son plural.”

Senator Tillman denies that he has re-
fused to assist in the reformation of his
son, admitting that he had gone from bad
to worse after he began drinking. He
said that he had begged his daughter-in-
law to assist in making a sober and good
man out of her husband and concludes:

*Our son, as is natural, is most deeply
concerned about the future of his two little
daughters. He felt his own inability to
care for them properly and naturally
‘turned to his own mother. He said: ‘Take
them and care for them and give them
whatever you would have given me. |
am able to take care of myself.” Knowing
all of these conditions, we have assumed
the trust and will faithfully carry out its
obligations.”

The affidavit of B. R. Tillman, Jr., is in
legal form. He denies the allegations in
the petition exoept the drinking to ex-
cess, which he admits.

In addition to these affidavits several
depositions from Edgefield county people
were filed, all attesting the character of
Senator Tillman and his wife.

The petitioner then introduced a num-
ber of aMidavits in support of her claims
that she is fit to rear the children. She
also submitted two affidavits made by
herself in which she sets out by tha
presentation of letters the feelings of
the Tillman family toward her, which
she alleges was hostile in the extreme.
This she undertakes to show by produc-
ing copies of letters from Senator Till-
man, Mrs. Tillman and Miss Sophie
Tillman.

She also recited the conditions of the
agreement on which she oconsented to
Jive with her husband. Among the
stipulations was one that Mrs. B. R.
Tillman, Jr.., should not be required to
exchange visits with her parents-in-law,

After the affidavits had been submitted
the arguments were heard. The peti-
tioner's attorneys set up the plea that a
ocontract between husband and wife pro-
viding for the division of custody of the
children acted as a bar to young Till-
man’s transferring the children to his
father. The agreement, which was to
run until January 1, 1910, set forth in de-
tail with whom the children were to live.

The petitioner holds that this prior
contract invalidates the deed of transfer,
which was made in December. 1900. The
respondents rely on the statutory pro-
vision for such transfer of custody as
young Tillman made,

TREES BOW TO STAGES.

Stages Are 8o Tall That the Trees Are to
Lose a LAmb or Twe.

The double decked automobile stages
have resumed running on Riverside
Drive, but for the present passengers
are not allowed to ride on the upper deck
above Ninety-fifth street. The restriction
waa adopted to save the passengers from
bumping their heads against the branches
of trees,

There are a number of lindens near
the curb with low branches that might
club the passengers unless the stages
kept to the middle of the road,

On Sunday Park Commissioner Stover
went along the Drive in an automobile
to take observations. Later he rode on
the top deck of one of the stages with
Traffic Agent Sherwood of the Fifth
Avenue Coach Company and had an op-
portunity of seeing how near the tree
branches came to the heads of the pas-
sengers. Below Ninety-fifth street there
was no interference by the trees but
above that street to 135th street, the end
of the stage route, there was a good
deal. The Commissioner said yesterday

. | that he had decided that it would be for

the interest of the travelling public to
out off the tree branches.

John Beattie
to go over the Riverside Drive and decide
how many and what trees should be
trimmed.

130 MINERS ENTOMBED.

Explosion in Colorade Colllery Catehes
Men Just as They Were Leaving.

Puoesro, Col., Jan. 31.—An explosion in
the mine of the Colorado Fuel and Iron
Company at Primero, near Trinidad, has
entombed 150 men and all are believed to
be dead.

Three dead have been found near the
entrance to the mine.

The telephone wires at Primero have
been cut and newspaper men mist go
thifty miles'by automobile to the mine
to get details and then go fifteen miles
to the nearest .telo(rlph station.

The three men found dead were enter-
ing the mine when the explosion occurred
and were thrown backward and instantly
killed.

The explosion occurred just before the
change of shift.

Ten minutes later the 150 men entombed
would have been out of the mine.

There is-only one mine at Primero and
it employs about 600 men. Most of the
miners are Mexicans and Halians

Fifteen bodies were taken out of the mine
at 10 o'clock to-night. They were muti-
lated Seventy-five coffine have been
ordered from Denver. The rescuers are
being balked by the blackdamp. There
i® no fire in the mine.

This is the second disaster at Primero,
the former costing twenty-six lives,
It took place on January 28, 1907.

GUNS IN SENATORIAL FIGHT.

Vardaman and Oppenents Get Personal
but Threat 10 Shoeot Prevents Encounter.

Jackson, Miss., Jan. 31 —-Two ballots
taken for United States Senator
to-night show that the deadlook is just
as tight as ever. On the first ballot
Vardaman received 68 votes and on the
second 72. The other candidates showed
their usual strength, with Percy, 36;
Alexander, 21; Kyle, 17; Bird, 18, and a
few scattering to make out 188 votes,
and 85 necessary to a choice.

To-day Leroy Percy, one of the candi-
dates, published a long article taking
Vardaman to task and giving reasons
why he thinks Vardaman should not be
sent to the Senate -

He published articles from Vardaman's
newspapers in which Vardaman assailed
Col. Roosevelt and his mother, Mr. McKin-
ley, Mr. Taft, Bishop Galloway and other
ministers of the Gospel to show that he
was not a fit man to represent a great
State at Washington. This article was
printed in the News of this city.

About the same time the News was put
on the desks of members of the Legis-
lature Brookhaven Leaders were dis-
tributed. This paper, edited by R. T.
Hobbs, makes an attack on Percy and his
friends, charging them with using whiskey
and debauching members of the Legis-
lature to pull them away from Vardaman.
The articles were much disocussed, and it
was freely predicted that there would be
personal difficulties.

To-night in the lobby of the Edwarde
House Frank Cannon, charged by Editor
Hobbs with being barkeeper for Percy,
made a dive for Hobbs, but Hobbs was
too quick with his gun and Cannon halted
when told to stop, remarking that he was
not armed.

Friends intervened and the fight was
provented, but the incident stirred much
excitement and there was lively scram-
bling to get out of range of the guns.

2,100 JAPANESE CHERRY TREES,

With No Bugs on Them, to Be Set Out on
Riverside Drive Next Fall

Dr. Jokichi Takamine of 334 Riverside
Drive, the chemist, visited Park Com-
missioner Stover in ghe Arsenal in Central
Park yesterday and had a talk with him
about the cherry trees the Japanese
Government promised to present to this
city to commemorate the 300th anniver-
sary of the disocovery of the Hudson River.

It developed at the conference that a
number of Japanese cherry trees were
received in Washington some time ago
and were set out. FEntomologists dis-
covered on the trees a species of parasite
that threatened to cause trouble, 8d the
trees were cut down and destroyed.

Dr. Takamine told the Commissioner
that he was in the Japanese Embasay
at Washington at the time and that he
cabled to his Government to use extreme
care in selecting the trées that were to te
sent to New York so that no parasites
would come along with them.

The Commissi and Dr. Takamine
decided that it w be best to send a
cable to Tokio holding up the shipment
of the trees until a letter containing full
instructions could be received.

The trees when they come will be
planted along Riverside I’rive where
they will not interfere with the omnibuses
and will present a fine spectacle when
they are in blossom. They are to be twe
years old and quite large when sent here.

There will be just 2,100 of them. The
number to be sent was decided upon by
the Japanese Government in this way.
The number 7 is held sacred in Japan
and when the 300th anniversary of the
discovery of the Hudson River is multi-
plied by Japan's sacred number the result
is 2,100 cherry trees.

It is expected that the Oriental tree:
will get here in time to be planted next
fall.

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OUTS 76 ENGINEERS IN A LUMP

BABY OF THE BRONX SAYSTHEY
.TROD ON EACH OTHERS' FEET.

Bateh of Appointments by the Borough
President, With the Intimation That
His Demooratic Stenographer, Miss
Riediing, Is Worth Abeout Two Men.

Cyrus C. Miller, whom 300 merry munioi-
pal engineers greeted uproariously at
their dinner at the Savoy three weeks
ago as "the baby of The Bronx,” notified
yesterday no less than seventy-five of
the oivil engineers who have been holding
down city jobs in his borough that by
the first of March it would be well for theth
to have made other arrangements.

At the dinner Mr. Miller said: “A great
many things bave been engineered in
The Bronx, and 1 am just beginning to
find them out.”

He said yesterday, among other things,
that he had found so many engineers on
the payroll that they were falling over
one another. He gave the seventy-flve
the choioe of getting themselves trans-
ferred to other boroughs or getting private
work.

“It's going to be a good thing for the
taxpayers,” said Mr. Miller. “It will
save just about $126.000 a year or some-
thing like 33 1-3 per cent.”

Mr. Miller was careful to say that some
of the.men were good men and that it
would be to their advantage to get out
of city work.

“1 showed them the same consideration

that any good business house would show
its employees,” said Mr. Miller.
_ Charles H. Grabam, who has been
engineer in charge of sewers, has resigned
to go into private work. Mr. Miller says
he is sorry, because Mr. Grabam was a
good man. .

The office of ochief engineer will be
abolished so as to conform with the prac-
tice in other boroughs. The consulting
engineers of the five boroughs are to
form a board, but . Miller has ap-
pointed no consulting engineer because
the necessary steps for the creation of
the office under the civil service law have
not been completed. Amos L. Schaeffer
has been appointed temporary consulting
engineer and will aid in the work of re-
organising the engineering department.
He is a Democrat.

“I find that the office of SBuperintendent
of Sewers is superfluious and the $4,000
salary will be saved for something else,”
said Mr. Miller. He has made Henry C.
Hirsohberg ocashier in the bureau of
highways and E. Herbert Timson secre-
tary to the Commiassioner of Publio Works.

In making the announcement of the ap-
pointment of Miss Georgine A. Riedling
as stenographer to the Borough Presi-
Mr. Miller handed out this compli-
ment:

“My stenographer is a Democrat. |
have found that skilled women stenog-
raphers are prompt, attentive and reli-
able. They readily grasp the detail of
their work and having no outside inter-
ests are not talkative. For some posi-
tions a woman is worth about twice as
much as a man.”

Mr. Miller said that about the best
appointment he had made was that of
Arthur J. Langy to the office of Superin-
tendent of Highways. Other appoint-
ments he has made are George P. Morrell,
assistant t of Buildings;
Charles I.. Holberstadt, secretary to the
Superintendent of Buildings, and these
to the local school board: Dr. Francis
J. Donlon, lLouis Castagetta, J. Irving
Chaffee, Alfonso Weiner, William A.
Cokely and Herbert A. Knox.

Mr. Miller desires to express his grati-
tude to the gentlemen who bave handed
in their resignations without protest, es-
pecially since several of them were vet-
erans.

“An administration to succeed.,” said
the Borough President in commenting
on his day’'s work, “must be intelligent
and progréssive. It must not steal or
waste the people’s money and must avoid
the aversge reformer. His half baked
ideas of government will not stand the
knocks of everyday use. No individual
or organization had any control over
any of shese appointments and if-any
man fails to measure up to the require-
ments of his office the matter lies between
him and the Borough President. In
the meantime I trust taat the public
will suspend judgment. ”
