< involving Secretary Ballinger's ad-
ninstration of the Interior Department
was that Donald McKenzie of Seattle had
toasted to Louis R. Glavis and H. D.

(ongress and in polities to dissuade Presi-
dent Taft from keeping James R. Gar-
field in the Cabinet as Secretary of the
Interior.

tilavig, who brought the charges that
resulted in the present inguiry, was the
witness who testified of MoKenzie's
hoast. He said that McKenzie had told
the story to Jones and himself prior to
Glavis's dismissal’from the land service
for making what President Taft and
Attorney-General Wickersham regarded
as false charges against Secretary Bal-
linger.

At the time Glavis gave this testimouny
the big room in the Senate office building,
where the committee of inquiry is holding
ita seasions, was crowded. The in-
terest was intense os Glavis was speak-
ing. Many of the s ctators were women,
who followed the roceedings closely.
Among them was t.. mother of Gifford
Pinchot. Mr. Pinchot and his brother
were present also.

Referring to McKenzie, Glavis testi-
fled: “He said that because of Secretary
Garfield's attitude of hostility toward
the Alaska coal claimants Mr. Garfiald
was not made Secretary of the Interior.”

Glavis went on to explain that he and
Jones had taken the affidavit of McKenzie,
who was a coal claimant, and after
this was finished McKenzie fell to talk-
ing of the history of the Alaska claima.
In the course of his informal talk he
made the boast, said Glavis, that the
claimants had prevented Mr. Garfield’'s
retention in the Cabinet. Glavis asserted
that the disclosure impressed him so
forcibly that he and Jones made a joint
affidavit immediately after leaving
McKenzia in which they set out the main
points in McKenzie's informal statement.

This affidavit was not in the corre-
spondence sent to Congress, as Glavis
ecouid not remember that he had spoken
of it to his counsel. He admitted that
he had sent a copy of it to the forest
burean.

Glavis wds questipned closely by mem-
hers of the committee of inquiry and this
phase of the examination brought from
him repeated disclaimers of any intention
to imply that McKenzie meant that the
Alaska coal claimants had directly in-
fluenced President Taft against Mr.
Garfield. He said that on the contrary
McKenzie made it clear that the Alaska
coal claimants through influence in
‘v\'uhing:n had brought indirect pres-
sure to r upon the President.

The important developments in the
Alaska coal land cases were not confined
to the room of the investigating com-
mittee.

WHITE SLAVE TREATY USELESS.

The Signatory Powers Fall te Cooperate
n Its Enforcement.

WasHINoTON, Jan. 31.—-That the treaty
ratified on March 1, 1905, for the repression
of the “traffic in white women" is practi-
celly worthless to this Government in
preventing the migration of alien pro-
curers end prostitutes, is the conclusion
of Commissioner-General Keefe of the
bureau of immigration in a report trans-
mitted to the Senate to-day by President
Taft.

Mr. Keefe not only takes the position
that the treaty is worthless but he adds
“that practically no cooperation at present
can be expected of the signatory Powers
as regards the enforcement of the immi-

tion laws with which some of the

'owers are found to be out of sympathy.*
The bureau made an effort to ascertain

|

the degree of cooperation 1o be ex ed
of the signatories. The rollowmﬁ 'owers
were communicated with: .nfll d
Germany, Austria-Hungary, Belgium,
Spain, Russia, Portugal, Sweden, i)on-
mark, Holland, Cana Bermuda and
Brazil. Repliea were received from the

majority of those countries. The replies
disclosed that no steps could be expected
to prevent the free passage from their
country to this side of the professional
prostitute or ocurer who oonstitute
the bulk of white slave traffio in this
country.

“The present immigration law is not ex-

does not reach what is the very root of
the evil, the free passage to and fro of
those engaged in it.”

The investigations of a special officer
whose name s not given confirm the
conclusions reached in this country that
there is no such thing as an international
organization having for its object the
exploitation of women in various
by means of the practice of prostitutigh.
The report says:

_ “Innocent women and gris are rarely
imported into this country for purposes
of prostitution, the great bulk of such
women coming in as mistresses of various
individuals and su uently ndopﬁns
or being forced into a life of shame, an

POSTAL SAVINGS BANK BILL.

Sennte Takes It Up and Senator Carter
Explains Its Provisions.

WasHiNGgTON, Jan. 31.- The postal sav-
ings bank bill was taken up for considera-
tion in the Senate to-day. Senator
Carter of Montana, the author of the
measure, submitted the report in its
favor for s Committee on Post Offices

and Post Roads. In a speech of some
lengh Senator Carter explained the
provisions of ihe pending bill. Briefly

he said that the proposition for the estab-
lishment of a postal savings bank law
is as follows: )

“The Postmaster-General will' desig-
nate a8 rapidly as consistent with good
administration the money order o
as places for \he receipt of savings de-
posits, and he is empowered to so desig-
nate such oiher o as he deems ad-
visable. There are approximately 50,000
money order post offices, so that the
Postmaster-General may at first restrict
the depesitories to offices of the
Presidential grade, of which there are
about 7,500. Accounts may be offered
by any person 10 yeara or more of age.
ﬁarriad women may have accounts free
from interference by their husbands.

KING 1LOSES 27 YEAR FIGHT.

1t Was for Title to 500,000 Acres of Tim-
ber and Coal Lands In West Virginia
WaAsSHINGTON, Jan. 31.-Henry C. King
of New York by a decision of the Su-
preme Court to-day lost the fight he had
been making for nearly thirty years
for title to a tract of 500,000 acres of
valuable timber and coal lands in West
Virginia. The lands are those granted
in 1795 to Robert Morris b{.C;::Jr.-
in part settlement for monor ad-
vanced to the Continental army and
until comparatively recent times w
wild, almost inaccessible and of III.J:

value.

The land is located in Boone, l.ogan,
Wyoming and McDowell counties and
includes that on which the famous Hat-
field-McCoy feud occurred, both families
in fact being parties to the numerous
ouilI:l thl;.whnve ‘bﬂ:ll bo‘fot; the courts
within t wenty-seven years.
In some fomp:: other the case hnl’boon
before the Supreme Court ten times
and the litigation has been not only |
but bitter, there having grown out
them charges against a circuit judge
and prooeedings for the disbarment of
attorneys.

King's title to the pro
tack by the State of West Virginia
in 1894, when for non-payment of taxes
for eleven years forfeiture proceedings
were instituted. The lower court per-
mitted him to redeem the lands on pay-
ment of back taxes and interest, but
this judgment was set aside, and on the
new trial the area was reduced by the
court until King's claim amounted to
but 90,000 acres, which were declared
forfeited under the decree.

The only questions involved in the
present case were the validity of the law
under which the forfeiture worked and
whether King had acquired any vested
rights under the former decree. Both
questions were decided against the ap-

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TAFT T0 NEWSPAPER MEN

SPEECH AT THE
PRESS CLUR ROOMS.

He Was Attired In Walking Costume and
Apslogized for It Told Some Inci-
dents of His Walks and Referrad to
Secluded Life in the White House,

WasniNoTON, Jan. 31.—President Taft
dropped in at the National Press Club
rooms by invitation this afternoon and
made a speech to the fourscore or more
members of the organization who were
there. He spoke in a rather jocular
vein in referring to his experiences with
newspaper men and showed that some-
body had been giving him a large amount
of misinformation in regard to the work of
Washington correspondents.

The President was attired in walking
costume, including a gray sweater. He
apologized for thisattire and told some
incidents of his walks about the streets of
Washington, where few recognized hinf.
There was a plaintive note in his remarks
when he referred to the rather seoluded
life which the man in the White House
has to live. The President was accom-
panied by Capt. Archibald W. Butt, his
mili aide, who ueed tobe a
man . After leaving ‘MWMW
walked about the oity for half an hour
g more and then returned to the White

ouse.
This was what the President said at the
Prees Club.

Perhaps If
we changed the system we would only
long to return to the system of engage-
ments, for the engagements are many,
time passes rapldly and business is active.

People say to me: “You must be tired;
your are working very hard.” [ suppose
what they say is true and i= founded on
fact. But my education on the fbench has
made me feel that there was no real work
which was not sustained Intellectual work —
in writing out opinions; and viewed from
that standpoint | have not had any work in
the White House except occasionally when
I have dictated messages.

Magistrate's Report Shows Falling
In Arrests.

Magistrate Poter T. Barlow, president
of the Beard of Magistrates, at the annual
meeting of the Magistrates in the West
Side court last night said that there were
only 150,001 arraignments in the various
police courts of Manhattan and The
Bronx during the year 19000 as against
186,780 the previous year. Almost one-
fifth of the prisoners were arraigned in
the night court.

In speaking of the Jefferson Market
polioe court Magistrate Barlow said:

“Conditions could not be worse To
instance the pens for prisoners —especially
for women--where the guilty and the
innocent, the pure and the impure, the
drunk and the sober, are indiscriminately
mingled like so many sheep, the courtroom

as an example of poor ventilation, to
which is added the deafening noise of
the elevated railroad, puts the place pre-
ominatly in a class by itself.

“There should be a new court in the
territory now embraced with in the juris-
diotion of the ‘lhird and Fourth court
which embrace the densely populat
East Side from Catherine Slip to Seventy-

HOUSE PASSES BOND RILL.

it Provides for Payment of Panama Canal
Bends In Gold.
WasniNoroN, Jan. 31.-The House
to-day passed the Payne bill providing
for the payment of principal and interest
of the Panama (Canal bonds in gold coin.
The bill further provides that any cer-
tificates of indebtedness hereafter issued
shall be exempt from all taxes or duties
of the United States, as well as from
taxation in any form by or under State,
municipal or local authority.
The measure was introduced by Repre-
sentative Payne in compliance with a
recommendation of the Secretary of the

Treasury. He informed Congressa that
in authorizing the Panama Canal bonds
t of the interest on them in gold

mu authorized, but no provision
w-a made for payment of principal in
such coin. Secretary MacVeagh said
the omission of this provision would
render the bonds liable to be paid in
standard silver dollars. He pointed out
also that the authority for the issue of
certificates of indel ness to meet public
expenditures does not contain the usual
rovision exemptin such certificates
rom taxation, and further that there is
no appropriation available to meet the
expenses of preparing and issuing the
certificates.

The Payne bill makes the change in
law suggested and authorizes the neces-
sary appropriation to defray the cost of
preparing and issuing certificates of in-
debtedness.

The House then took up the agricul-
tural appropriation bill. The principal
fight grew out of an appropriation of
$216,000 to exterminate the boll weevil,
which the Democrats considered in-
sufficient and endeavored to have it
inerpased to $500,000, but in this they were
unsuecessful, the appropriation remain-
ing at the figure fixed by the committee,

RIXNEY'S SUCCESSOR,

President Considers Beyer and Stokes for
surgeon-General.

WasHINGTON, Jan, 31.—President Taft
will select within the next few days a
successor to Surgeon-General Presley M,
Rixey of the navy. Dr. Rixey's commis-
sion as Surgeon-General and chief of the
bureau of medicine and surgery will ex-
pire on February 5 next. He has been Sur-
geon-General since 1901,

Two officers are under oonsideration
a8 his successor. They are Medical In-
spector Henry (1. Beyer, who is now on
special duty in the reau of medicine
and surgery, and Surgeon Charles F.

Tralnmen Held for Homicide Say the
Passenger Was Drunk.
