This opera was originally composed
s 8 French lvrie drama and as such was
prodiicad at the Palais Royal Theatre
m 3537 It was rearranged as a grand
epag: nd presented at Hamburg on
pecember 3. 1544, The story appears
tn havs been taken from Bonnet-

gonrdelar's “Histoire de la Musique et
deses FAets * published in Paris in 1715.

Thi: veracious history told how Stra-
dells eloped with the mistress of a
Venetian nobleman, who hired assassins
10 slav the musician, and how the bravos
were melted by the singing of their in-
tendad victim. The history narrated
that about 1870 the nobleman'’s plan was
finally successful,

In tha opera this story is followed fairly
wall. The heroine is the ward of Bassi,
who intends to marry her, but she is
carried off by Stradella. The plot to kill
lum fails and in the end the guardian
ovee it up and leaves the loving pair
ta live happy ever after.

stradella 1s one of the medissval musi-
c1ans about whom very little is known.
He has heen celebrated as a composer,
a sinzer, a violinist and a harpist. But
in fact his life is buried in obscurity.
Nearly 150 of his compositions are extant
and these include six oratorios and six
dramas. Serious students of wmusical
history know Stradella not as a hero of
romance and a bewitching singer, but as
& composer who displayed a remarkable
sill 1n the treatment of large ohoral
effacts and who at a time when his breth-
ran wara devoting all their thought to
the cultivation of solo writing bent his
fine talent to the construction of oratorios,
utilizing all the materials afterward em-
ployed by Handel.

In Flotow's opera Stradelia is so poor
s composer and so inacourate a his-
torian that he introduces in the last
scena a cavatina by Bellini, who was
pot born till nearly a century and a quarter
after he died.

Howaver, the story of the opera need
oot be taken too gravely. It is extremely
glight in substance and the text is frankly
thin and inartistic. It belongs to that
onre popular olass of librettos in which
the words were mere pegs for tunes to
hang upon. 1If Flotow's shallow and
facile melodies please the passing fancy
of the fickle public the purpose of the
impresario in reviving this unimportant
work will be accomplished.

The music of “Allessandro Stradella”
& of the same school as that of “Marta,”
it seldom displays the same amount
freshness and vivacity. The chief

shject of the score seems to be to provide
the tenor with solos to sing so as to melt
the hearts of bravos, and this it does well.
The eomio villains of the good old fash-
ioned sort that used to be seen in so many
peras serve their purpose as of old. They
proved themselves last night to be worthy
rreservers of the buffa element which
grew =0 firmly into the texture of Italian
opera al a certain period.

As a vehiole for the display of Mr.
Blezak's attractions the opera may serve
fora time. It is not likely to be taken very
seriously. It is simply a light and pleasant
entertainment. Mr. Slezak looked hand-
some and sang excellently. That was
a!l he had to do. Alma Gluck as Leonora
sang charmingly and with a beauty of
tone that is valuable beyond price. She
s very innocent in many ways and has
much to learn; but fortunately she will
‘oot have to learn how to use her voice
pafely

Reiss as Barbarino were very amusing

Jeanne Gerville-Reache has followed

From a
source that is reliable it is learned that
the shortage is about $550,000.

The loss to the depositors, however,
will not be as large as this would seem
to indicate, for the surplus amounts to
about $177,000, and assets of John A.
Hall, the treasurer, amounting to about
$15,000, have been turned over to the bank.
The net shortage therefore wiil be in the
vicinity of $350,000, which would mean
that the depositors may lose about 15 per
cent. of their deposits.

This is based on not getting anything
from the trustees. If trustees can
be held for negligence then about $110,000
of this $350.000 may be recovered. The
trustees are not liable for negligenoce
beyond a period of six years. according
to the statute of limitations.

NEW JERSEY MAYORS ORGANIZE

Adopt Gov. Fort's Suggestion to Make
Their Influence Feit in Legisiation.

TreNTON, N. J., Feb. 4.—The Mayors of
New Jersey, on the initiative of Gov.
Fort, are going to take an ative part
hereafter in connection with legislation
affecting municipalities. The executives
of about seventy muniocipalities of the
State, who had been invited by Gov
Fort, met in conference in the Assembly
Chamber to-day, and after listening to
an address by the Governor decided to
effect a permanent organization and
meet at least annually. For the present
more frequent meetings will be held, and
the next session will be on February 19.

Gov. Fort in his opening address to
the conference discussed the five topics
which he had referred to in his invitations
as worthy of special consideration. He
advocated the passage of a law which
would place a limit upon the bonded
indebtedneas of municipalities and sug-
gested that the limit for counties be 2
per cent. of the ratables, for cities 7 per
cent. and for other municipalities 10
per cent.

A permanent organization was effected,
and Mayor Charles J. Fisk of Plainfield
was made chairman, with Assemblyman
Poole, who is Mayor of Weet Long Branch,
as secretary. After Mayor Fisk took
the chair a number of resolutions were
introduced, chief among which was one
which asked the committes on legisla-
tion to an amendment to the
existing Bishops law relative to the sale
of liquor.

Among the resolutions adopted by the
conference was one affectin e principle
of municipal home rule and another de-
claring that all
Mayors and membera of Commaon Coun
