FEDERAL BILL.

Law Committoe Issnes & Statement Re-
garding Provisions of Measure Intro-
duced In Congress by Mr. Oleott
—Meotor Racing at Brighten Beach.

The officials of the Automobile Club of
America have been trying for several years
to secure the enaotment of a measure by
Congress that would do away with most of
the annoyance that attends an automobile
tour that includes more than one State, and
the law committee of the organization
yesterday imsued the following statement
regarding its Federal automobile bilk:

“The proposed Federal' automobile. bill

qof J. Van Vechten Olcott, introduced in the

House of Representatives as Bill No. 1088,
is approaching consideration by Congress
and merits the attention of every automo-
It reflects the labors of the Auto-
mobile Club of Amerioa in its endeavors
during nearly five yedrs to have Federal
action takem upon the subject.  During
this time it has been under consideration
by various officials at Washington, includ-
ing particularly the bureau. of corpora-
tions of the Department of Commerce and
labor.

“Its provisions extend only as far as
Congress can constitutionally legisiate in
such matters, but to that extent it is -u-
preme and exclusive.

“It applies to automobiles operating in:

“(1) The District of Columbin or any of
the Territories, exclusive of the insular
possessions.

"(2) The postal service; that is, to the
carrying of mail upon any public highway.

“(3) Interstate or foreign ocommerce.
that is, to the regular carrying of passen-
gers, freight or expreas matter for hire,
between the States or between the United
States and other countries,

“Registration with the Secretary of Com-
merce and Labor at an expense of $2.
