It was a lonesome day in the Senate for
the senior Senator from Idaho, who after
a roll call vote, learned that he was the
wily Senator opposed to the bill. Sixty-
nne votes were cast for it, and this included
the votes of all Senators present with the
evception of that of Senator Heyburnm,
who voted in the negative.

Senator Jeff Davis of Arkansas shared
n a way the solitude of the Senator from
Idaho  Senators on both sides of the
chamber agreed that the speech of Senator
Heyburn should be answered with silence
Democrats passed the word around as
snon as the Idaho Senator took the Poor
and they had a difficult time restraining
the fiery Jeff Davis, who finally disre-
garded the advice and appeals of his
colleagues and interrogated the speaker
twice. The incident afforded some en-
tertainment to the galleries, but the dis-
pleasure of the Demoorats of the Senate
was plainly written on their faces. The
only other reference to Senator Hey-
hurn's speech was made by Senator
Bankhead, who at the conclusion of its
deliverance said:

“l am sure the Senator from Idaho
feels much better now and 1 ask for a
vote.”

“The.calendar was under consideration
when the bill that gave Senator Heybwn
#o much offence was reached. He imme-
diately objected to its oonsideration.
Senator Bankhead essked for a roll call
vote and the Senite voted unanimously
to proceed with the consideration of the
hill, Senator Heyburn declining to vote
Then the Senator from Idaho began his
speech, at the conclusion of which the bill
was passed. Senator Heyburn's speech
stirred up a lot of excitemment. He waved
the bloody shirt vigorously and was evi-
dently very much wrought up over the

“It is no doubt the pleasure of the
United States Senate,” said Senator

. Heyburn, “to prooeed to the consideration

of the bill. 1 did not vote to do so and
1 will not worry the Senate very long with
my reusons for voting against it. The
hill before us refers in partioular terms
to the Confederate Veterans ion and
roposes that the Government of the
[ nited States in recognition of that cele-
bration, shall make a loan of Government
property. These men who are to engage
n this Confederate Veteran ocelebration
will wear the rebel uniform and carry
over this property of the Federal Govern-
ment the rebel flag. This mformation
wis given to me to-day by a Senator
interested in the bill. I would be the last
man in this body to wantonly reopen the
wounds of the civil war. - They were
ghastly enough, Ged knows. I carry mo
rancor, and in my heart 1 have enly pity
tor men who make mistakes. But when
men do make mistakes so great and far
reiching as those made by the rebels
m the civil war they should be the last
ta bring them out and them the sub-
ject of investigation.”

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NINE CONSERVATION BILLS.

Pinchet Says Two Are Good. Twoe Heth
. Good and Bad and Three Are Bad.
WasHINGiION, Feb. 7.-The XNational
Conservation Association, of which Gif-
ford Pinchot is president, intends to take
an active interest in politics in order to
obtain the proper legislation for the
conservation of the natural resources
of the country. Mr. Pinchot has issued
a circular letter to the members of the
association outlining the attitude to be

y m thereof residin

assumed by the members of that organi-
ration toward nine bills now pending in
Congress in which the association is inter-
ested. He advises the members of the
association to write to their members
of Congress on the subject. Two of the
bills, he siid, are good, but need slight
amendment. Two are both good and
bad in equal proportion. Three other
bills are bad

The bill on withdrawal of public lands
t5. 5485) as reported by Senator Nelson,
he said. should have the unqualified sup-
port of the members ol the association,
and “l call on you to communicate with
your Representatives and Senators in
a strong effort to get it enacted into law.”

The fundamental principles underly-
ing the coal and oil bills are sound, Mr.
Finchot said, and should be supported
by the members of the association. The
bill for the survey of railroad land grants
shouid be enacted after it has been
amended so a= to take cognizance of the
understanding between certain lands
and the foreet service for the return of
railroad lands within the national forests
to the United States in exchange for the
right to cut in one v an amount of
timber eual to that on the lands returned

Discussing the water power bill Mr.
Pinchot said: “It has conclusive de-
fects, whether seen from the point of
view of counservation or from that of the
water wer companies. It im
on the latter restrictions which are far
more burdensome to them than dm‘
are valuable to the Goverument. Suc!

the possible unforeseen increase of
charge at every ten year period, which
would seriously hamper fthe financing
of such enterprises. The immediate
affect of the passage of this bill weuld
doubtless be to stop the development
of water power on Government land.
The restrictions on rates charged to the
public would be easy to evade. The
provisions against monopoly are less
effective than those now in force under
the Secretary of Agriculture.

MINIMUM FOR GERMANY.

President Taft Issues Tarllf Prociamation
~Ceolonics Neot Yet Included.

WasHiNgTONX, Feb. 7. President Taft
signed to-day a proclamation granting
the minimum rates of the tariff law to
German importations after March 31 next,
when the maximum and minimum fea-
tures of the American tariff act will become
operative.

The proclamation did not include the
German colonies because of the fact that
the Tariff Board has not completed its
investigation into the trade relations
between the German colonies and the
mother country. Itis expected, however,
that this investigation will be completed
before March 31.

WasaixaTron, Feb. 7.—Unwholesome
beef, ready to fall te pieces, was served
at the White House when President
Roosevelt lived there, according to test i-
mony given to-day by Food Inspeoctor
Dodge of Health Officer Woodward's
staff, before the Moore special committee,
which is trying to find out why food costs
&0 much in Washington.

But worse than this, some of the rioh
people of the national capital eat beef
that is black, unwholesome and well on
the road to decomposition. They do it
by choice too, Mr. Dodge said. He told
of a vis't to a fashionable market on Con-
neotiout avenue, where he found p chunk
of beef that he considered unfit for human
food. He was about to pour kerosene
on it and condemn it, when one of the
maret men resoued the meat and pro-
veedéd to cut a roast off it for a cus-
tomer. When the food inspeotor regis-
tered his views concerning the beef the
market man told him, he testified to-day.
that beef in such condition was the only
sort some of his customers would eat.
They demanded it and he had to acoommo-
date them.

WasHINGION, Feb. 7.- The BSenate'

passed over until to-morrow further con- |
sideration of the postal savings bank bill |
after the unfinished bLusiness was reached, |
when Senator Rayner of Maryland con-
cluded his argument in opposition to the
measure. Senator Rayner said:

“I have not been able to find any
counstitutional ground whatever for the
measure. No ome who has read the
Constitution of the United States will
oontend for a moment that it comes
under any of the express powers of the
instrument, and the utmost that will be
claimed for it, [ suppose, is that under the
eighteenth clause of section 8 of Article 1.
is the necessary and proper law to carry
into execution the delegated powers. 1
have searched in vain for lany decision
sustaining this contention. It is not a
law necessary and proper to carry into
execution clause 2 of section 8 of Article .
which gives Congress the power to borrow
money on the credit of the United States,
because this enactment does not purport
to be for any such purpose. This Gov-
ernment could not borrow money simply
to loan it out again. This would invest
it with the power of acting as a loan asso-
ciation, or a pawnbroker, and | recall no
delegated power that confers upon the
Government either capacity.”

Senator Butherlagd of Utah wanted to
know why the P Office Department,
since it is now engaged in issuing money
orders, could not expand its operations
and go into the savings bank business.

Senator Rayner said there was no more
connection between the savings bank
business and the functions of government
delegated to the Post Office partment
than there is between the War and Post
Office departments.

Senator Bacon of Georgia said that there
is as much reason for the Post Office De-
nnstmont entering in the business of life
and fire insurance as there is for it under-
taking & postal savings bank business.

Senator Carter of Montana called atten-
tion to Senator Rayner's argument that
there is no constitutional authority for a
postal savin bank law. He declared
that many of the governmental functions
have been diwhlr‘_ed without constitu-
tional authority. he Capitol building,
he said, was built without comt:tutiompl
authority, and cited the fact that there is
no authority in the Constitution for plac-
ing fish in streams, the survey of solls
and the forest bureau. The Govern-
ment, he pointed out, is authorized to do
those things that are not prohibited.

Magoon-declined on his
doctor’s advice that he ought to remain
in the United States for two years after
his lonf’rtro cal service.

Nees Inspecter Fleoed but Won't Repeat
What Was Sald —Baker Says Flood's »
Geood Man—-Threatens (o Cut O News
Because Some Papers Are Unfalr.

Mayor Gaynor sent for Inspector Flood
yesterday and had nearly an hour's talk
with him. The supposition in the City
Hall was that he wished to question the
inspector about the transfer of Mounted
Patrolmen Cunningham and Keenan from
The Bronx to sidewalk duty in the lower
part of the city, miles away from their
homes.

Inspector Flood told the reporters that
any information would have come from
the Mayor, and Mr. Gaynor would say
only that he had talked with Flood on
matters concerning the proposed reor-
ganization of the Police Department.
He said he had sent for Flood just as he
had sent for Inspectors McCafferty, Mc-
Clusky and Schmittberger to sound them
as to their ideas on making the depart-
ment more efficient,

Asked if the transferring of the two
policemen had been brought up, the
Mayor said that he did not care to go into
details. He said he would give out no
partioulars of conversations with police
officials until the time came to make
known the reorganization plans.

The Mayor is anxious to have the de-
partment fixed up without delay, and if he
is not bothered too much with visitors
he expects to complete the plans within
a couple of weeks. He requested the pub-
lication of this statement:

WADE

Selected by President Taft te Lead the
Hepublican Campalgn in Ohio.

WasaiNaTON, Feb. 7.—President Taft
took his first big step into the Ohio poli-
tical game late this afternoon when he
caused public announcement to be made
that Wade H. Ellis, assistant to the Attor-
ney-General, would resign shortly to be-
come chairman of the Ohio Republican
State executive committee. The an-
nouncement was made following a con-
ference betwegn the President and Senator
Burton, and one later in the day between
Mr. Ellis, Senator Dick and Walter F.
Brown, chairman of the Ohio Republican
State central committee. The resigna-
tion of Mr. Ellis is contingent, of course,
on his election to the chairmanship at a
meeting of the State central committee,
which meets at Dayton on Saturday. No
doubt was expressed by Ohioans here
to-night as to the selection of Mr. Ellis to
this position.

Mr. Ellis’s election to lead the campaign
in Ohio, it was said, means that the Admin-
istratisn will have a direct representative
in the fleld, and further that President
Taft has taken cognizance of a situation
which many friends have told him is alarm-
ing. The resignation of Mr Ellis was
planned some days ago at a meeting
between the President, Arthur 1. Vorys,
Republican national committeeman from
Ohio, Henry A. Williams, former chairman
of the executive committee, Mr. Ellis
and Attorney-General Wickersham. Sinoe
that conference the President has been
in consultation with Mr. Wickersham
and Mr. Ellis about the resignation. [t
was the sense of the President’'s advisers
that harmony oould best be produced
and more offective campai waged by
the selection of Mr. Ellis. ‘.{.Ithough the
President told callers that he was re-
luctant to part with Mr. Ellis as an official
of the De ment of Justice, he con-
sented Ly to do so.

‘The President's statement concerning
the resignation was followed closely by
others from Senators Burton and Dick and
one from Mr. Ellis himself. In the last
document the retiring official says that
he expects to retire about March 1. He
avers specifically also that he will not be
a candidate for any office whatever and
that he will favor no particular candidate |
for any office. Mr. Ellis had been men-
tioned recently as a possible candidate
for the Governorship to run against Jud-
son Harmon, the Democrat who has
caused much of the ureasiness among
Ohio politicians. According to all the
statements Mr. Ellis was agreeable to
all factions. Senator Dick, who probably
had as much at stake as any man in the
g:mo and was not regarded as being par-

ularly strong with the Administration,
was plainly pleased with the President’s
action. He said that he had “got what he
wanted.”

In token of his regard for Mr. Ellis
and to show the h.rmonr now existing
in Ohio the President, it was said to-
night, will give a dinner in Mr. Ellis's
honor on the 15th. The Ohio delegation
in Congress and other leaderas will be
present.

Mr. Ellis will not sever his connection
with the Government entirely when he
takes up his political duties, l;e will con-
tinue the conduct of several cases before
