DOINGS IN THE FAR EAST.

21 Mere Warships for Japan—\ engeance
of Islanders—Pirate Ralds.

Vicroria, B. C., Feb. 8 —Japanese
newspapers received in the mails say that
twenty-one warships are to be huilt for
the Japanese navy by 1917 under the new
irogramme. Eleven, including four
Dreadnoughts, are practically complete,
as well as five cruisers and two despatch
boats; the othérs are about to be laid
down.

ON ENGLISH LINES PROPOSED
TO UNION MEN HERE.

Morris Brown Suggested It and the So-
claiist Members of the C. F. U. Show
Sarprising Wiilingness to Join in the
Plap—Not Against Gompers Now.

The decision of the Central Federated
Union on Fridey night to ask President
Gompers of the American Federation of
Labor to issue a call for a national con-
vention of representatives of the unions
to organize a labor party, on the motion
of Morris Brown, & prominent Socialist,
caused surprise at some of the labor
headquarters yesterday. Hitherto the
Sooialist party leaders have held that
their party was the real labor party.

During one of the visits of Keir Hardie,
the English labor member of Parliment,
to this city something more than a year
ago, a complimentary dinner was given
to himn at Little Hungary, in East
Houston street, which was attended by a
number of representatives of labor unions,
Socialistio and otherwise. Mr. Hardie
in the course of a speech on that occasion
advised the trade unlonists and the Social-
ists to get together on candidates for elec-
tion, the Socialists 1o support and vote
for the trade unionists' candidates and

movement to this end was started but
the Socialists balked at it and the move-
ment fell through.

The non-Socialist officers of the labor
unions were chary of discussing the matter
yesterday. Such a movement would be
a departure and would indicate that
the Socialista were adopting new tactios,
Signs of this were first shown when the
organs of the Socialists, which had been
attacking President . Gompers of the
American Federation of Labor frequently,
begen to g of him as a martyr when
he and his ool were udged
guilty of contempt by the courts in the
bo:oom.in case.
