LoNpox, Feb. 24.—Replying to a ques-
tion by Lord Curzon in the House of Lords
to-day, Viscount Morley, Secratary of
State for India and Liberal leader in the
Housp of Lords, said the incident of the
flight of the Dalai Lama from Tibet was
& most interesting ocourrence. The Lama
left Pekin on November 21, 1008, and it |
was reported that he arrived at Lhasa
on Chtistmas Day in the same yeéar, but
there was no definite information as to
his movements between those dates !

It wes rumored, said Lord Morley,
that there was friction between the
Tibetan Government and the Chinese
Govercment, but no information had
reached Caloutta as to how the crisis had
been precipitated. On January 3, 1910,
the British trade agent had been told
that the Dalei Lama was at Chiamde,
sbout 800 miles from Lhesa, end that
the Tibetan troops ware being massed
abotit half a day's march therefrom.
Nothing further was heard, said Lord
Morley, until February 17, when the
Britisit agent telagraphad that forty
Chinese mounted infantry had arrived at
Lhasa and that the rest of the Chinese
troops were close to the ecity.

The lama, who had fled on the same
night toward India, arvived at Phari-Jong
with three of his Ministers and 100 men
after a fight with the Chinese at Chaksan.
