it Creates a Court o' Commerce and
Amends the Interstate Comneree
Law—Clapp and Cumtimins Pablish «

WasuingTon, Feb. 26.—The Adminis-
tration bill for the creation of a court of
commerce and amending the interstate
esommerce law was acted upon favorably
to-day by the Senate Committee on Inter-
state Commerce, was later reported to
the Senate and now has a position on the
calendar. There is practically no change
in the measure as amended by Attorney-
Genoeral Wickersham.

On the guestion of reporting the bill
out of the committee the vote was six
to four, with two Republicans, Senators
Clapp of Minnesota and Cummins of
Towa, voting with the two Democrats
present, Senators Hughes of Colorado
and Newlands of Nevada. The supporters
of the Administration bill who will sub-
scribe to the majority report in favor
of the measure were Senators Elkins of
West Virginia, Cullom of Illinois, Aldrich
of Rhode Island, Kean of New Jersey,
Crane of Massachusetty and Nixon of
Nevada. There were three absentees,
Senators Tillman of "South Ouollnn.
Foster of Louisiana and Taylor of Ten-
nessee. Senator Tillman is ill, but had
Senators Foster and Taylor been present
the vote would have been a tie, making
it impossible to report the bill from
committee. It is said by friends of Sena-
tors Taylor and Foster that they did not
expect a vote to-day and that the Re-
publicans toek the minority by surprise
in forcing a vote in committee.

The minority Senators present made
no protest against reporting the bill to-
day and contented themsolves with,the
adoption of a motion that any member
might have the right to present a dissent-
ing report. Senator Elkins will not file
the majority report in favor of the bill
until the latter of next week. The
