struck in Weilburg.

The latent details of the disaster illus-
trate the tremendous effect of high winds
on aerial monsters. The Zeppelin's bow
was anchored to wagons loaded with bags
of sand and buried in the ground so that
it was believed that no wind conld harm
the shap

When the gale struck the Zeppelin,
however. the cabibs snapped like pack
threads and the stern was wrenched from
the hold of the soldiers as if they were a
mere handful of children They were
huried aside or dropped, and as the ma-
chine suddenly soared several were
severely hurt There was no one on
board the machine at the time, a for-
tunate circuimstance. as the ship is almost
“ Ww wreck

The Zeppelin 11, is & sister ship to the
dirigible destroyed Ly lightning at Echter-
dingen in August, 1908 ‘

The disaster has reawakened oriticisms
of this type of flying machine, and the
opinion is widely held that its fate has
been definitely sealed. It is said that the
Government was virtually compelled by
popular clamor to buy two of these air-
ships against the opinion of military
asronauts, who were convinced through-
out that the Gross-Parseval type was
superior owing to the less cost of manu -
facture and the greater ease with which
it conid be packed and transported.
