Herr ligenstein frankly cen-
sures and ridicules the speeches and desds
of the Kaiser in every fleld of thought and
action.

Referring to the speech in which the
Kaiser said, 1 will not tolerate grumblors”
and advised grumblers to emigrate, Herr
ligenstein says: “He will not tolerate
grumblers, but he tolerated Eulenburg,
Lynoz and Hohenau. He tolerates things
which no Prussian king ever before tol-
erated, but we Prussians are to be only
tolerated in the country ﬂmﬁnmﬂobﬁ
shedding our blood.
