MNMETROPOLITAN'S MOST NOTA-
BLE ACQUISITION BY PURCHASE,

“The Welf and Fex Hunt."' Painted \beut

paintings by old masters, landscapes,
marines and figure pieces of the modern
American school, and sculptures, was
announoed yesterday by acting Direotor
Fdward Robinson.

It was later
taken by the Frenoh from the Count's
descendants at the time of the Napoleonio
wars and trapsferred to the Louvre,
where it was exhibited in 1514. [t was
restored 1o ite former owners in 1N3
and subsequently returmed to Paris for
sale, the price asked Leing 50,000 france.
It was bought in 184 for 50,000 francs
and afterward was aoquired by Alexander
Baring. first Baron Ashburton The
picture was recently purchased from the
Ashburton ocollection by Sulley & Co.,
London. who in turn sold it to the museum.
