The 1911 models of the leading American automobile makers
can be seen at the Madison Square Garden Show.

It is notable that with one exception, the cars shown are prac-
tically the same as were exhibited by some makers last year and by
some even two years ago.

There has been little advancement or improvement.

In a month, and before a
single car was shown, the year's product was contracted for.

Then details of the HUDSON “33" were made public, and prices on cars of
other makers of old models were cut.

That is well remembered automobile history.

The HUDSON “33" marked another advancement, just as each of Mr.
Coffin's four previous cars established for their time a new type of motor car
designing. It is generally admitted that cars for 1912 and 1913 will have many
of the features that are this year found only on the HUDSON “33.”
