STRIKE TIES UP PORTUGAL

LtsnoN, Jan. 11. Railway traffic, in
Portugal has been completely stopped
by n general strike of railway men. Includ-
ing the employees of tho State lines.
Almost concurrently a largo proportion
of the workers In tho stores and ware-
houses hero struck. In the early part
of the day there were no disturbance
or damage anywhere. The railway men's
committee telegraphed to every centre
forbidding the destruction of property

Troops were sent to various place
to keep order. Cavalry patrolled tho
streets of Lisbon, but everything re-
mained peaceful for a considerable time,

Itor, however, there worn disturb
nnccs In some parts of the city the strik-
ers clashing with opponents, who thought
the movement was animated by hostility
to tho Government. The, gendarme
Beparntod the demonstrators and arrested
severnl of them.

The business strike is not particularly
serious, although many stores nnd cnf
wero closed nil day This strike
aroso from the failure of the Govern
ment to impose restriction on the work
ing hours, which nre certainly unreason-
ably long Tho workers asked the Oovv
enimont to decreo the working hours to bn
from S A. M. to 8 P. M., and to establish
a twenty-fou- r hour day of rest weekly.
The l itter was conceded, but the former
demand has not yet been satisfied. It
seems likely, however, thnt n settlement
will bo mndoihortly.

The railway strike is more serious.
The employees have already secured some
lotterm'iit of their wages nnd hours, but
thev want more. They declare thv will.
hold up traffic until their demands nro
granted. Dr. d'Almeida, Minister of the
Interior, has lxen tryitiR vainly to nego-
tiate n settlement for two dnvs The
committee telegrnphel orders for the
strike last night

All th" stations were thereupon peace-
ably seized by thostrikers and t rains wer.
not allowed to leave, but thoe then
running were allowed to reach their des-

tinations
The railway men have issued a mani

festo proclaiming their solidarity, but
asking other industries not to strike unl.-s-s

they nre asked to. The men nre evidently
pretty confident that their demand will
lie granted. A few mails are carrie.d in
automobiles.

To-nig- the indications nre thnt th"
rnilwny men will resume work
Minister d'Almeida, disappointed in his
efforts to appease the striking shophands,
resigned He afterward attended n meet-
ing of the shophands, who heartily cheered
him and asked him to withdraw his resig-
nation. Then the strikers marched to the
Government Joffices and asked provisional
President Braga not to accept the resig-
nation Senhor Braga intimated that ho
valued Senhor d'Almeida's services too
much to allow him to resign.
