of the Stock Kxchango session, when
gains of between one and two points,
and closer to the higher figure than the
lower, were miscellaneously distributed.
It is K)ssiblo that speculative enthusi
asm may havo been engendered by ex-

tremely favorable forecasts regarding
bank report, which estimated

a gain In cah by tho Clearing House in-

stitutions of between ito.tioo.OOO and $21.- -

000,000. In banking clrcles.too, it seemed
tobothoexpectationthat loans during tho
week had been reduced, so that tho pros-
pect was for n sensationally large Increase
In tho surplus reserve in both tho actual
and average forms of tho end of the week
bank statement. Another matter that
attracted genoral comment was the analy-

sis of the holdings of securities by the
leading national banks shown in the re-

turns to the Comptroller of tho Currency
taken ns of date of January 7 compared
with the samo holdings shown in the
return n of November 10, 1910. Some of
t he bank s did not appear to havo increased
their ownership of securities very much,
but tho holdings of tho First National
Punk Increased over 110,000,000 and thoso
of the National City Bank 13,000.000.

Again, too, y the prospect became
even more definite than heretofore of a
large oversubscription to the new city
bond ihsue on January 24, coupled with
further evidences of genoral investment
purchases by banking Institutions. A

large increase in the current deposit of
the tavings bankB led naturally to the in-

ference that these banks would figure as
buyers In the investment market in a much
more considerable way than for somo
years back: and as regards the new city
loan the Impression became strong in
banking quarters that bids for the bonds
would be entered for the account of for-

eigners alone for the major portion of tho
issue. The growing plethora of money
was such y that the bulk ot tho call
loans was negotiated at 2$ per cent., with
an obvious downward tendency in time
money rates. Foreign houses bought
stocks here as they have done
through tho week, on a scale which if it
was not great abeolutely yet was great in
comparison with recent smaller acquisi-
tions.

Cotton spinners have laid in the bulk of
the stocks they will require for months to
come and the cotton trade itself is in such
u condition as to stimulate no more buying
of cotton by manufacturers thap is abso-
lutely necessary. It is still tho judgment
of the best informed people in the business
and financial world that cotton prices are
too high in view of all these factors and
that tiie cITort to maintain them at their
present level will sooner or later prove a
failure. On the produce exchanges to-
day there were also signs that the grain
m arke t was becoming tired. The ad-
vance in wheat lately has been conceded
to be solely duo to the operations of a
speculative pool formed in the commodity
and has been carried to lengths that seem,
considering all the known circumstances,
about as great as can be legitimately ex-
