Alius Y, Jan H. The Court of Claims

has decided that a municipality cannot
collect from the Stalo or New York for
the cost of quarantining contagious dis-eas-

even when the quarantine is ordered
by the State Board of Health and has
dismissed a claim brought by the city
of Geneva for $3,aj The opinion or
Judge Murray says that under the publie
health law It is the legal duty of a local
municipal board of health to report anv
case of smallpox to the State Board of
Health, und it is also the duty of tho
municipality to guard against and pre-
vent tho introduction of any contagious
disease nnd to maintain n quarantine
the expense or which must lie met by
the municipality

In the case in question a travelling
opera company carrying twenty-si- x per
sons tra. oiled from Ithaca to Geneva
in two special cars. While the company
was at Ithaca one of tho members was
found to ha e smallox nnd was taken
to a hospital This information was sent
to Geneva and when the trouo tried to
parade through the streetH with a band
the police drove them' back to their cars
and stationed guards about tho cars.

The State Board of Health ordered the
singers all quarantined and a physician
went them and round other members or
the troupe suffering from smallpox.
A plan was adopted to quarantine tho
troupe in an unused steamer on Lake Sen-
eca, which was converted into a hospital
ship, and all tho members were caret! for
until they recovered. The Quarantine was
effectual and no other cases developed

Tho Court of Claims admits that tho
case was somewhat unusual in that the
troupo wustravelling about the State and
would have scattered germs broadcast
had it not been quarantined at Geneva
l'ho Court says, however, that there is
no provision in the statutes relating to
reimbursement by the State of individ-
uals or municipalities for expenses in-

curred in such a quarantine. The Court
says that the city of Geneva did ouly
what was Its bouuden dutv as much for
its own preservation us for the State's
