Much of the Work Hone nn Hand Loomt

In Cottages.
From thr t.mi'lnn tiaitv Mail

In the ancient borough of Sudbury In
Suffolk the few remaining hsnd loom scfl- - ft
ers are hard at work nuking the vrlti-t- , for
the coronation relies

Among the number are the Misses f'o.ikf.i,
members of a family of weavcts who In
days past were makers of hunting for the
royal navy. In their cottage, which w4
once visited by the Oueen. are two haul
looms on which are two lengths of beautiful
velvet, one rich critnon In tolor and th
other dark brown.

The weavers are sealed when at thrlr
looms, their fret working ped-il- s resem- - .
tiling those of an organ. There aro two
sets of threads, the visible one forming the
back of the material anil the other the
pile, each of these being drllrately threaded
hrougli vertlrat threads known as the liar-ni- '.

'I lie weaver pusses the shuttle back-
ward and forward, and curb warp and
weft is pressed home by a swinging wooden t ;
Irame. A cutler which runs across the
loom on a wire cuts the thrcuds lo make
the pile.

The process of manufacture Is slow and
tedious. 'Ihe lime is occupied not so much
m the weaving as In the t ecn
font or so niuile the weaver uses n curious
knife like 11 anil shaves thfl
surface of the Velvet to clean It
