The teachers at the Lawyers Kinder-
garten nro two American girls.

Somo of them como here in less than two
vreeks after thoir families have landed
at Ellis Island.

Hut
one of tho chirr things is to teach them to
bo well mannered and polite.

"Ono day thoro cumo to us through the
open door, unannounced, Torribblo nnd
Angela Scoofllana, a littlo brother ami
sister, dressed. In Uieir native costume.
The littlo boy was 5 nnd the girl 3,
but she wore a quoer flannel scarf pinned
in a point, over nor inreticnd and hanging

nc'iiiiiii, emnroiaerect in br cht
pinna nnci tunes. All we could make out
from them nt first was 'Messina.' 'Italia'
nnd 'Americano.' They wero Sicilians,
and likely Messina earthquake refugees.

"The patter of the raindrops on ths

roof, as the poet puts it," said Mr.
"has one sound on a shingle

roof, another on a tin roof and quite
another still on a roof of corrugated iron;
and there's as much variety In the hound
of raindrbps falling on umbrellas.

"You raiso a cotton umbrella, for in-

stance, and the rain falling on It has nn
resonance. On a cotton umbrella, the
fabrio thick' and soft and comparatively
loosely woven, the raindrops fall wh
a soft, almost noiseless sort of dull thud;
the rain and the sound are ohsorbed in

the 'spongier fabric. No liveliness in the
patter of raindrops on a cotton

"But now you take what they call a
union umbrella, made of a cloth part
cotton and part silk, or part linen snd
part silk. Here we do get. a patter of rain-
drops; the fabrio is closely woven enough
and tightly enough stretched to give some
resonance, It Is a distinct patter that
we get when the raindrops strike a union
umbrella: but on umbrellas we get the
full effect of pattering raindrops on silk
umbrellas only,

"Tho silk umbrella is made of a fine
fabrio, closely and uniformly woven
and as tightly stretched between its ribs
as a drumhead. It is on tho silk um-
brella only that wo get the full effect of
pattering raindrops, shnrn, ringing and
resonant. If, romanticnlly inclined, we
hax-- o no place whero we can go to listen
to tho patter of tho raindrops on th
roof, wo can get somewhere near to that
effect by walking abroad in tho rain
carrying a silk umbrella "

for a landscapo picture?
"You know it Isn't easy to find small

frames designed for landscapes, frames
that nre longer than they are tall, but
this frame can be used either way 'Iho
support on the back, the foot that you
spread out to make the frame stand up.
Is mounted on a disk in the back of th
frame, a disk tliat can be turned so that
this frame can be as readily used one
way aa the other, either upright or with
it greatest length horizontal. "
