Sir Francis (iallon was a famous
explorer whose studies in anthro-

pology led him into the Held of psychology.
He was born at llirmingham, Lngland,
Kebrliary It). ls'.'2. the third son of S. T.
(i.ilton and Violetta Darwin, the eldest
daughter of Dr. Kr.ismus Darwin He
wa- - educated at King Ldvvard's School,
llirmingham. the Medic.il School of
King's College. Loudon, and at Tiinity
College. Cambridge, where he was grad-
uated in 1SH.

'I wo years after hi- - graduation he
set out for the I'pper Nile, which at that
time was almost unexplored He went
far beyond th temples and upper catar-

act-, penetrating to Hie Sudan. 'I he
interest which this journey awakened
in F.uglanil and the enthusiasm whkh it

quickened in the young explorer Induced
him to undertake exploration in South
Africa. In company with J C Anderson
he landed an expedition nt Walllsch Hay

in Augii-- t, i, nod was engaged in
exploring Daliinr.'iland. now (lerniau
Southwest Africa, until January, 152.
This expedition was fertile in dis-

coveries. He came upon the Ovampo
race, a partly civilized agricultural people,
and reported for the Ih-s- t time upon the
