opposite the Post Office Is to be the tallest
in tits world. Originally tho building
was to be forty-liv- e stories high, Iiik
since Mr. Woolworth succeeded iu buying
the Varick Miillding nt the northwest,
comer of Itrondway and Barclay street,
which gave him control of tho block up
to Park phe?, It Is said that he has de-

cided to increase the height of the building
to llfly-elg- stories. To questions about
the project Mr. Woloworth said that if he
inipioved his Broadway property it would
be with a building that would be the
tallest in the world, It Is said that It

was witli this objeci In viw that he ac-

quired the Barclay street end of the
block. Mr. Woolworth now owns 151

feet on Broadway. 102 feel on Barclay
street and 107 feet, on Park place. On the
Park placo property the loiindation for
the building as originally planned is
under construction.

Head of the Company Seeks to Hold I p
the Sale for I'ees as ArclUteet.

Henry Ives Cobb, president of the 42

Broadway Company, which sold the
office building at that address to the New
York Heal Estate Hocurity Company on
December 19 last, filed suit In the Su-

preme Court yesterday against the ma-
jority stockholders nnd others to set nsldo
tho sate.

Tho individual defendants named are
Sadie Crane White, lloger S. Baldwin
of tho law firm of Baldwin A Hutchlns
nnd William P. Jeffery, Mrs, White
owns two-third- s of the stock of the Broad-
way company and Messrs. Baldwin nnd
Jeffery represented her majority inter-
est on the board of directors. Mrs. White
is tho widow of rtnymond 8. White, who
financed the building, nnd who died in
1903.

Mr. Cobb says that as tho architect
of the building lie has a claim against the
company for 1125,000 for services, Ho
has been unable to collect, ho said,

the directors held that he could
not be paid until loans made by Mr. White
nre all paid off. Ho alleges that in tho
Interest of Mrs, White the terms of sale
to tho New York Heal Estate Security
Company were drnwn so that Mrs. White
is to receive a total of 11,783,000, although
her entire claims against the 42 Broad-
way Company amount to only ILlRt.ouo.

The plaintiff alleges that practically
all the 42 Broadway Company received
from the New iork Ileal Estate Security
Company for the property was the S3.000,-oo- o

llrst mortgage, to which the sale was
subject; a Jl.OOO.OOO second mortgage,
nnd 1300,000 in cah. The purchaser was
to pay a total or (350.000 In cash, but the
plaintiff says that fSO.ooo of this goes to
W, E. U. Gaillard as commission. Tho
vendor got a block of the vendee's stock,
put .Mr, coot) aeciures tnat tnis stock is
of no value.

Mr. Cobb says that the New York Real
Estate Security Company has been giving
publicity to statements that the property
is worth S7.500.0O0 and intends to issue
bonds to a largo amount. If such bond
are Issued he says they will tin a lien on
the property, and for that reason he will
seek to enjoin the selling of bonds pend-
ing the determination of his suit. He
wants the property reconveyed to tho
42 Broadway Compnny upon the return
to the purchaser of ail the consideration
of tho sale above the 13,000,000 mortgage,

The building at 42 Broadway is twenty-on- e

stories on Broadway and twenty
on New street. It is one of the largest
single office buildings in the world and
contains about 500,000 square feet of floor
space. The New York Real Estate Se-
curity Company, which was organized
to buy the property. Is capitalized
at S3,S50.000. Thomas B. Heddon is
president, nnd Charles M Pratt of the
Standard Oil Company
Among those interested In the company
are Col. Samuel P Colt, Joseph B. Relch-man- n,
