(Jaynor Appointee to t.OOO Job Has
He Itoesn't Know How It Happened

Discovery Added Interest to Fight
Over CommUtlonershlp of F.leotlon.

The discovery that J. Grattan Mac-Maho- n,

who was recently appointed
by Mayor Oaynor a Democratic Elec-
tion Commissioner in Brooklyn in place
of James Kane, whose indorsement
by tho Democratic organization was
ignored by the Mayor, is enrolled in the
Ninth Election district of the Sixteenth
Assembly district aa a Republican caused
considerable stir yesterday in political
circles over there.

The discovery has added fresh interest
to the legal fight which Kane haa started
to upset the appointment of MacMahon
on the ground that it required the indorse-
ment of his party organization to make
it valid. This controversy was threshed
out before Justice Maroon In the Supreme
Court on Friday and decision re-
served. The matter, it is understood,
will be carried to the Court of Appeals
whichever way Justice Marean decides.

The enrolment of MacMahon as a
Republican does not figure in the court
proceedings, hut so long as It stands
unerased from the records of the Board
of Elections he cannot, it is contended,
hold on to 15,000 job as Election Com-
missioner, for section 193 of the election
laws provides that the two commission ers
from Brooklyn cannot belong to the same
nolitlcal part v.

In both political camps there was great
surprise that MacMahon had enrolled
himself as a Republican, and friends
expressed confidence that ho would be
ablo to show that some mistake had been
made and that he had no intention to
change his political faith. Ho has been
active ror the last twenty years in Demo
cratio politics and in each successive cam.
paign has been in evidence as a spell-
binder. Tho enrolment slip, however,
which he handed in the day he registered
has a cross in the circle under the Repub-
lican emblem, and it is seriously ques-
tioned by some prominent lawyers who
have looked into the matter whether he
will ablo to have it shifted under the
Democratic emDiera.

MacMahon himself expressed much
surprise over the discovery, but is
apparently quite certain what he did
with the enrolment blank when regis-
tering,

"1 certainly did not propose to enroll
as it Republican," he said, "Everybody
knows that I believe in the nrincinlea
of tho Democratic party and that makes
mo a isimoorai, ii more is an orror It
can he corrected. My own recollection
is iiKit i icu tne sup uiaiiK.
