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Loomis is chairman of the Committee on
Printed and Engrossed Bills and is a prom-
inent member of the Committee on Canals,
Assemblyman Chanler is chairman of the
Committee on Codes, Arsemblyman Shortt
I8 chairiman of the Committee on General
Laws. Mr. Hoyt has no chairmanship.

After three weeks balloting Mr. Sheehan
has lost but four votes, those of Messrs,
Loomis, Chanler, Hoyt and Shortt. The
remaining 87 voters have voted day after
day for Sheehan, and day by day their
loyalty to Sheehan has become more
emphatic. They have hecome aroused
to a certain extent hecauee of the oppogi-
tion of the insurgents or obstructionists
to the overwhelming will of the majority.
Theopposition of t wenty-seven Demooratic
insurgent votes day by day has remained
antagonistic to Mr. Sheehan. The insur-
gents give all sorts of explanations for
their attitude. Some whisper under their
breath that they age opposed to Sheshan
because he {s & Roman Catholic. When
this statement is met by the fact that
President Taft appointed Fdward Douglass
White, a Roman Catholle, Chief Justice
of the Supreme Court of the Unitad States,
they do not answer. There has been a
ton of A. P. A, literature circulated here
against Sheehan. Other insurgents tell
you that they are opposed to Sheehan
because he has been a corporation lawyer
connected with Wall Street interests,
while others declare that Mr. Sheehan
hize heen altogether too actlve in practical
organization politica.

Not one of thess insurgents, even hy a
whisper, has questioned Mr. Sheehan's
integrity or his possession of the mental
attainments necessary for the high post
of a United States Benagor. Other in-
surgents tell you that they did not enter
the joint caucus because they would not
be coerced, but when you ask them if they
were coerced inte voting for Senator
Wagner for President pro tem. and for
Assemblyman Frishie for Speaker their
only reply is a smile. Other insurgents
tell you that they will not be dominated
by a one man power, meaning Charles F.
Murphy. When they are reminded that
Edward M. Shepard, the chief candidate
of the minority, was Richard Croker's
candidate for Mayor of New York eity in
1801 they do not answer. When they are
reminded that not one of them, not a
single Senator or Assemblyman in the in-
surgent camp, was nominated for his
present place except by caucus or con-
ventjon usage, that in all cases the ma-
jority ruled to their own henefit, they
grin. When they are informed that with
the whole history of the Democratio and
Republican parties no United States
Senator, President, Governor, State of-
ficer, Mavor or any other elective officer
of the State has been nominated except
by the methods used here to nominate
Mr. Sheehan they give no heed to thein-
formation. When it is called to their
attention that Governor Dix and all af the

present State officers were nominated by |

the majority at Rochester, and that dele-
gates who favored other candidates bowed
to the will of the majority, thereis still no
eatisfactory response. Allthis has created
here somewhat of a mystery. What isthe
real reason for the attitude of thiscabal?
What master mind is behind the insurgent
band? A Hudson River presa burean has
announced publicly that a month hefore
the joint cancus was held for the ejection
of a United States Senator the will of
the majority as expreseed in the caucus
would be opposed.

Governor Dix closed his statement on
the afternoon of January 16 by eaving:
“] want every membher of the Legislature
to vote according to his conscience and
express the wishes of his constituents,
This he must do untrammelled by coercion
from any quarter.”

Governor Dix from the hour of his elec-
tion in November last had taken an in-
telligible stand regarding the Senator-
ehip. He refused to express a preference
for any of the candidates, on the ground
thatsuch a course would be an unwarrant-
able and unconstitutional interference
with the Legislature, and added that in
recent vears there had been altogether too
much E!EQ‘UU\'P interference

Thomas Mott Osborne and his frienis
were greatly elated when Governor Dix
issued his statement at 2 o'clock on the
afternoon of January 18. That statement
was the inspiration of the declarations
issued laterthe same dav by the insurgents.
Governor Dix's statement has been the
hourly, daily and nightly argument nsed
by Mr. Osborne and his frienda for their
continued opposition to Mr., Shechan.
The vast majority of the Democrats on
the ground in all this trouble, including
some of the Governor's warmest friends
and admirers, have declared over and
over again that the Governor departed
from his impartial attitude when he issued
hisstatement, forthe reasonthat nomatter
how aflirmative or negative it might have
heen it was neverthaless a departure
from his previous stand and gave M.
Osborne and his insurgent friends the
very opportunity which they had been
seeking, the opportunity to oppose the
will of tha Democratic majority. Fur-
thermore, Governor Dix's friends in the
Demoeratic organization and many out
of it have declarad
immediately aftar the joint caucus with
its overwhelming majority for Sheehan,
ghonld have j(ssued a public statement,
in which he could very properly have
taken the ground that he had kept his
hands off the election of a United States
Senator, but that now that the majoriiy
had expressed its will the minority had
no other course, according to Demo-
eratic and Republican usage for a century,
but to accept the will of the majoriry,
and that any otlker course on the part of
the minority would be subversive of the
true principles of Democracy and disas-
trous to the cause of representative
government as expressed by Thomas
Jefferson: “Let us then with courage and
confidence pursue our own federal and
republican principles, our attachment to
united and representative government,
and the absolute acquiesence in the de-
cisions of the majority,the vital principle
of republics.™

It has heen the daily comment since
of those familiar with the situation that
Governor llix made two vital mistakes,
first in issuing that statement, which was
quickly seized upon by Mr. Osborne and
his insurgent friends, and secondly, when
the Governor remained quiescent after
the majority, the overwhelming majority,
had made Mr. Sheehan the unanimous
choice of the Demooratic party of the
State for a United States Senator, From
that hour, according to dispassionate
opinion, Governor Dix sowed the seads
for discord, for obstruction to all con-
structive legislation, and gave the op-
portunity by which lil advised and prej-
udiced Democrats may be permitted to
occupy & poeition which puts a premium
upon political perfidy. There is hardly
a dissenting voice to the opinion that the
Governor, by his attitude on January 18 in
issuing that statement, and later by neg-
lecting to announce that the minority
should accept the will of the majority, has
prolonged to this hour this most unhappy
struggle. !

Heveral of Governor Dix's advisers have
told him as well as others that the election

for Mr. Sheehan would have an ill effect
upon the immediate future of the Demo-
cratio party In the State and nation.
