"There me two classes ol patients which
patronise a good ileal tin. smaller sani-
tariums, women overtired from mental
or other work hard on the nerves nnd
women whoso social and family duties
are of an exhausting nature. These
women are not really ill. Heforo sani-
tarium got to bo so plentiful such persons
never dreamed of going away unless to
visit some friend or iclative, which of
all remedies was the least likely to do thom
good; for to go to a largo sanitarium laid
one open to the imputation of being cither
seriously ill or mentally unbalanced. ,
sort of stigma attached to it. One's friends
couiitundoi stand n (It of nines which took
one to a hospital, but not the condition
which mado a short stay in n sinitaiiiini
desirable.
