been agreed upon. The Insurgent
janitors will be taken Into the fold and
lx recognized on all Senate committees,
With assurance of liberal recognition
in the reorganization the Insurgents are
(imposed to go Into the caucus and abide
by the will of the majority, which is made
up largely of regulars.

The Republican caucus, which is to
name the Committee on Committees and
provide for the organization of the new
Senate, will be called to meet probably
en April 1. The important thing before
the caucus Is the selection of tho chair-
man, who appoints the Committee on
Committees, which makes, all the com-
mittee assignments. It is precedent in
the Senate that the Senator with the
longest service to his credit is made
chairman of the caucus. Senator Frye
of Maine is the oldest membor in point
U service, but he declined the caucus
chairmanship two years ago by reason
of Impaired health and made way for
hi colleague. Senator Hale. It Is unders-

tood that Senator Frye will again de-
cline the honor. Senator Culloni of
Illinois is next in line, but it in predicted
that he will stand aside in favor of a
more active and vigorous Senator.

Senator Gallinger of New Hampshire
next to Senators Frye and Cullom, has
the longest service. He is one of the
most active members of the Senate and
in the calculations now indulged In by
Senators with regard to tho reorganizat-
ion of the Senate the name of the Xew
Hampshire Senator Is most frequently
dicused. The claim is made in some
quarters that Senator Gallinger is such a
-- tanch regular that the election of Sen-
ator Cullom would be more acceptable to
th" insurgents. However the insurgents
re not disposed to make trouble if they

receive liberal recognition. If they had
their preferenoe Senator Penrose would
not be made chairman of the Finance
i.ommittee nor would Senator Warren
li made chairman of the Appropriation
Committee. They realize, howover, that
they cannot dictate.

Before they enter the caucus the in-

surgents will have an agreement as to
what they are to expect in the woy of
committee assignments. It is their pres-
ent pur&otcuto.sskJor appointment for
four of their number on the Committee
on Committees, which has heretofore
consisted of nine members. Thore is
tome talk of increasing the committee
from nine to eleven In number.

The greatest Interest centres in the
reorganization of the Finance Committee,
which is to be the most Important com-
mittee at the special session of Congress,
inasmuch aa it will consider all tariff
legislation. The committee as consti-
tuted in the last Congress consisted of
nine Republicans and five Democrats.
By reason of the gain in the number of
Democratlo Senators the Democrats are
to he permitted to have six members on
all the large committees, and the Republ-
ican representation will be reduced to
eight Four Republican members of tho
Finance Committee. Messrs. Aldrich.
Barrows, Hale and Flint, will not be mem-
bers of the next Senate and the Democrats
lose two of their number In the retirement
of Senators Money and Taliaferro. This
leaves each party with three vacancies
on this committee.

The insurgents will demand two of tho
three Republican vacancies on the Fi-
nance Committee, and It is very likely
that their request will bo granted. In
that event Senators La Follette of Wis-
consin and Cummins of Iowa will be
chosen. Senator La Follette will have
first call by reason of seniority of sorvlco.
It Is conceded that Senator Oalllnger.
who U the choice of all the regulars, will
Ijo made a member of the Finance Com-mitte- e.

Senator Brandogee of Connecti-
cut is spoken of for membership of the
committee In the event that the Insurgents
do not land more than one vacancy. There
is one other Senator who is certain of
"Ppolntment on the committoe. He Is
John Sharp Williams of Mississippi,
former minority leader of the House and
for years a member of the Ways and
Means Committee of that body. While
it Is unusual to place a new Senator on
the Finance Committee, It is generally
concedod that Mr. Williams will receive
this recognition because of his knowledge

POWIIEH MILL BLAST KILLS 40.

SlmrL uf Kvplotlon Felt for MM Miles
Chicago Jarred.

Chicago, March 9 The hamlet of
Pleasant Prairie. Wis., fifty miles north
of Chicago, was wiped off the map at
8:.10 by the roost territlo explosion
in the history of the powder industry in
America.'

The site of the great works of the
Laflin-Ran- d Powder Company is marked
only by a great hole in the ground.
If Early estimates of the dead place the
loss of life at forty. That is
of men actually employed in and about
the works at tho time of the blast.

But the ill fated village did not. suffer
alone. All along the lako shore, down
into Chicago and on to remote points in
Indiana the earth trembled, buildings
were thrown out of plumb and men and
women were terrorized by the two dis
tinct shocks.

Tho hundreds of tons of granite In the
county building trembled on its founda
tion. Skyscraper hotels and every struc
ture e loop 'felt the effect of the ex-

plosion.
Twice the earth heaved upward and

twice It receded under the concussion.
As far west as Elgin the force was such

as to frighten men and women. One
woman, fell dead from the shock In Elgin,
others were made hysterical and slight
injuries were reported everywhere within
a radius of 100 miles of the disaster.

TAFT FIRES COLLECTOR.

Cleveland, March . Collector Charles
F. Leach of Cleveland has been removed
from office by order of President TaJI. -

Other romovals will be made by order
of Secretary MacVeagh. These may
Include Special Deputy Collector Ball,
Cashier Hoencke and other subordinate
officials.

It was said authoritatively that it was
impossible to tell at this time just how
far reaching the shaking up in the Cleve-
land custom house will be.

Leach is a Presidential officeholder.
The President signed the order removing
him from office just before he departed
this afternoon on a trip through the
South which will last ten days. The re
moval follows an investigation of the
Cleveland office by Federal accountants.

Washington, March e. The dismissal
of Leach was tho outcome of an investi-
gation of the office by a board of special
agents of the customs service, which
found the Collector, it is charged, guilty
of favoritism in his relations with heavy
importers. Tho accused official is also
charged with gross violations of ;tlie cus-
toms regulations.

CROVSE ESTATE SUIT EXIiS.

Higher Court Sustains Tlllo of Dorothea
MeVlcker to Ml,BOO,ooo.

Siraccsb, March 9. By a decision
of the Appellate Division of the Supremo
Court here to-d- the claim of Dorothea
Edgartta Crouse Movicker to 11,500,000
of the estate or Daniel Edgar Crouso is
established, and the money due Miss
MoVicker and her mother, which has
been tied up in the Lincoln Trust Com-Dan- y

or Xew York pending the decision
or tho Appellate Division, will be paid
over.

The suit decided y was brought
by Charles E. Crouse and other heirs to
the 15.000,000 left by Daniel Edgar Crouse
when he died, In 1992. He was reputed to
be a bachelor and the bulk of his estate
went to relatives. After the will had boen
probated Mrs. Slegbert Kosterlltz came
forward and said that Crouse had mar-
ried her in London under the name of
Wilson and that her daughter, Dorothea
Edgarita, was tho child or Crouse. In bo-ha- lf

of the daughter a suit waa brought
against the twenty-seve- n cousins or
Crouse who got the residue or his estate
for the entire estate. A settlement was
made out of court by which Dorothea
and her mother got $1,500,000.

Two years ago thirteen of the cousins
brought suit to get back the 11,500,000 on
the ground of fraud, but by the decision or
the higher court to-da- y her right to the
money is sustained. Charles O. Maaa
or Xew York was one or the counsel for t he
defendants.

N:w Havkn, March V. Christopher (I,
Wood, aged 50, and his eleven-year-ol- d

son, Yuldemar, were found dead and Mr.
Wood was found dying late this afternoon
lit their home in Branford, seven miles
from this city.

The discovery was made by Walter
Wood, another son, aged '.'1,

The opinion of thoso who looked Into
the circumstances of the tragedy
was that the shooting was done by Mrs.
Wood during n fit of insanity.

Dr. Charles W. Gaylord, the medical
examiner, said ht that Mrs. Wood
might die before morning.

The Wood family Is prominent in
Branford. Mr. Wood was a contractor
with tho Malleable lion Company In

Branford and bad been with the concern
for over twenty-fiv- e years. His son
Walter ht said that his father while
at work yesterday morning received a
bill from a New Haven dry goods store
Tor goods charged to Mrs. Wood. The
rather was perplexed over the bill and
decided to Investigate. He left, the
factory before noon und went to his home
Intending to go to Xew Haven to inquire
bout the bill.
That was the last seen of' Wood alive.

The son Walter was in New Haven last
night to attend a todga meeting and did
not see his father. This morning at the
breakfast table he asked his mother about
his father and was told that he was not
feeling well. At noon to-da- y when Walter
returned home for dinner he inquired how
his father was-gettin- on and Mrs. Wood
said he was still suffering from a sick
headache and was in his. room.

Walter went to work, This ofternoon
he left the shop at 5:30 and went directly
home. A neighbor told the young son
that something seemed to lie wrong.
Walter found all tho doors locked, which
was unusual. Ho got a ladder and
climbed to a second story window that
he found unfastened and went into tho
house. He found his father dead on tho
floor in his sleeping room. He had been
shot through the mouth. Cotton had
been stuffed into the mouth of the dead
man, apparently to stop the blood from
flowing onto the floor.

From the appearance of the wound the
person who did the shooting must have
held the weapon very close to the mouth
of the dead man. All around the face
the powder had bumed the flesh. In the

fnext room young Yaldemar was found
He was dead too. Investigation showed
that he hod been shot back of the left ear.

Valdemar had evidently been put to
bod, for ho was covered with bod clothing
as if he had gone to steep for the night,
and was shot after lying down.

On the floor within a few feet of tho
bed was Mrs. Wood, unconscious. There
was a bullet wound in her left breast
near the heart. Only an arm's length
from her was a five barrel revolver. Four
chambers of the pistol were empty. Fur-
ther investigation disclosed that two
shots had been fired Into Mr. Wood, which
would account for the four chambers
being empty.

Medical Examiner Gaylord tried to re-

vive Mrs. Wood, but had not succeeded
at midnight.

The Wood family was very well to do.
For many years Wood had been a buyer
ror the malleablo Iron company, but. of
recent years had taken a contract and
was prosperous. The family were regular
attendants at tho Congregational church
in the town and one of the flrbt callers at
the Wood homo was the Rev.
Seeley Tompkins, pastor of that church.

It was said that Mr. and Mr.
Wood have not been on peaceful term
for some time and tliat they quarrelled
frequently. Mrs. Wood was nil attractive
woman and was very popular. It Is

that when her husband spoke to
her about the dry goods bill nn angry
discussion followed. Where she got tho
revolver is ono of the unexpluind things
in the case.

HIS FIXOER TIPS IX RODIIERY.

Crlspl Arrested and Held for Trial After
St inly of a floor Glass.

M. M. Bernstein, doaler in undercloth-
ing nt 11 Wooster street, reported to the
police on. February 23 that some ono had
removed the glass from tho door leading
from tho hallway into his storage rooms
and had stolen goods valued at $500.

Detectives examined the glass in the
door, which had been carefully cut out and
sot aside. It showed slight finger marks
and was turned over to James A. Faurot,
head of the linger print department of
the identification bureau.

Photographs were made of the glass
and two clearly marked finger prints
and two thumb prints on it. Faurot
went carefully through his collection
of 70,000 prints and decided that the prints
were mode by Charles Crispi, 31 years
old, whose picture is 3,515 in the rogues'
gallery. From 1896 until 1B09 Crispi
served time almost continuously for four
different jobs. He had bee in a reforma-
tory since 1000, but the police learned
that he had lately been discharged.

Crispi was arrested yesterday morn-
ing and Magistrate Corrigan jioJsl JJm
in $500 bail ror trial. VuUiotT said yes-terd-

that there was not the slightest
doubt, or the identification.

It will bo necessary to prove that the
prints were made at the timo or the rob-
bery. If the police can show that there
are prints on both sides of the glass near
the edgo it will bo pretty good evidence
that the prints were made In handling
the glass after it had been cut out.

TO ELECTRIFY GREAT AREA.

Lehigh Company Plans lo Carrj fur rem
Kten to Philadelphia.

At.t.ENTOW.v, Pa . March 9. Plans were
filed with tho Recorder here y

giving notice that application will be
made on April 3 to tho Governor of Penn-
sylvania by W. A. I.athrop, Rollin H.
Wilbur and II V Baker of Philadelphia
for charters for about sixty electric
companies.

This will be. the first public move In the
fulfilment of the great power scheme
of the Lehigh Coal und Navigation Com-
pany, which alms to electrify eastern
Pennsylvania, nffecting a territory with
a population of 2,.V)O,0tt0 pcoplo including
Philadelphia.

The Navigation Company's electrifica-
tion scheme has been in formation three
years. InimeiiHo power houses are to bu
built at I.atmford, to be run with coal that
hns herotormo been allowed to go to
waste us well ns by water power. The
main high tension transmission lines, ri3
miles long, are to run into Philedelphiu,
with branches to all industries, towns
and villages tlmt will contract to utilize
tlm powor.

Tho first speoiul aim will be nn attempt
to electrify the cement industry. The
Navigation Company says it can furnish
electric iowor to the cement plants of
the Lehigh region cheaper than they cun
generate it themselves by means of their
present steam plants.

F.fforts will also bo made to introduco
light and power current into the larger
cities.

LAWYERS WHO FOIWOT THE LAM

;ildrrleeu One Who g.
Sleeted to ileal. ler.

Court Justico Henry A.
Gildersleevo was one of u number of
lawyers who had orders signed yesterday
by Supreme Court Justice Guy permitting
them to file u certificate of their admis
sion to the bar with the clerk of tho Court
of Appeals at Albany as of the date on
which the certificates should have been
filed under the law. This is required by
statute of IHfl'j, which makes it a misde-
meanor to practise without filing tho
certificate of udmission. Mr. Gilder-
sleevo said tli.it when tlie law was passed
he was on the bench and through tin over-
sight ho failed to file tho certificate when
ho retired to prlvato practice.

The number of nuno pro tunc certifi-
cates being filed ut present is a result of
letters sent out by tho committee on

A NEW "NEW THEATRE" NEXT

SMALLER AXIf SURSIM.EO, THE
PLAXS OF THE FOVXItERS,

While the Present BulkUng Mill He t'srrt
for Opera If the Metropolitan Hill
Help Out Not a Fsllnrr, bat Too nig
I'.xeepl far fqiectacolar Prednrtlons.

Alter a meeting of the founders of the
New Theatre, held yesterday afternoon
ul the home of Cornelius Vanderbilt,
87 Fifth avenue, the following state-
ment was given out: '

"The founders of tho New Theatre
have no thought of abandoning the New
Theatre movement. The experience or
the last two years has demonstrated
that the present building, although de-

signed tinder the advice of a leading
theatrical expert, Is not suited for the
class or dramatic performances con-

templated by the founders. Productions
of such soale as "The Blue Bird" and
"The Piper" would undoubtedly have
filled the theatre for the entire season,
but the rounders have been unwilling
to llmitthe performances to plays of that
class, meritorious as they are, because
the alms of the enterprise and. the claims
of box owners and subscribers have called
for a wider range of productions. Al-

though during the two seasons now
closing the New Theatre has been more
liberally supported than any other
theatre in New York-devote- exclusively
to dramatic productions, the founders
have been compelled to reach a conclu-ki- n

adverse to the continued use of tho
present building as tho home of the
enterprise.

"The rounders firmly maintain their
belief in the mission and purpose of the
New Theatre, and In order thoroughly
to test the soundness or their belier and
the willingness of the people or New York
to lend their cooperation they will immedi-
ately prooeed to erect upon n site con-
veniently accessible to all classes or
theatregoers a theatre or raoderato size
especially adapted to the production
by a stock company of a repertory of
modern and classical plays chosen pri
marily for their artistic merit. To enable
the enterprise to be independent of imme-
diate commercial success tlie founders will
provide for a term or years a guaranty
rund which will correspond to the sub-
sidy by which theatres with similar aspi-

rations are supported in most of the
capitals of Europe.

"An opportunity will beaffordedtosub- -

scribers for boxes and seats in the present
New Theatre to continue as subscribers
to the performances in the new building
under an arrangement which will permit
greater "latitude in the distribution of
productions than is possible under the
present arrangement.
, "Plana are under discussion ror main-
taining the present company or players
as an organization to the end that with
such changes in the personnel as may be
deemed advantageous It may appear In
the now home a year from the coming
fall. During the season of 1911-1- 2 it may
be sent on tour under the direction
of Wlnthrop Ames in ft selection of
plays from the present repertory, pos-

sibly plaving for a few weeks in New
York.

"It Is the hope of the founders that in
cooperation with the Metropolitan Opera
Company the present New Theatre build-
ing will eventually become the home for
the production of such operas as require
for their most effective presentation a
smaller auditorium than the Metropoli-
tan Opera House, a purpose for' which
the building Ir admirably adapted. As
no definite arrangements to that end are
in Immediate contemplation, the house
will be leased for the coming year for
dramatic productions of a character
suited to the building "

ARMY TO PROTECT

ALIENS IN MEXICO

May Cross the Bordir to
Safeguard Amartcans

and Europeans.

ANARCHY WILL BE QUELLED

U. S. Looked To Under Monroe

Doctrine to Keep Order and

Defend Investments.

President Taft's train carrying hint to
Atlanta and Augusta, Ga passed through
here tcniidit.

The veil that has been thrown by all
officials high nnd low about the Joint
"mantruvros" of the army and navy
along the Mexican border and In the Gulf
of Mexico was put aside

There is no longer any doubt as to why
practically all the available Federal troops
now in the country have been rushed to
Texas and Lower California.

First of all the Government feared the
formation of an insurrection government
in Iower California. With the formation
or such n government the United States
would be compelled to keep continual
watch on the whole southern frontier.

Seoondly, it was feared that American
property in Mexico valued at hundreds '

of millions might be swept away, and It
was desired to protect It, as well as the '
interest or foreigners, who, keeping in
mind the Monroe Dootrine, might look
naturally to the United States. for suoh
protection.

Third, it was determined to stop friends
of the Mexican insurrectos from carrying
supplies that are contraband of war
across the Rio Grande River from Texas.

'Last of all, it was believed that "ma-

noeuvres" inTexas this time would show the
Jingoes in Congress and elsewhere that
the army could be mobolized In case of
difficulty In remarkably quiok time.

The army is going to Texas, and it Is
going to stay thtrs until there is reason
to believe that serious trouble in Mexico
If no longer probable. It will patrol ths '
borderline, and if necessary it will step (n
to prevent anarchy and revolution that
would endanger the lives and property
of Americans and foreigners.

The step was taken advisedly and no
retreat is contemplated.

The troops In Texas a week ago were
not adequate to handle the situation.
The crisis developed quickly and in a few
hours a policy was framed, orders were
issued and one quarter of the Federal
army was bound southward, or preparing
to go.

Washington, Maroh 9. The scout
cruiser Chester has been ordered from
Pensacola to Tamplco, Mexico. Ths
Navy Department gives no explanation!
but this development fits in with the
military demonstration that is being made
for Ihe protection of American and other
foreign properties in Mexico.

Officials in Washington acknowledged
y for the first time that the situation

in Mexico has had something to do with
the massing of ?0,ooo troops on the Mex-

ican frontier.
In talking for publication these officials

continue to assort that the movement
of tho lroo)s was designed merely for
u war game, but speaking unofficially
they admitted that the manoeuvres are
only incidental.

The leal purpose, as already outlined
in these despatohoa, is entirely pre-
cautionary. Thore is no intention on
the part of the United States Govern-
ment at present to enter Mexico. The
movement of troops to Texas is designed
solely to put tho United States in an atti-
tude to meet any emergency that may
arise.

Opinions in Washington differ as to
the likelihood of developments in Mexloo
which may require intervention on the
part of the United States. Obviously
tlie Government authorities believe that
the situation is too serious to warrant
the taking of any further chance.?.

There is good reason to doubt that
this Government itself has any detailed
and accurato Information of the revolu-
tionary conditions in the republic to the
south. Henry Lane Wllron, the Ameri-
can Ambassador to Mexico, made a
gloomy report of conditions when he
was in Washington early in tho week,
but he was obliged to acknowledge that
he could not tell the exact extent of tho
revolutionary movement.

Conflicting reports from credible sources
a to the condition of President Diaz's
health ate given out. The Mexican Em-

bassy declares upon the strength of
official reports that the aged Executive
is in good physical and mental condi-
tion. On the other hand statements from
sources in Washington whose accuracy is
hardly to be questioned say that Presi-
dent Diaz's health fast declining and
that his grip on affairs has slipped away
with the advancing years.

United States officials deny that they
have received any alarming information
in regard to Diaz's health, although there
is good reason to believe that possible
contingencies arising out of the death of
Diss were among the subjects discussed
by Ambassador Wilson in his recent cosv
fsrsnoea with the Washington authorities.

The events of the last two days make
it absolutely certain now that no siagla
dsvslopmsnt was responsible for tho
sudden dsoislon on ths part of ths Presl-ds- nt

and his advisers to hurry 30.000
troops to ths Msxloaa froBtlsr. The
