Tage, chairman of the law and ordinance
committee of- the club, and W W, Nile,
the club attorney Mr Sanderson said
following tho meeting that it had been
agreed that the condition of the ntreets
never was worse than II is now regardless
of any administration that might be con-
sidered

In order to urge on Mr McAtieny, Presi-
dent of the Borough of Manhattan, that
Improvements were highly necessary a
committee ha been appointed which will
try to see Mr McAneny on Monday This
committee consists of John Jacob Astor,
Dave H. Morris, Frederick D. I'nderwood,
Colgate Hoyt nnd Mr Sanderson It was
agreed yesterday afternoon to send y

a letter to Mayor (laynor on the subject of
streets.

Mr. Page said yesterday afternoon that
the owner of an automobile had only to
observe the wear and tear on tires nnd on
the machines themselves and then to mul-
tiply this by the number of cars in dally
use In New York city to gain some idea of
the enormous amount of damage that Is
being done financially to the property of
motorists. To this Mr Nlles added the
statement that the Commissioner of Street
Cleaning has said that he is unable to clean
tho streets properly, especially through the
medium of scrapers, because of the holes
In Ihe asphalt which retain the dirt and
add to the unsanitary condition of the
streets.

wearied by a succession of recommenaa-tlon- s

to use all sorts of things to eat, wear.
drink and the like. Motorists do not hive
to have such keenly developed ssstheuo
tastes to be displeased with these garish
signs.

In the cities It Isn't pleasant to have lo
look from one's window out on fences all
bearing their legends or to the roofs of
small buildings, constructed low pur--
nose with hua-- fences on ton. nut least
of all Is It pleasant when one is admiring
n view to have some board thrust Itself
into range and kill all the enjoyment of
Ihn scene. Anv trio out of New lorn in
almost jiny direction Is so marred, because
the signboard has stretched out every
where.

There are some automobile companies
which have followed the general plan of
blllboarding everything. One man con-

nected with a company that has had a
sign for several years says he doesn't know
of a single case whero u auractea aennite
attention of any one or sold a car. "I don't
believe folks buy automobiles that way,"
said he, "and I'm one of the first to think
that excess blllboarding has killed tne
fun of touring in those neighborhoods
where every fence tells its advertising
tale."

II, J. Koehler. the Htipmoblle man.
says the Boston automobile show is finer
than the Harden exhibition was. "There
are moro cam In It for one thing, but of
courso that's natural," said he yesterday.
"But the Boston show Is completer. There
are exhibits of machinery and process
work which are very interesting and help
