take of Westmlnter'to Have 4S Knat
Boat New Italian lldropiane.

The Duke of Westminster has had a new
IS meter SO feet racing hydroplane built
which is to represent England in Inter
national race nt Monte Carlo next month.
The boat has been named Ilrunhllde and
was christened by Mr. Robins, wife of
Noel Itoblns, who always steers Duke's
boats. The vessel Is equipped with two
II cylinder Wolseley engines, each develop-
ing 390 horse-pow- and which drive twin
screws. .The builders have guaranteed a

kspeed of 41 nautical miles, or S.75 statute
miles, an hour. They expect to do much
better than this guaranteed speed, and
even AO nautical miles is talked about.

The Hrunhllde is built of three sklna of
wood sewn together, the inner skin Is of oak
and two outer sklna are of mahogany.
The boat is SO feet long and a feet Inches
beam. This Is. ten feet longer than the
Pioneer, the hydroplane that raced for the'
British International trophy, last summer.
Ten feet is a great deaUwhen speed'ls con-
sidered, but guaranteed speed gives
some Idea to American designer what Is
expected of motor boats on the. other side
nnd what defenders of the cup will have
to do to win neit summet's race at Hun-
tington.
