In letter to fronds in this oily Hugh I).
Mcintosh,' who I promoting big flghls In
London, haa Iried to convey the impression
that BUI Int of Australia really had a
chance to defeat Sam Lantford right tin
to the time that he committed a foul Jn the
sixth nound.

Mcintosh was Jong's manager and for
month he declared from the housetop
that the Australian was a "real white hope"
wno would whip both l.angrord and Jack
.lohnion. It Is rather hard, therefore, for
.Mcintosh to explain 'matter, and hi as
sertion to Lang's chance with Iangford
in the recent mill are causing much merri-
ment on thia tide of the Atlantic.

The Kngllih newspaper appear to be a
unit In Haying that ting waa an easy mark..
They printed long stories of the battle, and
all of them fall to agree with the Mcintosh
verslln. AVtrs of lltr World furnishes this
account of the mill, which Is one of tha fair-
est and most comprehensive:

"'laxng I supposed to be picking up the
white man' burden: 'hey will be picking
up Hie white man in a minute,' said a shrewd
Judge of boxing who sat beside the writer
at the Ulympla Annex on the occasion of
the long looked for fight between the white
man's hope. Bill bang, champion of Aus
tralia, and Sam Langford, the Boston tar
baby, who ha earned for himself the title
of light heavyweight, champion of the world.
And it waa even so. From the moment
the gong Bounded there was only one man
In It, and that man was the smiling, conf-
ident negro, upon whom the odds of 7 to 4,
which were early laid, quickly changed to
.1 and 4 to l.

"I.sngford Is a magnificent fighting
machine. Holld and square, broad and
deep chested, long armed and well muscled.
he Is almost the beau ideal of a fighting, - i . . .

And the champion will have
to te at his verv best to maintain his laurels.
Form, 'tis said. Is of no aeoount in summing
up the chance of on boxer agaiast another.
This I undoubtedly true enough, but In the
following facts langford can be made
out to posse a splendid chance against
the champion:

"Five years aao Langford stood for
fifteen rounds against Johnson, losing only
on points: four year ago Ijing (when little
more than a novloel went nine rounds
with Johnson, who did not I: nock out his
opponent. Langford badly punished Lang
In five rounds and a half, vet the Australian
had little if anything the worst of twenty
rounds against Tommy Burns last April,
n fetr months previous to which Burns was
still on hi feet after fourteen rounds against
Johnson, The latter must soon defend
hi title or forfeit his, claim to it, and his
only logical opponent I Langford. it may
be remembered that Johnson and langford
were matched to meet at the N. S. C. on
May 74. o, but on gaining 4he dignity
or champion Johnson broke the agreement,

"Advancing from their corners the gladii
ators went luto a clinch without a bloV
being struck and on breaking free Lang-
ford landed heavily on the face. Therinlored
man took the aggressive right from the
start, landing hard clean blows with left
noil IlKIll, nflrrin ai mil. wiv I uiriundoing little more than defend himself a beat

could. Hacking away trora u opponent,?e lauded a few light left which failed
to disturb the colored man' serenity or to

"Shaping for the second meeting Lang
led off with a light left, but the negro-wen- t

after his mnn in great style, hooking and
bwingiug with. great force to head and
bod v. Under the stress of the punishment
he had received the white man already
anpeared distressed, and about half way
through the round a light left hook, followed
by a smashing right swing to the Jaw,
brought him to the board for 0 seconds.
The black was master of the situation and
Lang rose only to receive more punish-
ment, going to hi corner rhucJt the worse
for wear.
