Dear Sir:

' In vkw of our conferences and cooperation during the recent ex
press strike in November. I deem it proper to advise you that, much
to our regret and notwithstanding our utmost cfl'ort to avoid any occa-
sion for it, a new strike ha broken out to-da- y among our drivers and
helpers. We shall do everything in our power to continue our business
and are quite prepared to do so if afforded adequate police protection.

Five days ago the Teamsters' Union made a demand upon the Com
pany for the reinstatement of three former employees, one of whomJ
a driver, had been dismissed for abandoning his w;igon and going into'
the mens cabin ol a lerryboat to smoke, violating the rules of the
company adopted for the protection of merchandise and valuables
entrusted to it. The other two had been discharged for abstracting
a letter from the desk of one of the Company's inspectors in Iitspv

jCity. The demand was therefore refused. Consideration of a demand
for the discharge of a driver, who was believed to be faithfully serving
the Company, was suspended until evidence of the charges against
him was presented. The strike followed early this morning without
previous notice lo us, our employees, as they returned to work, beinc
ordered away by pickets. No other matters between the Company!
ana 11s employees prcsenieu ior aujusiment remain unsettled, and no
questions of wages or working conditions are at issue. The Company,
however, has abundant reason for asserting that the strike is a re-

newal of the attempt to force upon it the complete unionization of its
employees under the domination of the Teamsters' Union. Since the
settlement of the November strike upon the principle of the "open
shop," the Company has been constantly harassed by threats of strikes
upon all sorts of pretexts, and while it has scrupulously observed the
public announcement made through you in November that its em-
ployees would be taken back "without discrimination upon the ground
of whether or not they had joined a union," its non-unio- n employees
have been subjected to personal abuse and physical violence by union
men with the object of forcing them into the Teamsters' Union or
out of the service.

The Company is standing now as it stood in November, for the
"open shop," that is, the right to employ men, union or non-unio- n,

with respect solely to their fitness. It has made no discrimination
against union men, but it must be the sole judge of the fitness of its
employees, and it cannot surrender its right nor meet its responsibilities
by subjecting itself to the will of the Teamsters' Union.

The Company has assurances from its employees in large number
that they are ready to return to work as soon as they can feel confident
of the personal safety of themselves and their families against violence.
