We hae
more than l.'.oo members enrolled In our
boot and each paya $2 In yearly dues. We
have a bank account and all checks are
ilf Dfl ly the president and the treasurer.
In our clubhouse we have a running track,
jyronasluro apparatus, swimming tank,
hoxver baths and lockers for the exclusive

use of members. The club has a lease on
a plot of ground not far away for outdoor
tercises and members have these prlvi-lse- s

free.
"We have been asked to explain In court

MTeral times how our glove contests differ
Irom prlre fights. 1 his Is how we draw the
line. Iloiers are engaged to give exhibit-

ion". They are all members of the club
and are paid for their services and the ex-
penses they Incur while training. They do
rot contest for a purse, with a winner's and
loser's end, and there is no decision by tho
club official In the ring aa to which Is the
botter man. U'hls official is William Job,
the club's captain, who has absolute au-
thority to stop all contests that become one
lded. In more than a year we have not

had what Is called a clean knockout in our
ring. The boxer do not put up forfeits
or side wagers' and we do not permit open
betting. We do not sell liquor of any kind
and employ private policemen to preserve
order.

"li.gardlng the crowds that see our
boxing bouts It la pertinent to say that wo
generally send out 250 complimentary
tickets to persons who we know do not
dispose of them for money. Theso persons
i jino under tho head of 'guests' and no
tevenue is derived from them. Our mem-he- rs

cannot get inside of the doors without
thou lug their cards and if some of them
(In not care to pay for reserved seats they
are entitled to stand up. Others can pay
i.hal Is called 'special reservation' for seats
at prltea governed by location. All tho
I embers are Invited to attend three or
niir shows each year without being asked
v pay for reserved seats. There are no
hnny members admitted on the spur of

l.c moment, as our books will show. Wo
.'ontend that our club is legitimate, as much
o ns the New York A. C and that wo are
minting no law.

A PLETHORA OF BOGEY RULES

PITY THE SORROWS OF THE
ST. ANDREWS COMMITTEE.

Captain Iturn Has Drafted a Code for
Midland Association on Ills Own Hook
--Two Nets Submitted from Inltcd

States Noxvt'pto lto)nt and Ancient.

Neither Ihe Royal and Ancient Club nor
lis on tho rules of golf has
over recognized bogey play, for xvhlle such
competitions are now- - as popular on British
links as they are In this country this con-

sideration has not hitherto been one to
appeal to tho staid and stiff xvllled mem-

bers of the Scotch club that Is the court of
last resort to golfers (ho world over. Hut
It Is time to pity the sorrows of the dure
committeemen, for they nro now under-
going a veritable bombardment of codes
of bogey rules and must really decide
soon to Uidorse ono of them or elso pro-
mulgate a set all their own.

A partial abandonment of the time hon-
ored stand appears to havo been the draft-
ing by some members of tho It. and A.
rules committee of a set of bogey rules
nt Ihe request of tho .Midland (Kngl.ind)
(lolf Association, In consultation with
xvlilch body It was adopted, The erroneous
statement followed In tho Ilrltlsh press
that the rules In n west Ion are Issued with the
authority and sanction of tho Ii. and A.
and ns such are binding on all clubs that
play under the St. Andrews rules. 1 his
Is not true, as no code can be official thnt
has not received the sanction of the ruling
body.

A bogus bogey" Is tho characterization
of the Midland code by the Knglish journal
O07 Illuelratrii. It Is a fact, however, that
tho rules committee at the request of tlm
Midland Golf Association sent to It a draft
of the bogey rules. H has thus committed
Itself to a recognition of bogey play In
direct opposition to its original practice,
and the committee has dono so without
tho sanction of tho it: and A. (lolf Club.
The Midland folks adopted the draft un
changed nnd has printed tho bogey rules
with the sub-hea- d "As approved by tho
rules commltteo "

Regardless of criticism, the Midland asso
ciation is pluming itself on having Induced
the rules commltteo to legislate on bogey
play. At n Midland meeting thero was 11

letter read from Copt. Hum, chairman of
the rules committee, stating: "The rules
commltteo had absolute authority to make
thise rules, which Indeed had already been
made by the It. and A. and xvere merely
being applied by the rules committee to
bogey competition."

It is evident that tho It. and A. Is head-
ing toward the official sanction of bogey.
This action, as xvlth much that Is pro-

gressive In ilrltlsh golf, may bo due to the
energy of the I'nlted States (lolf Asso
ciation. In June last a special committee.
Joseph S. Clark, V. Kcllowes Morgan nnd
tv A. Alexander, prepared by Instruction
a set of rules for bogey competitions. The-i-

rules xvore reported to tho V. S. fl. A. In
September and adopted by the nnnual
meeting In January, but with the amend-
ment that a copy should be sent to the
It. nnd A. for criticisms and suggestions.
Such n copy had been forxvarded as early
as September, but no reply has been re-

ceived, unless the furnishing of the views
of the rules committee In the draft to the
Midland association Is intended ns a back
hand retort.

Now as a complication the Western Oolf
Association since its annual meeting in
January has forwarded its special rules
for bogey play to the It. and A. rules com-

mittee. A national ruling on golf would
not be recognized from the Western (lolf
Association, but special bogey rules would
como under the heading of local playing
rules and may hardly be termed treason
in tha It. S. C. A. One max- - fancy Cant
Bum scratching his venerable head at tne
receipt 01 tne xvesiern coae ami sayiciu.
