The love story is so straightforward that
there is no room for originality of plot;
the emotions of the two persons concerned
ace all the author cares for, The slight
complications she puts in the way of true
love are conventional; they could hardly
arise if either lover gave the slightest
thought to outside matters, The pictures
of Highland life are very complete, if
they are perhaps unduly rosy; the con-
versations are patural and the people are
gentle and clean.  The story carries the
reader along and is a refreshing contrast
to most of those which are written nowa-
days.

An equally pleasing but slighter picture
of Welsh country life is drawn by Jean-
nette Marka in “The End of a Song®
(Houghton Mifflin Company). The story
turns on the partitioning of a dozen small
children, a year apart, who have been
left orphans and destitute among the
people in the village There is plenty
of opportunity for pathos and for humor
and the villagers are sketched with vigor-
ous lines.
