Dock Commissioner Tomkins will lay

before the Mayor on Monday a plun for u
system of city owned piers alone tho South
Hrooklyn waterfront. Which includes a
more or less complete reorganization of
the waterfront between the Hrooklyn
bridge und Hay Uidge. No estimate of
the cost of the work could be obtained
from Mr Tomkins in ndvnnce of his re-

port, but it is understood that the Com-

missioner expects to Iiml the money for
his project in the Hio.POu.oou or more of
credit which will be released from the debt
limit and bused upon the
bonds now outstanding,

Commissioner Tomkins is said to have
planned to use this credit, which may
amount to J7ii.WXI.iik', in pier and water-
front improvements on the Manhattan
and Hrooklyn waterfronts, dividing tho
money eiuully betw een the two boroughs.

The Dock Commissioner has now u plan
before the Sinking Fund Commission for a
svstemof piers south of the Hush Terminal
Company's property, and this plan Is said
to be included in the more comprehensive
one to be presented to Mavor (taynor.
Thfo plan includes among tlie improve-
ments all the waterfront property between
Fifty-thir- d and Sixty-thir- d streets, and
provides for the construction of seven
piers each 1,200 feet long. Four of tho
piers will be 1.10 feet wide, two II.'i feet
wide and one (10 feet wide. The slips TviU
be over 2IM feet wide.

1 he larger plan is said to contemplate
the ultimate acquirement by the city of
the Hush company's piers mid of some of
i n piers ownei ny me .ew lorK dock
Company. The Hush company's plant
ha often been spoken of n a model ter-
minal installa'iou. the most complete of

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HOUSE MINORITY LEADERSHIP

KASTKHS IlKI'LIIUCiSS MAtiH
mo ton Tin: plavk.

They lime Practically Made an Alliance,
nilli Two Western llflca-atlo- and
Claim to llae a .Majority Payne.
Olmsted and Week Are Candidates.

Washington-- , March 24. Elbowed aside
for many years by combinations of dele-
gations from tho mlddlo and far West the
Eastern Republicans are about to make
a bid for the minority leadership of the
Hoiiko of Representatives. With this
idea In view they have practically effected
an alliance with two big Western dele-
gations, which they claim gives them a
majority of the Republicans of tho next
House.

Thrco Eastern Republicans nplro to
tho minority leadership. They are Sercno
E. Payne of Now York, Murlln E. Olm-
sted of Pennsylvania and John W. Weeks
of Massachusetts. Representative Weeks
is taking tho lead in tho movement of
Eastern Republicans to capture tho House
leadership. He has made a canvass of
the situation und it is understood claims
that eighty-thre- e Republicans of tho now
House are favorable to tho selection of
an Eastern man as minority leader. The
delegations that are said to bo favorable
to the plan are those from New England,
New York, l'ennsylvnulu, New Jersey.
Delaware, Maryland, Virginia, Ohio,
Michigan, Tennessee and Kentucky,

Tho campaign of the Eastern contin-
gent is based on the theory that Uncle
Joo Cannon will neither seek nor accept
the place as minority leader. It t known,
of course, that Mr. Cannon has no ambi-
tion in this direction. He wants tho
honor to go to somo regular Republi-
can. While it is generully believed that
Uncle Joe favors Representative Jnmes
R. Mann of Illinois doubt Is expressed
that the former Speaker will take sides,
inasmuch as all of those who will receive
consideration are his friends.

Tho argument of the Eastern contin-
gent is that It is time recognition
was accorded that section by the Repub-
licans of tho House. Since the retire-
ment of Thomas H. Recti of Maine the
West has controlled tho Speakership.
David B. Henderson or Iowa succeeded
Mr. Reed as tlie presiding officer of tho
House. Mr. Henderson was succeeded
by Mr. Cannon, who has been Speaker
for eight years. Eastern Republicans in-

sist that tho time is opportune for the
East to pave the way for the election of
one of their number to tlie Speakership
when tho Republicans again como into
control of tho House. With tho delega-
tions from Ohio, Michigan, Tennessee
and Kentucky willing to ally themselves
with the Eastern Representatives it is
appurent that an interesting struggle is
to bo waged over the minority leadership.

Friends of Representative Mann view
the "Eastern movement" with some
alarm. At the close of the recent session
they appeared to believe that the lively
delegate from Chicago would win in a
walk. There was no disposition among
Eastern Republicans at tho time to put
up much of a fight against Mr. Mann.
Since then members from tho Eat have
been counting noses, with the result that
they now believe that IT Michigan, Ohio,
Kentucky and Tennessee stanti hv them
one ot the Eastern members will bo named
to lead the minority in the new House.

Undoubtedly tho Eastern contingent
will ravor either Representative Weeks or
Representative Olmsted for the minority
leadership. Representative I 'ayno is not
expected to make a formidable candidate.
Mr. Weeks is popular with Republicans, is
a good organizer and is regarded as one
of the most offectlve harmonizers among
tho House Republicans. Representative
Olmsted has hud more experience and in
addition Is recognized aa one of the ablest
parliamentarians In the House. Mr.
Weeks will undoubtedly have the support
of u majority of the Republicans from
the New Enrland nnd middle Atlantic
States. Mr. Olmsted may have trouble
in handling ins own delegation, in this
event ids candidacy would be weakened

While no formal call has been issued it
is understood that the House Republican
plan i to hold their party caucus on April
.1. tlie tiny before Concress assembles.
They will discuss the matter of committee
assignments as well us the minority leader-
ship. There may lie a bitter fight over
committee assignments. The insurgents
will insist that the Republican representa-
tion on the committees shall be named by
a Committee on Committees Tlie reeu-lar- s,

who are in the niaiority. are dis-
posed to permit their leader, whoever he
may be, name tho minority personnel
of tho respective committees.
