RUGS FOR THE SUMMER HOME

The fashion or putting away heavy
rugs with thn winter clothing In city
houses and tho Increased popularity or
lightweight rugs in country houses havo
led to the manufacture of many new
weaves and a multiplication or designs
In older weaves, all comparatively inex-
pensive. Undoubtedly the most attrac-
tive or the rug exhibits always to the
rront at this season nro the simpler
weaves, mostly of domestlo make.

Several places which make a specialty
of summer rugs spread before customers
an assortment including hundreds of
patterns of some weaves, Take, for In-

stance, the rag or homespun rug, counted
among the favorites just now.

When the old fashioned rag carpet In
tho guise of small rugs reentered the
market a few years ago Its designs, which
followed closely those of the originals,
Tailed to arouse any particular admiration
In customers. Its vogue was uncertain.
This season there is no uncertcinty about,
the vogue or the rag rug, which comes now
in all tho regular sizes and in all sorts of
colors and designs at low cosl

The cheapest variety Is entirely of cot-
ton and the best has a woollen wirp. The
greatest novelties are seen In the latter.
In one the monotony or the ci'oshwIso
lines or brown and ecru Is broken with
three large diamond shaed segment of
solid brown bordered with ecr.i touched
up with red extending down the middle.
The rug Is 9 by vj reet and Is bordered
at either end with four Inch solid stripes
of brown and ecru

In another the blr.ck rikI gray lines ar
broken with several 8 by i inch ovals of
red, black and white, a border of these
ovals finishing the rug. I'i still another
rug eight inch stripescrchi the rug, one-ha- lf

of each consisting of prle and darker
mottled green, the other half or paler
and darker heliotrope. 'I he colors mergi
without a dividing line, ii thread or white,
marking off every eight Inches or so.
Three inch stripes of solid heliotrope,
separated from a narrower stripo of green
by a still narrower strifie of white, form
the border.

Several shades or green and ol the
deeper pinks are combined in ono weave
to give an opalescent effect. Ot,hr
weaves show perfectly plain centres or
blue, or pink, or green, or brown finished
with a border or plain contrasting color
or windmills or seascapes or landscapes
and cottages.

A low priced rug designed Tor summer
wear and about thn same weight as the
rag rug but or entirely different weavn
Is composed of cotton and wool and
mostly shows allover designs in small
and in large figures on a mottled surfr.ee,
presenting the effect of two colors twisted
t6gether Thus cream and brown form
I he twist in one example, ornamented with
six inch triangles of solid brown edged
with green and white placed a foot or so
apart. Dull blues and art greens arranged
in plain effects and gayer colors In elab-
orate patterns are shown in these rugs.

Domestic reproductions of thn Scotch
Afton manufactures made of wool and a
trifle heavier and' firmer than rag rugs
are undoubtedly popular becausn of their
durability and good looks. Unless at
very close range they might lie mistaken
for a Wilton, although tho weave is quite
different and is classed with ingrain,
although heavier and closer. As an Illu-

stration or the vagaries of rug fashions
a retailer pointed out that ingrain art
squares, so called, .introduced several
years ago In a large variety of designs,
are entirely out of the market now for
tho reason lhat they nover attained
enough vogue to make it profitable to
manufacture them. At tho present time
any one wanting an ingrain rug must
have it made from ingrain carpet.

Tho Arton rugs crowded out tho in-

grain, their greater weight making them
suitable for any and every sort of room
and their cost being not much morn
tlmn Ingrain For tho information of
novices in rug buying the retailer further
explained that tho Afton rugs represent
threo qualities, the Afton, the Kilmar-
nock, the Dune, or ratlier three designs,
tho difference not being so much In
quality ns in mixtures of colors. In a
b by 12 size the Afton costs about lis
and the Dune $.., tho Kilmarnock coming
in between. The Duno is not reversible;
the two others are, and all three includo
plain and figured designs, with plain or
figured border in tho most delicate and
tho most severe colors.

For instance one is entirelv of soft,
old pink with a wide figured "border of
pale green touched up with pink, thn
reverse side being of palo green with H
pink border touched up with greon.
Precisely the simo colors aro combined
in a Dune, which has a centre, corners
and wide border done in a floral and scroll
design.

Although the colors in those manufac-
tures aro not confined to two tones, two
toned designs aro considered the most
dosirable in all grades, and tho plainer
the designs the moro popular they aro.
One of Ik best selling has a porfectly
plain centre with a perfectly plain twelve
inch border, the contre two or three shades
lighter than the border. Delft and darker
blue, mignonette and follngo green,
crimson and brick red. brown, and ecru
aro oflenest seen, Blues in various
combinations lead, tho centre as a ruin
plain blue with a whito bordor trimmed
with a soroll running through the middle
or with a paler blue bonier similarly
decorated with darker bluo or with blue
and white

Hugs of body brussels and of Wilton
are also included in tho ftimmer rug as-
sortments, tho former in particular be-
cause its closely woven flat surface is
liked by many housekeepers for country
use, Il Is a bettor duM shudder than the
Wilton, a dealer said, although tho llghtnr
weight, domestic woven Wilton rugs hav
practically no rival for best, rooms in
country houses which for economical
reasons stop short of Oriental floor cover-
ings. Thei.0 nuts intended for summer
use aro quito different from thoso ex-
hibited in tlm fall, both in drawing and
colors. Ono which was sei7od upon bv
