THI YMPHONY ORCHESTRA.
Deficit This Year Estimsted at Only 830,-
00 -Work of the Season.

The Symphony Society. of which Walter
Damrosch is the conductor, has just
issued its official statement for the season
which has just come to an end. The two
concerta on next Friday and Sunday
afternoons will bring the local season to a
close, Exclusive of the apring tour of
the organization, which begins on Easter
Monday and continuea for geven weeks,
the orchestra has given ninety-eight
concerts this year.

About $100,000 has been expended this
reamon in orchestral salaries, according
to the official statement, which also saya
that about $80,000 more was expended
in advertising, managerial expenses and
the cost of hall rent and soloista, The
statement saya that the deficit has been
"nnl{ $36,000, to be met by the orchestra
fund, which is maintained by the direc-
tors and guarantors for this purpose.”

The statement also expreases particular
satisfaction that as the orchestra is en-
gaged for thirty-one weeks of the year,
which is longer by siz weeks than any
other orcheatra keeps it« members to-
gether, “this deficiency of $38,000 is said
to be over 880,000 leas than fhat of other

to be due to economy in the administra-
tion of all details of the orchestra except
the engagement of the best players. The
artistic activity of the orchestra was
agnin devoted to introducing many new
works.
