ROYS AX TIIK FARM.

What tlir V. M. V. A. Is Dolnc to Keep
Them Tosethrr.

In Virginia, which is characteristic of
other Southorn States and to some degree
of all State having a rural population,
TO per cent, of tho young men leave tho
farms, most of them beforo they nro K
years old.

Of the IS per cent, that enter colleges
and higher preparatory school enough
como back to the country as preachers,
doctor, school teachers and others to
affect community life to soreo extent, to
reduce tho not loss to &5 per cent , or
about li.noo each year.

Tho last census states that there were
In 1900 07,ono native born Virginians
living in other States.whilo tho Old Doinhi-o- n

had adopted but 132.000 born in other
Stat?s. The net loss of iT.'i.OOO falls en-

tirely on the country communities.
Tho financial los of this exodus of

nearly half a million, raiwt of thorn wago
earners. Is not less than lloo.ooo.mxt a year
to this Stato alone, says the Indrrrnt'tvl,
And every boy, who can not bo reared
and educated for les than $2,000, repre-
sents perhaps the only savings account
his father ever had.

But the mental attitude toward farming
is undergoing a change. Tho Farmers
Cooiierntivo Pomon'tra'ji iRiireau of-th-

United States Department ot Agri-
culture will hove thU year to.000 boys In
tho South each raising an aero of corn or
cotton on tho scientifio principles it is
teaching tho farmers. Ono Y, M. C. A.
county becretary last year had 2K) farmer
boys in one county in Michigan raising
seed corn for a big contest in tho fall.
And so it goes.

After fifteen years of struggle for a foot-
ing, tho Country Life Commission highly
commends this work of the Y. M. C. A.
In fifty counties in nineteen States and
provinces county crctaries are gather-
ing little groups ot country and village
young men and boys together for every-
thing from Bible study to amateur theatr-
ical-. The singing schools and debating
clubs of former dayB. baseball, banquets
or Bible study are all religious work to
these young apostles of the religion of
uplift.

It is all done through a system of local
leadership. Country doctors, bunkers
and farmers give practical talks, socials
and revivals are held, oxhibits at country
fairs und athletic moeU. Itecently a ltttlu
group of these young people essayed to
give a clean little entertainment. There
were but two buildings in tho community
of a public nature, the schoolhouso, which
wm divided Into two rooms. 10 by 20 feet
each, and the church, which was not to
be thought of,

The play was finally given in the schooT-hous- e.

1 he partition between tho rooms
was sawed around, hung on hinges and
swung up to the ceiling of one room, and
seventy eoplo were seated and a many
more stood Insido the building or outside
to se"o the outcomo of tho first bit of com-
munity effort in recent, years. While only
2 per cent, of tho counties In tho United
States have this work the number is
doubling every three years and increasing
greotly in effectiveness.

"So far as I know 1 was tho first outdoor
governess In America." said n young
college woman, who for the last four years
has been employed to instrurt children
In various out of door uiorts.

"There are a few others now, or at leant
so I havo been told. Then- - are four datigh-er- s

in the household where I inn em-

ployed, tho eldest of whom Is now in.
Begldes teaching them how to ride mid
drive I teach tennis, golf, swimming,
croquet, archery, running nnd walking.
It is my business not only to reach theso
girls but to keep them in practice in the
very' beBt form. Though I do not teach
them, dancing I see that they keep supple
and to that end they all go through certain
movements which arc taught in dancing.

"What is the use of such a teacher or
governess? Well, if you only know tho

roxtont whVta nuoh sport rn f have
mentioned oro played by the girls of tho
lolsure class you would wonder that there
are not more women in my profession.
The eldest of my pupils is being invited
to country houses this summer for th"
first time and her mother believes that the
majority ofher invitations come because
people know thoy can count on her excel-
ling in all out of door games. Last summer
she was tho chief attraction at her fath-
er's country place. Young men and women
who were fond of games in the open knew
that they could count on getting u good
partner or opponent when she was uround.

"She knows how to do everything Just
about as well as I do, but becauso she is
still growing I have to keep a watch on
her, both on account of her health and her
form in playing. Tho youngest of tho
quartet is in her eighth year ond if she
keeps on as she has begun she will be the
best of tho flock

"Yes, I believe that people who begin
to learn such games while quite young
are usually the liest players. 1 am con-

vinced that it is especially denirablo
to begin to swim and ride horseback
while you are a child; I mean before
entering your teens, I cannot recall
when I began to ride a horse, though
I do remember qulto distinctly when
my elder brother, who was then In col-

lege, had me undress and becausa I
was afraid of water took me in his arms
and threw me Into the pond. As I came
to tho surface ho called to mo "hick,
kick," and I kicked Of course ho lifted
me out in a few minuten, but I have never
been afraid to go into the water since,
I learned the different strokes by watch-
ing that big brother, and when I came
East to complete my college course I

I polished up a bit watching expert ama-
teurs,

Xow, I don't think it necessary to
begin to learn either golf or croquet
when you are a child, My eldest pupil
Is the only one that takes kind y to either.

i The others are too young; they wunt
something more lively, When I assuro
them, however, that they will like it later

'on when they bocome young ladies they
struggle on, though the little one has

I always to bo called from soma far off
corner, where she lias gone chasing butter
flies, when her turn comes to play in a
game of croquet. They are all fond of

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the other games, nnd especially so of
riding.

"Though I teach both methods, astride
und the hide saddle, all of my pupils
abominate both the long skirt nnd the
side haddle. As I have outside pupils,
most of whom nro matured women, 1

am forced to keep in practice with the
side saddle. Personally 1 prefer to lido
cro saddle, both on my own account
nnd because it i so much easier for the
horse. It i much easier to get n horse
for riding nstiido than for use under the
side saddle When I am consulted about
buying a riding horse, n is frequently
the case, my Hrst question i always for
what sort of saddle. If tho woman uses
the sido saddle she must get a horse
caxible of carrying at least twenty pounds
more than would lie necessary if she
rode a cross saddle. A side saddle Is at
leat twenty pounds mm e of a drag on th
horse

"During the spring and summer I live
in the homes of inv pupils, but in the
winter 1 havo an niwrtment of my own.
Of course my work Is
slight during the winter, though 1 always
accompany my pupil to the riding school
nnd when tho weather permits rido with
them in tho park. Wo keep up our gomes
during tho winter to a limited extent.
Tho spring und autumn are my busy
d.Vys .lief rToVT"that the joungost is 'g

old enough to take a real interest
in her work I am kept on the go all the
time. Being fond of out door life nnd
accustomed to playing games nil my life
1 like tho work much U tter than I would
am-- other class of teaching

"So far as I hnvo leen able to learn
my salary i much more generous than
that Miid to h governess teaching tho
usual branches, I have had many very
fluttering offers from the heads of other
families, As I have undertaken tho in-

struction of these girls and am pleasantly
situated in every way I refuse such offers
without giving them very much thought.
Two summers ngo I was in Knglaud with
my employers nnd while there an American
woman with three young daughters in-

vited me to tea with the elder of tho girls I

am training She nuiiin'uvred to send the
child out of the room und then offered to
let mo iiuine my salary if I would come
to her

"You see my four pupils nre beauties.
They have lived in the open ever sinco
they were born Their mother is far
from strong und tho effort has been to
make her daughters vigorous, healthy
women. That is the reason I was en-
gaged. The popularity of outdoor sports
us u social was u sec-
ondary thought. This womnn in Kngland
had nil idea that I could make her flat
chested, imperfectly developed daughters
as wholesome und attractive us tho girls
I um training. 1 would have fulled, nnd
then besides losing my plnco fith her I

would have lost the reputation given me
by my present pupils.

"Another offer which I havo had and
which I may consider later on was from
ii woman's college as instructor In nih-
ilities. It is an nttructivo position und
would bo easy enough for me in every
particular except teaching the girls to
row. 1 can swim, nnd teach swimming,
but I have never been nble to learn how
to handle a boat I didn't begin early
enough. You ne, the pond in which
wo nil learned to swim wus not very
large or deep. 'I ho only bout on it wns
an old flat bottomed nffuir which we
used to polo about from one place to
another wjien wo felt liko going on tho
water, not in it. Tho college president
offered to give me an assistant for this
department, so I put her off. After a
few years, when my present pupils no
longer need mo, you may hear of mo as
tho head of a department in u woman's
college,
