In the new charter which has been
prepared under the supervision of the
Mayor there is a section that is raising
some discussion It provides that there
shall be established a general administra-
tive board consisting of the Mayor, the
Comptroller and the Corporation Counsel,
and the duties of the board are thus de-
scribed in the proposed charter: *

“The board shall regularly determine
and have exclusive control over all ques-
tions of the jurisdiction, functions, duties
and responsibilities of all departments,
boards, offices, bureaus and commissions
in the city or any borough or any county
therein, subject otly to the provisions
of this act. The board shall determine
any question which may arise as to the
powers, duties and functions of all divi-
sions of the city government, including
the counties and boroughs contained
therein.”

A Justice of the Supréme Court, to whom
was shown yesterday this provision
+relating to county officials, said that
such an enactment would be unconstitu-
tional

Mayor Gaynor said that the purpose

of the clause was not Lo centralize any
particular power in the Mayor (mnp-
troller and Corporation Counsel. The
proposed body, he said, was to be more
of & committee on detail than anythin
else and he pointed to the paragraphs fur
lowing the section which has been quoted
These paragraphs say that the duties
of the board shall be to purchase new sup-
lies and materials without pnhlu bidding
f it should be deemed necessary, to sell
worn out and useless city property with-
out public competition, to order repairs
in eme r;,uru ies without obtaining com-
petitive bids and “the employment of
persons not in the employ of the ecity
to render occasional services ”

According to Mayor Gaynor the pur-
poge of the clause is to centralize a lot
of the work which is now done by the
bureaus and commissions, but he added
that the provision was merely a tentative
suggestion and that the question of modi-
l\'unf, this and other clauses in the charter
would be details which would have to ba
determined by the Legislature
