ALBANY, April 8, - State Arenitect Ware
told the State Trustees of Public Build-
ings—Gov, Dix, Lieut.-Gov. Conway and
Bpeaker Frisbie—at their meeting to-day
in the Executive Mansxion that ha haa
arrived at no offivial conclugion ax to the
cause of the fire of last wéek in the Capitol,
foformally, in answer to inquiries,
said he believed the fire was probably
caused by the fusing of electric wires.

Mr. Ware estimates that the damage
done by the fire to the Capitol building
sggregates approximately $1,8600,000. He
said that tentative plans had hean decided
upon for remodelling the weatérn end of |
the Capitol to follow the expected re-
moval of the Statg Education Depart-
ment and the State Library to the new
State Education Building, and that it
would have been necessary to gpend for
this purpose approximately $500.000 ¢ven
had there been no fire., This, he says,
should be deducted from the dumage done
by the fire, leaving the actual net loss on !
the building upward of $1,000,000,

The State Architect recommends fur-
ther changes, alterations and improve-
menta in the building at thin time, which
cannot be attributed to the destruction
by fire, and his uggregate eetimate of
desirable changes to be made brings the
cost up to $2.230,000. It is practicall:
decided by the trustees that only part of
this sum can be appropriated for work
on the building this year.

Btate Architect Ware reports on changes
which should be made in the Capitol
building as follows:

Remodelling western end, including re-
paire to damaged portions of building
on first and second floors, rebmilding

Furniture, cerpets,
and other equipment, $125,000.

State Architect Ware sayws nhuuld b
added en allowance of 10 ‘ cent, for
contingencies and supervision,
ing to $229,000.

the State Architect made a detailed
repor. of the wiring in the building re-
sulting from the thorough examination
made by experts in accordance with di-
rections from Gov. Dix immediately after
the fire, The conclusions reached arc
that the wiring is very defective in every
part of the bullding. Wiring for tels-
phonea and signal call boxes has heen run
indiscriminately among the lighting
cables in a dengerous mannar, Most of

the wiring was done twenty years ago |

and apparently the work has been al-
lowed to go to decay.

The trustees instructed the Staie Archi-
tect to at once remedy conditions et the
more dangerous points. It is the belief
that while no action was taken the sums
required for wmnﬁ and for fire appa-
ratue will be included in the eppropria- |
tions to he made for the work this year

The trustees decided to wait for further
details before taking action on the amount
to be asked for reconstruction work the
present year.
