In tho collection are between 3,!i00 nnd
4,fl volumes, many of thorn first edi-

tion of English books from tho tlmo of
Cnxtnn down, while the collection of
Uncricfltm is one of the finest extant.
Included ro many volumes nnd manu-.-rrlp- ts

bearing upon the early history of
Sew York, nnd there is n complete set
of tho early laws of Now York State nnd
the laws of New York city from tho press
of William Hradford. Now York's first
printer. All tho early Now Knglnnd
writer aro represented, and there is an
immense mount of matter bearing upon
nlonlalfand revolutionary history. One

interesting Item Is n complete copy of
i tin first printod laws of Now Kngland.
lor which tho State of Massachusetts
offered $23,000 some years ago.

K. Dwight Church spent more than
thirty years assembling the library. He
bought here and all over Europe, and
many a coveted "first" nt Chrlstlo's was
knocked down to him or his agent. The
i dialoguing of the library cost $30,000
to produce nnd comprises seven bulky
volume, five of which nre devoted to
Americana nnd tho other two to Kngllsh
literature.

Mr. Church was n quiet buyer and was
known ns a flno judge of tho value of a
I'ook. He lived at 47 Plaza street, Urook-ty- n.

and after his death, August 30, lflos,
his collection was removed to n storage
w n rehouse, where it still is. Mr. Smith, who
wn one of the biggest buyers at the sale
of tho lato Atigustin Daly, nnd who bought
one-thir- d of I he collect ion of the late Henry
W. Poor, said that he had been after the
library for between four and flvo months
and that there had been two other bidders
against him. The deal was closed yester-
day morning, with E. I). Church, "son of
the late collector, and tho latter's widow.

The English part or the collection,
generally speaking, inoluded volumes
fiom Carton down to the latter part or
the nineteenth century. There nre single
tpeclmsns of the early English printers
(axton, Bichard Pynson, Julian Notary,
Wynkyn de Wordo and William Copland.

Wentworth Hyron Wlnslow, a membor
of the FirstChurch of Christ, Scientist, and
n Christian Science healer with office at
1 40 West Korty-Reco- street, wa arreted
last'nlght nt hi home, 1027 Seventh ave
nue, by Detective O'Neill of the Central
Ofllco on ii warrant issued yesterday
afternoon by Magistrate House in the
Jefferson Market police court an the re
sult of an affidavit presented by Mr.
Frances Benzocry. nn agent of the County
Medical Society more familiarly known
to the publio as Belle Holme.

Sir. BenJiecry procured tho evidence
on which Willi Vernon Cole wa arrested
recently on a similar ohnrgo of unlawfully
practising medicine. Mr. Cole' case I

now pending In the Court of General
Sessions.

Mr. Benxocry said in her affidavit thnt
she presented herself at Mr. Wlnslow 's
office a "Mr. Harris of Ninetieth street,"
complaining of stomach trouble. .She says
she received advice a to how she could
be healed, for which advice she paid $2 a
visit.

Mr. Wlnslow is so year old and married.
His wife I also a healer in the church.
After hi arrest he wa taken to Police
Headquarters, where he was released In

tSOO ball furnished by Samuel E. Eiseman
of 141 West Eighty-nint- h street, who came
with him.

Mr. Benneery in her complaint gives
a detailed account of her various visit
to Mr. Wlnslow' office. The following
conversation took place on the visit of
March , according to her affidavit:

"How long have you been suffering?"
"For a long time; can you give me the

Christian Science treatment?"
"Yes, I can heal you. God Is perfect,

we must bo like God. We must bo good,
be sincere, be true, We are made in the
image of God. God never made disease,
We must be like God In every way."

He said, she alleges, that he couldn't
cure In one treatment but that she would
havo to take several. She agreed to.

She says that they sat facing each
other, Mr. Wlnslow sitting with one hand
over ill face, and for fifteen minute no
word was said. Then he advised her to
buy a copy of "Science and Health" and
gave her a slip with a list of passage
which she should read. She paid $2. Be-

fore she left he said:
"You inusi eat everything; you must

not put yourself on a diet. Also you must
remove your glasses." She protested that
she couldn't see without thorn.

In her affidavit she describe the sec-

ond visit, wliich took place on March 13.

She said she reported that she was not
much better.

"Your stomach has nn Intelligence."
she quotes him, "your mind governs. You
can eat lobster, corned loef, cabbage,
anything; your stomuch does not know
the difference "

"But I do," she replied. In reply to
his questioning she said that she had not
yet rend the copy of "Science and Health"
which she had purchased.

She nsked him about a man who had
had tho Christian Scleuco treatment but
had committed suicide In a fit of discour-
agement when it seemed to do him no
good. She said she had read about such
a man In the newsptpers. He said he
would see about It and he turned to the
telephone. He called up a Mr. Co. Mr.
Cox reported that the man was not dead,
iTut was In Bellevue Hospital. It was
a rase of an overdose of poison.

The Christian Science publicity man
is Eugene Cox.

She quotes Mr. Wlnslow a referring
to certain newspaper attacks In the past
in which he was called a faker. He said
he didn't site, because his friend didn't
believe such allegations, so it made no
difference.

s)s 1.1st Has lxt It Patriotic Aspeet
Faor Civil NrrvlPP Pensions.

PliltiADKLFHlA, April 7. Franklin
MaoVeagh, Secretary of the Treaaury,
attacked the civil war pension Hat and at
tho name time expressed himself a
greatly in favor of a civil service pension
for Government employee in an address
at the opening of the fifteenth annual
meeting of the American Academy of
Political and Social Science this afternoon.

"Wo have a perfectly enormoua civil
waV pension list," said the Secretary In
the course of his remarks, "which Is not
a credit to us. It never had a nolontlfla
or a Just basis, although o worthy motive
gave It origin. It has lost Its patriotic
aspects and liecome a political list, costing
the Government about $100,000,000."

Continuing, Secretary MaoVcgh said
he favored a civil service pension, and
that it was a shame thnt 200.000cmployees
of the Government should lie unprovided
for in their old age. The Government
cannot throw them out, he said, so It la
retaining them at a half rate of efficiency,
which, hrstead of economy, I a great
burden.

THE TWO XEW BATTLESHIPS.

III 4'arry Three iun and Two nun Tar
rets llreadskte ef Ten 14 Ineh Mum.

Washington, April 7. The plan for
the two new battleships now before Secre-
tary of the; Navy Meyer contemplate
sereral rndlcnl Innovations in naval archi-
tecture. These wnr vessels wjll be of
27.500 tons displacement each nnd will
carry ten 14 inch guns. The plans thus
far, however, are only tentative and havo
not been approved by Secretary Meyer.

The most radical feature of the new
vessels will be the adoption of the three
gun turret The ten 14 inch guns will
bo arranged in four turrets, all located
on the median line of the vessel. The
two forward turrets will mount five gun
and the two after turrets will carry the
same number. In order to carry out
this battery arrangement It will be neces-
sary fo'r one of the forwardand one of the
other turrets to earn- - three guns.

The other turrets will have each two
guns, as in the prcMMit battleships. The
proposed battery arrangement will give
a broadside fire of ten 14 Inch guns auda
forward and stem fire of five guns,

White the three gun turret is new to
American naval architecture it ha been
used by the Itussian and Italian navies.
Officers of the Navy Department who
favor Its udupllon contend that no new
mechanical features nro involved in the
idea

boy, lost their live by suffocation fol
lowing a fire in the Dunmore, sometime
called the China vein, of the Pancoast
colliery at Throop

The work of rescue i still In progress.
Three bodies havo been carried to the
surface, two men and a boy.

It wa announced at. 10 o'clock
that the rescue party in the mine had
found between sixty and seventy bodies
far down in the vein, about 2,000 feet from
tho shaft, where they had evidently re-

treated in hope of safety. Not one was
found alive.

Among the dead Is Joseph Evans, chief
of the Government's mine rescue car
force, who in hi teal went too far in ad
vance of hi men and perished. Another
victim wa John It. Porry, Councilman of
the First ward ot this city.

The bodies of the dead were being col-

lected and piled at tho foot of the shaft.
Most of the men In the mine are for-

eigners, who spoke little If any English,
but several mine official are among the
victim. Among these aro Walter Knight,
mine foreman, and Ieaao Dawe, fire bos.

The Dunmore vein of the mlno I 7.V)

feet below the surface, which greatly
Impede the work of rescue, making flro
fighting difficult.

The colliery is owned by the Soranton
Coal Company, affiliated with tho New
York, Ontario and Western company.

The fire which caused the tragedy
started from some unknown cause In th
engine house at the foot of the shaft
about 10 o'clock thin morning.

Many attribute it to spontaneous com-
bustion.

At that time there were 300 men and
boys In the varlou veins and chamber
of the mine.

The flames set off Accumulation of gas,
which increased the difficulty and doubt-
less Increased the lorn of life.

It Is difficult to get a coherent statement
from any one. About the head of tho
shaft thousands of people are gathered
Including relatives nd frlende'of the men
entombed. Hopes had to be stretched to
keep lack the crowd and to prevent u
stampede when the three--' bodies were
brought 'out. The company 'official acted
with great promptness, but the fire spread
with remarkable rapidity. It caught tho
timbering: of the shaft and spread along
the gangway, and soon a wall of flame
separated from safety the men in distant
chamber of tho Dunmore vein.

As soon a It was seen thnt the flro was
Imffiing efforts to quench lit word was
sent for the Government rescue car at
Kingston, sixteen miles from here. It
responded to the call and brought four
men equipped with apparatus, including
helmet resembling those of divers, for
penetrating into smoke and the firedamp.

This was the first test of the rescue
car und Its crew. The helmeted men
were the only ones who could go into the
affected gangway and they recovered the
bodie that have been found.

The only man brought out alive from
beyond thy, fire wa Joseph Vickers, a
fire boas. Shortly after 10 o'clook Vick-

ers, finding the fire was becoming danger-
ous, accompanied by a companion ran
down the gangway to give the alarm.
Before they had gone far their lights
went out. Ticker realised his danger
and started back. He missed his com-
panion. 'He managed to get by the
worst place on hi return, bill had gone
only u little further when he was overcome
by smoke. Hour later he was found by
the fire fighters.

It wa a long while before he recovered
consciousness. He told the mine officials
that there was absolutely no hope for tho
othir men In the mine. "They perished
hour ago," he id. "Nobody oould live
many minute In such a plao'e. The
working are filled with smoke and there
is no way for the trapped men to get air.

The three bodies recovered were found
only a short distance from the fire, show-
ing that the men who were driven to tho
end of the working to eaoape the smoke
have absolutely no chance.

Joseph B. Diokson, president of the
Scranton Coal Company, at hi homo in
Morrlstown, N. J., said last night:

"From the information availablo now
it i not possible to tell how the fire started.
There 1 no combustion down In tho mine
at all. The engine are run by steam
sent down through pipes from the boiler
house on the surface.

"The engine house that caught flro is
called a 'head house,' being at the head
of nn inclined plane up whloh the coal I

hauled by cable cars. It is probable that
one ot the men employed around the
'head house' threw a lighted cigarette
or cigar into a pile of oil soaked waste.
We have very strict rule against smoking
and try to enforce them, but sometimes
the rule I broken.

"No precaution known to mining science
was omitted by us at this mine. For ten
year we haven't had a serious accident
there. More than once we havo been
'complimented by the State authorities
on the system of fire protection and ven-
tilation. We have in operation more
fans forcing fresh air through the mine
than the law require, and the wateriplpes
for Are protection stretch to every part
of the mine."

Irene 1,720 m?n. women and children-w- ere

on board tho Prinz Frledrich Wllholm
by 0 o'clock lost nleht. At 9:10 the res-
cuing bhlp smarted for Hoboken. She
passed Quarantine at 12:12 A. M. and
had wireless order to nnshor off 'the
Statue of Liberty nnd to doclf in Hahoketl
at 0 A. M.

Tug nd venturing In'.o the shallow
waters to the le of the stranded Primes
had transshipped tho passengers at Loot
Hill in oxaotly flvo hour and ten minute.
Tho life avcrs ld It wa a reoord per
formance. It prompted Lieut. Atlee. the
United States Inspeotor In charge of the
Long Island lifo saving district, to tele-pho-

congratulation to every man who
had a hand In tho job.

From the ralj of the big Prlnz the cabin
and steerage passengers waved farewell
ns they silled away to tho ship that had
kept them rather pleasantly imprisoned
for thirty-eig- ht hour. They were going
to New York and solid footing, but they
knew there was no likelihood for the Prin-zef- w

to follow them very Boon. The surf-me- n

nnd tho wreckers, observing that the
Prinzes had imbedded hersolf further
and further in the soft sands of Lone
Hill bar, figured that it wouldn't be possible
to haul her off inside of a week. It might,
they thought, take much longer.

Late last night It wa reported to Tim
Sun that the Prinzes waa still stanoh
and watertight and that there was no
likelihood of her plates weakening under
the incessant worrying of the waves. Her
keel wo buried a full six reet in the sand.
She swung a little to tho right of th
left, but the movement, o tho surfmen
thought, waB no great strain on her plate.

Cnpt. Frederic von Letten .Poteresen,
his officers and hi crow 3So all told
stayed aboard, ready to help the Govern-
ment boat and the Merrltt A Chapman
tugs In nn attempt to haul her off at high
water this morning.
