Yale's Xeiv Policy of NobedallnR Prelimi-
nary nares for the VamltyCr en' and
Its Probable Kffeot The Conference
Indoor Meet Princeton Swimming,

Tho fart that. Yale nnd Pennsylvania will
probnbly row each other this spring Is nn
indication that tho New- - Haven authorities
are not altogether pleased with their
rowing schedule as it has been for the
last three ur four years, or even longer.
Harvard discovered long ago that

wero one of the best practice
that could be worked Into thn relatively
monotonous months of training for the
linn I race of thn yenr which usually had
only n few Iryouts against local club crews
and practices ncnlnst thn scrub eights.
Now the sanio feeling seems to be stirring
Yale. .

Tho first slop that thn Yale management
took was In I BOB when arrangements were
made for a race with Pennsylvania on the
Schuylkill. Al. hough tho result of that
race was not ns .satisfactory as Ynle would
have liked, nevertheless It was a big benefit
to the crew when It raced Itnrvnrd. Last
year for ono reason or another Ynlo did not
have a single preliminary contest excepting
the racos In tho annual luterclass regatta.
Harvard on the other hand had rowed Its
usual races, one with the navy and the other
with Cornell, had learned its defects nnd
profited by them, so that when It went into
the final struggle It had the experience of
tho two earlier races to fall back on.

Yale Is following exactly the same plan
this season, and If the negotiations go
through for the race with the Quakers on
May 13, the Ella will have two races on their
hands. The Pennsylvania contest will
come first and will probably bo rowed on
New- - llnvon haibor, for although Pennsyl
vania would like to have thn contest on the
Schuylkill the Quakers would concede 11

great deal Just for the sake of having tho
race. As Yale has indicated that It would
prefer to row at home Pennsylvania will
probably accede. Then on May 10 Yale has
an engagement to meet Cornell and Prince-
ton In Princeton's first regatta on Lake
Carnegie.

Although the races are n trifle close to
gether skilful handling and proper training
should make both of Immense benefit to
the Yale crew.

The first conference Indoor track meet
was recently held at F.vanston, and
Judging from tho success with which it met
It will'probably be an annual event of the
Indoor track season In the middle Western
colleges. The championship wns won by
Chicago with an points after a bitter strug
glo with Illinois, which was second with
32 points. Minnesota, which Trainer Dick
(Iralit still believes has a chance to clean up
in the conferenco meet, was a poor third
with 14 points, while Wisconsin and Purdue
had 10 points each, with Northwestern last
with 4 points.
