Its young loaves, seoi pods nnd
stems, with or without tho flowers, form
appetizing salads nnd add to tho piquancy
of sauces, gravies, meat dishes, salads
made of potatoes or herbs nnd pickles.
In England tho housowife often servos
sandwiches made of finely chopped spear-mi- nt

spread between thin slices ,of but-

tered bread with salads or cheese, fiho
also makes wlno by railing cowslip pips
with sweetbrier. strawberry leaves, dill,
a few tips of thyme, honey and water,
and boiling and fermenting this with
yeast.

Tho unoponed flowers of tho globe
artichoke, one of tho thistles, appear on
the table as n vegetable. If thoy nro left
on tho plant they open out into handsomo
purplo blossoms. Anothor food flower h
tho cauliflower, which Dr. .Johnson Is

slid to havo called tho (most flower In tho
garden. This is truly a flower that is
eaton, for the snowy vegetables servod
at the table are tho unoxpandod flowers of
a variety of cabbago.

Tho caper is another familiar flower
which is oVen. being tho unoponed flowers
of a spring bramblelike shrub of tho
Meditrnneni region.

Th i"liciot:s flavor of many moat
dtshon and croquettes is dun to tho fact
that tho lard in whirh they havo been
fried has first been saturated with spicy
herbs and bUvsoms, such na sweet basil
flowers, lemon verbena, dill, mint, tar-
ragon nnd sweet bay loaves.

The nettle lias ceased to bo .an aiticle
of diet because unpleasant results follow
tho plucking of tho blossoming sprays.
Thistles, however, becnuso of their ngrco-ahl- o

fhvor and nutritous properties, still
remain in high favor with men, goats and
donkeys. Thoyoilng leaves, tontier stems
and well grown roots nil 'servo as food,
tho former in a raw or cooked stato nnd
the. litter nlwnys cooked. Every boy
broucht "P in the country remembers
chewing the nutrition petals of thn flower.

N'.itives in tho Southwestern States
make bread from tho powdered blossoms
of the tulloplant.andalsoine.il from but-
tercup seed, which does not seem to slmrn
the poisonous properties of the flower.
Indians also concoct a thick, palatable
soup from budding cattails, Thn em-
bryo flower is long, tender and mucilag-
inous and is often served either f teamed
or stewed.

Another ciueen of flowers, the lily,
contributes in n more solid lorm to themenu in some 'pnrts or China. Mrs.
Anna lllrd Dishop describes how thodried flowers or certain species of lilvnro eaten as a relish with meats,
pork. At Chinklang. on the VR:iKiKe.then lily flom-er-s account for nenrlv

of the value of flie ex",
liorts. Their flavor and fruj,ranco ampleasnnl when thnv nre enoliotl ns n
vegetable, and when dried nil manner
of stews nnd fancy dishes uro seasonedwith them.

Many edible flowers nro to bo found
in India. Ono of the most appreciated
crows on a tree named tho mho wad.
Tho natlvos conumn an enormous num-
ber of tho flowers, vhoo palo yellow
corolla is pulpy and thick and bo full
of sugar that- there is no need to c.mily
it nnd it Is eaten either fresh or dried
in tho sun. It is largely eaten bv thn
natives nlong with rice It is paid to
havo n luscious but peculiar fasln when
fresh and to reremble In flavor Inferior
llgs when dry. It has been reckonedthat a man and his wifo and three chil-
dren might bo supported for threo or four
months on tho (lowers of ono mhownd
tree.

When tho flowers aro fre'h thev areput in cakes, to which they p,lvo a bweetflavor, but they nro more especially
used for making bread alter thev have
been dried and reduced to flour. By
allowing them to ferment an agreeable,
wine Is produced and by distilling the.ni
a brandy Is obtained of which the Hindus
aro very fond.

Hooker mentions two caes of flower
eating in tho Himalayas, The Ipehas
eat the flower buds of n plant of tho
ginger family. Thnv alfo cook and eat
tho flowers of a spciei of rhododendron.
And then thero is a plant nhich the
natives call choklibi, a sort of lilv of th
valley, from two to five fret high, with
crowded clusters of bell shaped flowers.
They havo discovered that the voting
(lower hoads. sheathed In tender "given
leaves, make an excellent, vegetable. A
traveller in Persia relates that, tho lialuchis
eat tho pollen lcarinc flowers of a cortuin
tree.

Tho Pais of India mako a preserve of
tho thick, glutinous calyx of tho cctt--
tree, or as thoy call it, tho pagoda tree.
The Locha uso a small yellow Immortelle
flower as food: flowers, leaves and, stalks
being thrown into tho pot and boiled until
tender.

The natives In certain parts of Hirvpt
eat the fruit of a nrickly shrub, tho ju'iubo
tree. Tills is said to havo been the lotus
of ancient times. A native wino is mado
from tho juice.

Every ono has, heard about tho delicato
flavor of tho cabbage shaped blossom
borno by the cabbago palm. Another
blossom that furnishes food to largo
rectlons of India and Afghanistan in that
of th rholge-'l- i Th poorer natives drv
the pink, sugar fill"l lliw.r and hnko it
into bread or cook it with butter or
e.cnanut c il They also use th" blossoms
of the sorrel nnd of tho shaddock in
makiiT wcotment .

In Cht in th" young blossoms of th"
banana plant ar" picked for Use upon
th" table, whllo in India other ways of
preparing them aro preferred.

Th" rrllen of certain speel"s of reed is
mado int-- i bread and thus eaten both in
Seinde and New Zealand. The pollen of
tho eago palm is also eaten.
