Piars, previously arrested in the case,
rava that Yates took two shares, one of
w hich was to go to eome one whose name
Plass didn't know, This was probably
Barrett's share.

The confession ran fn about this way:
After Barrett's discharge from the broker-
age firm on the first day of the year he
got a job with Haskins & Bells, expert ac-
countants. His record with the Ban-
crofta’had been such that while his morals
‘had been called into question nobody
toubted his ability as an accountant.

He had met Cy Yates through a friend,
whose name Inapector Russell does nottell.
The friend had taken up with the ex-
eonvict, beheving that he had reformed.

Hetty Gireen's wealth has been abandoned
by Mrs. Gireen and her son, Fdward H. R
(ireen, and instead they are to organize a
| private banking house with branch offices
fn varions parte of the country where
Mrs. Green's holdinge are heaviest. The
change of plan was caused by the dis-
covery that the laws of the various States
did not give them the right to hold real
estate in the name of one common cor-
pora‘tion or trust company.

With the coming to New York of Col
Green last January one of the main ques-
tions which had to be decided was how
1o handle the big estate in such a wav as
not to leave it all on the shoulders of one
man or of one woman—as it had been
laft up to that time It was then that
Col. Green suggested a trust company.
Col Green visited several States, only to
find that the laws made it out of the ues-
tion. It next wae Mrs Green's thought
{o organdze a national bank for the same
purpose, byt she found that national
banks cannot hold real estate except for
their own uses

Another tentative scheme that had to
be discarded was in connection with an
old charter granted to Gideon Tucker,
grandfather of Col. Green, in Vermont
in 1801 This charter gave Mr Tucker
the right to run a general store and to do
pretty much anything elsa he pleased
providing he mamntained a toll bridge
Across the Connecticut. River at Bellows
Falls, and the righta were handed down
to the heirs. But Col Green found upon
investigation that this charter would
allow them to do business only in Vermont
and New Hampshire

The private banking house which is
to be formed within the next faw months
will have ita main offices in New York
under the name probably of E. H. R.
Green & Co. There will be branches in
Boston, Chicago, Dallas and San Fran-
cisco. In the case of the branches the
firm name will include the name of the
local representative.

It is not the purpose of the plan to do
general banking business for others.
However, Col. Green says it in possible that
in a vear or so the concern will be in &
position to accept some outside business.
The scheme does not affect Mrs. Green's
present banking relations.

There is no philanthropic attachment
to the scheme nor any idea of creating a
trust fund. And there will be no incor-
poration, Col. Green sava that his mother
has never aceepted more than 8 per cent

interest for her money and that this
policy will ba continued
For wsentimental reasona (ol Green

would like to have the offices of his firm
in a certain Broad street building owned
by his mother. Hia grandfather, Fdward
Mott Robinson, a ship owner, who died
in 1865, had his officea in this building and
Col. Green would like to use the same
offices. They are occupied at present,
however,

Since hia arrival in New York in Jan-
uary Col. Green has handled the business
of the estate from his apartments in the
Waldorf. His mother comes there nearly
every morning and consulta With him,

BERLIN AMBASSADOR.

Washington Thinks the Incumbent's Res i, ro o the desk in front of him and

Ignation Was Put In Under Pressure
—Stortes of Dissatisfaction Over
Potash and the Turkish Loan,

WasmiNgToN, April 16.—Dr. David J.
Hill, who recently resigned as Ambas-
sador at Rerlin, will return to Germany
about May 1 to arrange for turning over
the embassy to his successor and for
the ahipment of his household effects to
the United States. His resignation will
take effect on July 1, by which time, it is
expected, President Taft will have named
his successor.

The belief here is that the new Ambas-
sador has heen selected, but President
Taft is not prepared yet to announce his
nama. Dr. Hill says that he has made no
plans for the future. His friends say that
he would prefer to return to academic
work, preferably as the head of an edu-
cational institution.

One of
these was the Turkish loan which was
negotiated in Berlin and which was
handled entirely by German bankers
Some officers of the Department say that
Dr. Hill failed to grasp an opportunity
for the extension of American capital in
the near East, which field Secretary Knox
1s particularly anxious to invade. The
White House and State Department failed
to throw any additional light to-day on
the reasons for Dr. Hill's resignation
except to issue perfunctory denials that
there hdd been any friction between him
and the officers of the Department.

The unexplained resignation of Dr
Hill led 10 the Relief to-day that the
presidency of Princeton University.
which has been vacant since Woodrow
Wilson resigned, might have been offered
him. It was learned, however, that the
Princeton board of trustees has not
yet acted upon a stuccessor to Woodrow
Wilson. Dr. Hill's name has been men-
tioned several rimes before this for the
Princeton office

BERLIN REGRETS DR,

HILL.
No Friction With German Government
~ Potash Acerbity,

Special Cable Despaich *a THE Svx
BERrLIN, April 15 It was officially
intimated to the correspondent of THE
SUN to-day that the German Government
regrets the resignation of Dr. David Jayne
Hill as American Ambassador 1o this
country and that both as respects his
personal relations and his conduct of
official business he was always highly
thought of by tha German Government
His resignation, it was said, was in no
way connected with the present German-

American relations

An explanation of his resignation is
not looked for here in any friction be-
tween the Ambassador and the German
Foreign Office or between Dr. Hill and
the Kaiser. Indeed there is reason to
believe that the Kaiser has already cabled
Dr. Hill expressing regret at his resig-
nation. Hig relations with the Kaiser and
the court officials have always heen
friendly, though less intimate than
those of his p redecessors,

Political sapeculations are freely current
here to the effect that President Taft
desires & man of his own nomination at
Berlin. The German commercial press
suggests that Dr. Hill was in disagree-
ment with the State Department on the
potash question, as he is decidedly of
opinion that an injustice has heen done
the American contractors and that his
Government should have taken up and
maintained a rigorous attitude,

The statement thet the Americans in-
volved in the potash controversy will
return here to resume negotintions with
the Qerman syndicate is received in some
quarters with amazement and incredulity
It is said that there s not the least pros-
pect of gny settlement which will not
involve the wholerale surrender of the
American cage. These viewsare largely
due to the truculent attitude of the potash
and anti-American press, which has
entirely lost consideration of the fact that
the presence of the Americans is neces-
sary in view of the arbitration proceed-
ings recommended by both Governments

After some indecision a8 to whether
the potash conference should meer in
London or Brussels it has been decided
to hold it in Brussels, as then it will be
on neutral terriiory. Despite the un-
compromising attitude shown in some
quarters, THE SUN'S correspondent learns |
that there is a prospect that the whole !
matter may be settled privately, If
it be not so settled and the arbitration
should be without result, the question
will have to be taken up again by the
two Governments

The chief point, apart from the ques-
tion of the export tax, which it is expectad
will be easily decided, concerns the ar-
rangements to be made in regard to the
sale of potash products in America

Newspapera of all shades of opinion
publish expressions  of regret at the
departure of  Ambassador Hill.

BORDER PATROLS REENFORGED

1. §. GOVERNMENT BACKS UP
WARNING TO MEXICO.
Cavalry Squadron Sent to Doaglas,
Where Americans Were Shet on
Their Own Soll -Costom Hoase Closes
te Avold Recognizing the Rebels,

WasuixaroN, April 15--The United
States Government emphasized ita warn-
ing to Mexico to-day by ordering the
Sixth Cavalry to proceed at once from
Fort Des Moines, la., to points along
the border. One squadron of 250 men
will be hurried to Douglas, Ariz., where
two Americans were killed and eleven
wounded by stray bullets from the guns
of the Mexican combatants. Another
will be despatched to Huahuachuea,
which is forty miles north of Douglas,
and a third will go to Nogales, eighty
miles west of Douglas

From those points all three squadrons
will be able to cooperate upon a few hours
notice, ‘The seriousness of the situation
on the Mexican border is indicated further
by the fact that the War Department
has ordered four troops of cavalry in the
neighborhood of Douglas ‘to proceed
to that place as a reinforcement to the
single troop of cavalry now stationed
there. The additional force will remain
at Douglas until the Sixth Cavalry from
Fort Des Moines arrives upon the scene,

The 1roop movements ordered to-day
are conclusive evidence that this Govern-
ment does not intend to take any chances
whatever upon the reply that Mexico may
make to the peremptory notice which was
served by the United States yesterday
that the jeopardizing of American life
and property along the border by Mexican
bullets must cease, At a late hour to=
night the State Department had received
no reply from Mexico city to the forceful
representations made by this Government,

Diaz Government will give assuranoes of
its intention to comply with this Govern-
ment's demands.

Next ta the ordering of additional
troops to the Mexican frontier the moet
important development to-day from the
Washington point of view was the clos-
ing of the United States custom house
at Douglas as a port of entry. ‘This ao-
tion wus taken by (ustoms Collector
O'Keele upon his own initiative because
the Mexican custom house at Agua Prieta,
just across the border. had fallen into
the handm of the insurrectos. ('Keefs
declined to deal with the insurrecto cus-
toms officials without instructions from
Washington and closed the Douglas office
pending receipt of instructions from the
Treasury Department.

The situation presented by thia inci-
dent ia totally without precedent and
both the Treasury Department and the
Deparument of Justive grappled with
the problem all day without coming to &
conclusion. Late this afternoon Becre-
tary of the Treasury MacVeagh tele-
graphed to Collector O0'Keefe for further
particulars in regard to revenue collee-
tions, hoth at Douglas and Agua Prieta.
The Treasury Department said to-night
that it would take no action in the matter
until this information has heen received,
the port of entry at Douglas, in the mean-
time remaining closed

The Treasury Department i proceeding
with the utmost cantion in determining
its policy as to the closing or reopening
of the custom house and will censult
further with the Department of Justice
and alko with the State Department be-
fore taking final action. In the avent of
tha Mevican Government abandoning
Agua P'rieta as a port of entry the United
“tates Government must either close tha
custom house at Douglas or recognize
the belligerency of the insurrectos and in
opening commercial relations with them
acknow ledge their de facto authority.

The insurrectos have been in possession
of the Agua Prieta custom house since
the engagement with Federal troopa
there two days ago. Up to this time the
United States has of course scrupulously
avoided doing anything that could be
constried into a recognition of the bel-
ligerency of the insurrectos, 3

The closing of the custom house at
Douglan would not materially affact
the United States trade with Mexico,
It is a sub-port of entry and there is a
much largear port at Nogales,about seventy -
five miles distant. There is a good deal
of trade incident to the mining industry
just south of Agua Prieta which passes
through Douglas, but this could ba han-
dled at some other port, As a technieal
question, however, the closing of the
Douglas custom house is of considerable
importance,

The embarrassment of the United
States in regard to the revenue collection
ot Agaa Prieta would become more
serious if a Mexican port as large, for
instence, a8 Juarez, opposite El Paso,
were taken by the revolutionists. 1If
the custom houses at hoth Agua Prieta
and Juarez should fall into the ‘hands
of the revolutionists the United States
would be confronted by a serious prob-
lem,

Private despatches received in Wash-
ington to-night from reliable sources
said that bhoth railroads in Chihuahua
ware outl of commission and that Madero's
forces were moving toward Juarez over
the Mexico Northwestern. These des-
patches, which came to men having large
interests in Mexico from confidential
agents, added that the insurrectioniste
apparently intended to advance om
Juarez.

Official information receivad at the War
Department also indicated that conditions
are becoming more acute along the border
and that another battle is imminent
Agua Prieta. The despatches received
here say that about 1,200 men have joined
the insurgent army in that quarter, The
insurgents have machine guns and are
throwing up entrenchments in expecta-
tion of another fight with the Mexican
Federal troops.

Several despatches were received from
ofMicial #ources to-day in regard to the
killmg and wounding of Americans at
Douglas during the engagement between
