In & statament issued later Mr, Hotch-
kiss said that he went before the board
becanuse he believed that negotintiona for
mutualization had been temporarily bro-
ken off and felt that it was his duty to
remind the board that the Insurance De-
partment wanted mutualization quickly.

In the statement made by the company

't s said that the efforts at mutualization
were halted by J. P. Morgan's absence in
Europe, but at Mr. Morgan's office it was
said that no reason was known why Mr.
Morgan's absence should interfere with
the carrying out of the mutualization
lan.
' Mr. Hotchkiss told the directors that
when Gov. Hughes appointed him he con-
sidered that the most important work
of hisadministration would be the mutual-
ization of the Equitable and that Gov,
Hughes bad said to him that the society
must be mutualized.

It was at this point that Mr. Hotchkisa's
eamestness made itself heard outaide as
he declared that if it was in his power
to bring it about the society should be
mutualized before he went out of office

When Mr. Hotchkiss had finished and
left the room Thomas Spratt of Ogdens-
burg, A mamber of the nominating com-
mittee, nominated Judge Day. Then
one of the three directors opposea to pro-
ceading with the election at that time
read the letter from the trustees and the
question was debated for some time.
Judge Day was not present.

(Cheers and handclapping announced
the conclusion of the vote and presently
Mr. Spratt and W, E. Paine, appointed
as a committee to apprise Judge Day of
his election, came out to escort Mr. Day
hack to the directors' room, where Judge
Day made a brief speech. The meeting
adjournad at 2:45.

ALBANY, April 20.—Senator MoClelland |

Corporation Counsel Watson and Dook
Commissioner Tomkins whioh is designed |
to solve the New York Central railroad
surface track proposition on FEleventh
avenue, Manhattan.

It directs the railroad company on or
before October 1 to submit to the Board
of Estimate and Apportionment plans for
the improvement of its operation on
Eleventh avenue.

The first section is from the northerly
boundary of the city to the southerly line
of Dyckman street, the second seotion is
from that point south to Weat Seventy-
second street, the third section extending
south to West Thirtieth street, and the
fourth section continuing the improve-
ment south to Battery Park.

EMPLOYERS' LIABILITY.

Bills Providing for the Protection of Fac-
tory Hands From Fire,

ALBANTY, April 20 —Senator Wainwright
and Assemblyman Jackson to-day sub-
mitted to the Legislature an additional
report from the Waiswright Employers
Liability Commission, appointed two
years ago, on the question of industrinl
accidents.  Accompanying the report
were nine billa carrving out the commis-
sion's recommendations, which were in-
troddueed by Assemblyman Howard R,
Ravne, chairman of the Senate Judiciary
Committee

These bills include within the deflnition
of a factorvy a room whhm five or more
persons are employed at laundry work
as a business, places responsibility for
protecting the scaffolding and shafta in
New York city upon the ecity building
department, requires nadequate exita and
fire protection in factories, as well as walls
of iron or glass to prevent the spreading
of fire, and provides for the revocation
of tenement house manufacturing licensea
whore the fira protection is inadequate,
requires factory stairways to be kept in
suitable condition and that doors shall

ASSEMBLY CITIES COMMITTEE
TOGIVER HEARINGS NEXT WEEK.

The Provisions of the Gaynor Charter to
Be Oembined With Some Provisions
of the Hammond Charter—RBill Incer-
porating the Carnegie Corporation.

ALBANY, April 20.—Chairman James A.
Foley of the Assembly Citiea Committee
is to take up the Gaynor proposed new
charter for New York city at once and
expects to give hearings on the diferent
provisione of the bLill next week. It has
been about settled that this Legislature
will pass a new charter which will em-
brace Mayor Gaynor's views and those
of the heads of his departments

With this end in view the provisiona
in the Cullen-Foley charter, introduced
at the suggestion of Mayor Gaynor,
which are espacially desired by the Mayor,
and the provisions of the Hammond
charter, which were generally acceptable
to those interested in the new charter
ccnstruction work, are to be combined
in avother new draft of a charter which
will be reported by Chairman Foley from
the Assembly Citiea Committee as a com-
mittee bill. Chairman Foley expects to be
able to have this new charter ready about
the middle of May and it will be in such
completed shape that it can be passed
promptly by the Legislature

NDIA paper is the name given to a very thin and light but tough and opaque kind of papepused.for
makm' ' books of which it is desirable to reduce the bulk and weight to a minimum without impaiving
durability or affecting the legibility of the ty The name was originally given in England, about

the middle of the 18th century, to a soft absorbent paper imported from China, where it was made bx
hand.  The name probably originated in the prevailing tendency of those times to describe as *Indian
anything that came from the Far East (as, for exam’ple. Indian’ ink). This so-called India paper was
used for printing the earliest and finest impressions of engravings, hence known as “India proofs.”

. How It First Came From the Far East

| The name of India paper is now chiefly associated with European (especially British) machine-mad..
thin, opaque printing papers used in the Kighest class of book-printing. In 1841 an Oxford graduate
brought to England from the Far East a small quantity of extremely thin paper, which was manifestly
tougher and more oFuque. for its weight, than any paper then made in Europe. He presented it to the
Oxford University Press, which, in 1842, used it for 24 copies of the smallest Bible then in existence—
diamond 24mo. These books were scarcely a third of the usual thickness and were regarded with great
interest; one was presented to Queen Victoria and the rest to other eminent persons.

Re-invented in England
In 1874 a copy of the India paper Bible fell into the hands of Henry Frowde, and experiments were
instituted at the Oxford University paper-mills at Wolvercote with the object of producing similar paper.
In 1875 an impression of the Bible, similar in all respects to that of 1842, was placed on sale by the &ord
University Press. . This feat of compression was regarded as astounding, the demand was enormous, and
since then hundreds of thousands of these India paper Bibles have been printed by the Press both of
Oxford and Cambridge.

Tests at the Paris Exposition
The marvels of compression achieved by the usc of India paper created great interest at the Paris
Its strength was as remarkable as its lightness; volumes of 1,500 pages were suspended
for several months by a single leaf, as thin as tissue, and when they were examined at the close of the Ex-

position it was found that the leaf had not started, the paper had not stretched and the volume closed as

well as ever. The paper, when subjected to severe rubbing, instead of breaking into_holes, like ordinary

printing paper, assumed a texture like that of chamois leather, and a strip 3 in. wide was found to support
a weight of 28 Ibs. without yielding.
Materials and Production

The material used in the manufacture of India paper is chiefly rag, with entire freedom from
mechanical wood pulp. The remarkable opacity of modern India paper is mainly due to the admixture
of a large proportion of mineral matter which is retained by the fibres.

There 1s no India paper produced in the United States. In the whole world there are onl
mills that manufacture it—two in England. two in Germany, two in Italy, one in France, one in
and one in Belgium.

Adoption by the Encyclopaedia Britannica
The adoption by the Cambridge University Press of India paper (with flexible bindings) for such a
huge and profusely illustrated work as the New Eleventh Edition of the Encyclopaedia Britannica
marked a veritable revolution in the making of large books. The innovation, of course, was not decided
upon until thoroughly convincing tests had been made of its complete practicability. The public of th:
