When tho pcoplo of this State In lnos
toted to expend 130,000,000 for the m

of good roads they rightfully
tiprcted In return therefor a completn
ststem of highways whereby tho principal
market roads of the State would bo con-
structed and Improved. On January I,
ll t. llS.lkO.II7.04 of this sum had been
trended, vet what are tho facts and

conditions? Notwithstanding this
roormous expenditure we find compsra-tlel- y

few of the through roads completed
lor any great distance. The cost of build-in- s

the improved roads is nearly double
hsl It was when the expenditure was

authorized. It Is u eorious question whether
th! roads ns at present constructed will
.f tr the stress of modern trafflo. Many

et the roads that have been constructed
are in a demoralized condition. In tho
Tear tmo the sum of l3.oes,D99.Sa waa ex-

tended for resurfacing, repairing and
nisintuining the roads already built. In
th year and eleven months the present
lilfthway Commission has been in existence
it has spent the sum of $1,485.0:4.08 for
salaries and expensos, and this exclusive
of the stuns expended for the salaries and
expenses of the bureau of town highways
and of dlstrlot superintendents. During
this period the commission maintained tho
present roads and built approximately 720
miles of stone roads. The engineering ex-
penses of the Highway Commission and
the contraction of tho aforesaid highways
hse been more than doublo the engineeri-
ng expenses of some of the great railroad
systems which during the same period havo
been envaged In large construction works.

During the year 1010 the sum of
was charged to and paid out of

the eeneral fund of the Htate by or under
the direction of the Highway Commission.
This sum was approximately 10.8 per cent,
of the total expenses of the State govern-
ment paid out of the gencrul fund. Yet
an examination of the law under which the
commission waa created shows that tho
tiovernor, who is charged with the duty of
reducing the State expenditures, has little
er no control over this commission or tho
system through which such a large amount
of the money of the State is disbursed.

When the ISO.0OO.00o was appropriated
for the Improvement of highways the people
were given to understand that this sum
would build at least 1,000 miles of Improved
highways. Nearly one-thi- rd of that sum
has already been expended and y the
htate has about 2,500 miles of Improved
highways. If the extravagant construct-
ion and expenditures of tho commission
sie continued as during the last two years,
It Is probable that not over e.ooo miles of
road can be built for tho IJO.ooo.000

Tho Governor of the State should be In a
position to control the work and expendi-
tures of the Highway Commission. To do
this the commission and its executive officer
must be responsible to him. Tho present
administration is charged with the duty of
reducing the expenses of the State and of
Placing its affairs. Its business and its de-
partments on an efficient and economical
I'RSll.

llhfhuay Commission shall be created, two
members of which shall be directly re-
sponsible to him and giving him tho power
to remove at pleasure the Superintendent
of Highways, who Is charged with the execu-
tive work of the department.

SUED MAOIST ItATE FOtt LIBEL.
Lawyer Who Nays e rvM irnjmtly

Threatened With Discipline Loses.
Hobnrt 8. Bird, a lawyer, sued City

Magistrate Fred n. House for 115.000
damages for slander for statements made
by Magistrate Kouso whllo holding court
on oepieraiter is last. Bird said in his
complaint that the Magistrate was holding
an inquiry into tne ciisappoarence or Mrs.
Ccsern Tennnchla. who had been apriisod
of felonloua assault by her husband.
Attillo rcnnachla. Plrd nppeared as
counsel for Pennachla. He bases Ids
action on this statement by the Magis
trate:

"I am going to get a record which I shall
present to tho griovnnco committee of the
War Association. I direct the etcnog- -
rapner to make a transcription cf these
proceedings for the purpose of presenting
them to the IMstrlot Attorney and to the
grievance committee of tho Oar Associa-
tion."

Hird nlleged that by Innuendo tho
Magistrate meant that he was guiltr ofobstructing justice by abetting Mrs.
rennachla In leaving the Jurisdiction.
This wns false, he said.

In his answor Magistrate House says
that after rennachla had made tho com-
plaint of felonious assault against his
wife she was admitted to ll.ooi) bail.
Later she was surrendered by her lands-man and paroled. The Magistrate said
that counsel for Mrs. l'cnnncliia told him
that, the complaining witness wantedto withdraw tho chargo against her and
wnd her to Italy. Tho Court said thatthis couldn't be done, and the attorney
then said that he understood that Penna-
chla Intended to semi his wife to Italy
on Septemlier 13. The lawyer asked
for a warrant for her, but tho Court Issued
a stibpa-n-a for tho 14th. Sho didn't
np)oar and tho Magistrate had tho hus-
band brought before htm on September 15.

The Magistrate says that Bird instructed
his client not to answer tho Court's ques-
tions as to where Mrs. Pennachia had
cone, and although tho lnwver was wnmml
not to continuo in his attitude tho Magis- -
iriiio bih ion uiai iiira insisted on interfer-ing in the proceedings. Mmristrata Hnuiut
suys that no Innuendo was Intended
nnd that his remarks were not malicious.
lie insists tnat the statement was privi-
leged.

Magistrate House asked for iudement
on the pleadings and Supremo Court
Justice lilanchnrd granted the motion
yesterday on the ground that the com-
plaint was defective.

SAFETV IX FACTORIES.

Joint Committee Has Agreed on Nome
General Principles.

Tho joint committee, representing archi-
tects, fire underwriters, building trades
employers and engineers, which has
already submitted certain recommenda-
tions to the Board of AMormen regarding
the proper safeguarding of theatres is
now busy with the safety of workers in
loft and factory buildings. Tho com-
mittee has agreed on principles which
will be crystallized into a code to be
recommended as on amendment of the
building codo.

To provide against the use of a building
for a purpose other than that for which
It was designed, the committee will recom-
mend a "certincato of occupancy," which.
It is suggested, shall be Issued by the
Superintendent of Buildings and will
state the number ot persons that may bo
allowed to occupy any one floor at a time.
This number is to be regulated by the
exit facilities provided. An exhaustive
study has been made of the movements
of crowds and the committee has reduced
to a formula the number a minute that
can pass through a given door width or
down a given width of stairway.

Tho commltteo may recommend the
limitation of area of open floor space on
any floor and also that large floors bo
divided by terra cotta fireproof walls
equipped with salf-closi- doors. There
will be no recommendation for outside
fire escapes as tho committee has littie
faith in their efficiency, but it will bo
insisted that stairways and elevator
should always be enclosed in fireproof
walls. Stress will be put on tho Phila-
delphia typo of Interior fire Htaircases.

Benjamin D. Traltel U chairman of the
committee and Robert D. Kohn Is the
secretary. Tho Superintendent of Build-
ings and Fire Chief Croker have acted as
advisers of the committee.

FIltE PROTECTIOX RILL.
I'nlon Oelegates Approve a Measure to

lie Introduced at Albany.
A bill applicable to all cities in thin Stato

of the first class for the better protection
from Are of workers in factories was
agreed to yesterday ut the final meeting
of a joint commltteo of representative
of the Central Federated Union, tiio
Women's Trade Union Leaguo anil other
bodies. Thomas J. Curtis of the Central
Federated Union, who presided, said that
the bill may be introduced in both Sennto
and Assembly on Tuesday. It is hoped
that it will go Into effect on Septemlier 1.

Additional safeguards from Urn aro
provided in the new bill. One of the
regulations in the bill provides that in
case of failure on the part of the owner
or owners of a building to comply with
its provisions after due notice tho city
can undertake the work of making
changes. Unless tho owner or owners
pay the cost to the city within thirty
days after demand tho cobt bhall remain
u lien on the property

Periodical fire drills under the super-
vision of inspectors of tho Fire Depart-
ment are provided lor nnd failure by tho
owners to allow the inspectors to organi7a
and conduct such drills is a misdemeanor.
The bill also provides for frequent In-

spections of factor' buildings.

BOXUS A LI EX WITHOUT O K.

Public Nrrvlee Communion's Failure to
Approve Does Not Void Them.

A judgment for $85,500 obtained by E.
Ormond Ooldan against the Delaware
and Eastern Hallway and F. F. Searing,
J. L. Oreatsinger and others as directors
was reversed yesterday by the Appellate
Division of the Supremo Court. The
court sustains tho defendants' demurrer
to the complaint.

Ooldan was the oaslgneeof one Enthoven.
who wan employed in 100U to procure u
bond issue of S3.600.000 to bo under-
written. Enthoven was to get 2$ per
cent, and later agreed to take J85.6O0.
Tho underwriters stipulated not to tako
the bonds until Enthoven got his com-
mission He was induced to take bonds
In payment, but he brought suit for $?5.E00
damages for fraud on the ground that tho
Public Sorvlce Commission not only had
failed to authorize the bond issue but had
prohibited tho issue.

Tho Appellate Division says that bonds
in tho hands of bona fide holders aro not
void merely because they havo not been
nnnroveii hv the Publin Sorvlco Com
mission and rules that the plaintiff failed
to show that he has been damaged in any
sum.

Ilankers Iiok Forward to a Dull Summer
Farmers Hold Their Grain.

Chicago, April 22. -- Money continues
plentiful and rates are easy. Over the
counter loans are made at 4 to per
cent, with only nominal demand. Com-

mercial paper is taken up nt rates ranging
from 3'i to 1 per cent. There Is no very
abundant supply of note available, but
the national banks, which aro the heaviest
buyers, are loaned up fairly well, and tho
supply Is sufficient to moot demand.
Leading bankers in Chicago think tho
tendency In all lines of business to await
the announcement of the Supremo Court
decisions is restricting the operations of
the larger corporations to a much greater
extent than In tho case of lesser business
organizations.

The loaning rates on money over tho
reet of the year and for longer periods are
most attractive to the borrower but fall
to develop any great demand.

Deposits show but little change from the
record figures of lout week. Some of tho
national banks report a slight falling off
In the individual deposit account but
relatively little reduction in the country
Imnk balance. Thesu large balances aro
expected to remain in tho reserve centre
unless the attitude of the farmer changes,
onn mere nro at present no evidence or
liquidation of grain holdings.

Larco amount of currency were
shipped to New York otno daysugo. but
exchange rnics aro not inaicativo or any
continued movement in this direction
Chicago bankers as a rulo aro looking
forward to a quiet hummer A they mo
general mercantile imos 01 nusiness there
is neither any improvement nt tho present
time nor any sign that such a better
condition is to develop in tho immediate
future. Kates jn not such n to make
Chicaco bankers optimistic nnd from thelr
point of view the coming six mouths will
probably bo exceedingly dull.

GOSSIP OF WALL STREET.

Yesterday's was the first Saturday mar-
ket In many weeks In which stocks displayed
any Initiative or activity. On most of the
Saturdays since the Tobacco and Stand-
ard Oil cases were reargued transactions
havo been actuated by the apprehanslon of
decisions In these cases on the following
Mondays and have represented little more
than tho evening of accounts In anticipation
of tho decisions. The great majority have
been unwilling to leave commitments open
over tho week end and no appreciable
business of market Importance has been
transacted. Yesterday the bearlshness
which has been pronounced among floor
traders and most other experienced specu-
lators this week was accentuated by further
gloomy reports from the iron and steel
t ratio and on account of them the market
was sold very aggressively. The turnover
in stocks was greater than in the full five
hour session on Friday.

There was no Saturday edition nf the
Daily Gary and the Street had to depend
on other sources for Its steel and Iron newt
According to the day's reports there waa
no doubt whatover that the cut of 50 cents 1

ton in iron ore prices had become general
Both Clevoland and Pittsburg reported
that the markets had come down to
the level established on Friday In Phila
delphia. No largo orders were reported
from either place, but It was expected that
good business would lie done next week
at tho reduced prices. But though there
was no doubt of the reduotlon In ore prices,
pig iron men in Pittsburg and elsewhere
clung tenaciously to their schedules. A
reduction of 50 cents a ton In ore Is equiva-
lent to a reduction of 91 a ton In pig Iron,
but the iron men claimed that their prices
had previously been reduced to a level
discounting the reduction in ore prices.
In regard to steel prices there were scat-
tering reports ot reductions In various de-
partments. Nono of these received any
substantial confirmation.

No ono In the steel trade seemed to be
opposed to the Canadian reciprocity
measure, but there wero many who dldn t
exactly relish tho way In which Repre
sentative I'nderwood presented his argu-
ments for its enactment.

Tho weekly trade reviews were replete
with statistics and statements empha- -
slzlng the quieting In general business In
the weeks that business has been waiting,
among other things, for a construction of
the Sherman net. Speculators were In
clined to sell stocks on the facts and opin
ions contained In these reports. In seeming
forgetfulness of tho fact that decision of
tho trust cases may be made
and quite a different complexion put on
the markets and on general business.
Brokers also in their weekly letters did
not emphasize the importance 'of the trust
cases as much as In previous weeks of the
year, though tho prospect of a decision
.Monday is brighter than In advance of any
previous Monday. Despite assertions to
the contrary, the decisions will be handed
down some day: every week draws the
long expected tlmo nearer.

The Idea may have come from disgruntled
arbitrage men or originated from soma
other disappointed brokers, but at any rate
It was declared seriously yesterday that the
governors of the Stock Exchange were con-
sidering a resolution lobar members ot tho
Stock Exchange from retaining member-
ship in any other exchange. I'nder pres-
ent rules members may belong to any other
exchange except to an exchange doing
business In stocks In this city. They may
Join anything except the Consolidated Ex
change. Thero Is no prohibition against
tho New York Cotton, Coffee and Produce
exchanges, the Boston, Philadelphia and
Pittsburg stock exchanges, .the Chicago
Hoard of Trade, the New Orleans Cotton
Exchange or any other organized exchange
In any city here or abroad. The grain and
cotton houses with Stock Exchange mem-
bership would be severely crippled by such
a rule and no excuse was offered for It ex
cept that In London a Stock "Exchange
member Is not permitted to Join any other
exchango whatever. Influential brokers
thought there was little chance of the en
actment of the suggested rule.

Tho weekly Stock Exchange bulletin
again failed to supply foundation for the
reports that many houses would retire from
business on May 1. The bulletin reported
tho dissolution of two firms and the or-
ganization of three new firms. Changes
in branch offices were also important.
Brokers of course feel tho hard times and a
great many houses are cutting salaries and
reducing expenses In every possible way,
hut firm changes baVe been much less
numerous than is customary in the weeks
preceding May l. Few brokers are so
pessimist lo as to believe that conditions
do not warrant a reasonably active specu-
lation once the trust cases are out of the
way.

Since the Senate Codes Committee re-

ported the bill prohibiting short sales and
marginal transactions tho bill has been
discussed more seriously in brokerage
offlces. though apprehension of Its enact-
ment may be due to nothing more than
to the feeling brought on Jy poor busi-

ness that everything disagreeable is certain
to happen. The subject of short selling
was reviewed exhaustively In the report
of tho commission appointed by (lov.
Hughes two yoars ago and up to recently
tho Stock Exchange authorities had be-

lieved that tho report of tho Hughes com-

mission had stopped tho agitation.

Houses with Herman connections won
dered that a measure prohibiting short sales
should be seriously considered aftor the
recent exnerlencn In Germany. It Is only
11 few months ago that the Gorman laws
prohibiting short sales wero repealed after
they had been given a thorough trial for
more than ten years. The laws were very
drastic, practically restricting transaction
in stocks to a pure commission business
for cash, and Germany found that the only
result was to drive businoss to London
and other financial centres ot Europe, to
mar the market for German securities and
to place tho lloerse In a position Inferior
to that of the exchanges in other financial
centres. Under the law removing theee
restrictions Berlin Is gradually coming
back to its old place among the leaders
of the financial centres.

The fortnightly bulletin of the American
Hallway Association showed a continuance
of the improvement in car movements which
began In the last week In March. The num-
ber of Idle cars on the railroads of this coun-
try and Canada was im.ooo on April 12, aa
compared with 105.000 at the close of the
preceding fortnight.

Sales of some 300,000 bags of Brazil'
valorization coffee in European centres
went off rather badly. At Havre there
were no sales "for consumption," as the
saying goes, and it was thought by experts
thai the demand from tho public was so
poor that representatives of the valoriza-
tion committee wore bidding In the coffee
at the upset price. Ilowevor. those 900,000
bags, now that they are sold, bring to an
end the valorization business of itll. Local
coffee men were not shocked by tho un-
satisfactory returns from European aalea.
Since tho last of April, when ooo.oofl bags
were Bold here and 300,000 bags abroad, the
course of all coffee markets has been down-
ward.

Chesapeake and Ohio Short Moles,
A syndicate of Now York bankers is

arranging to take over about 115,000,000
of new Chesapeake and Ohio short term
notes. The notes will probably bear
KY, per cent, interest and ruu for five
years. It la oxpeotod that the new bonds
of tho $125,000,000 issuo soon to be put out
will serve as collateral for the notae. The
company's original intention waa to bring
out at this time $30,000,000 of tho bonds.
Conditions in the Investment market
have, however, influenced the managers
of the property to use notes instead. It

Wm. F. Sheehan in a Speech in Rochester
Bayi It ta Etitntlal.

Rochestbb, April 22. Roasts, vaude-
ville, roasts, political vaudeville, roasts,
music, roasts and them some more roasts
made tfp the programme of the eighth
annual Roastfest of the Rochester News-write- rs

Club, held at the Powers
Hotel. The Immense new banquet hall
oT the hotel had been transformed into a
beautiful grove of magnolias, through
which tho 350 guests strayed to their
tables. The punchbowl was a miniature
of the stadium which Mayor Edgerton
will erect at the new Exposition Park.

Opposite the stage, a huge dirigible
balloon ewung In its basket s the speakers
table with its guests of honor. In addi-
tion to President Wlllard A Maraklo of
the club the baaket held William F.
Rheohan. Fdwln A. Merrltt, Mayor Hiram
H. Edgerton, Oeorge W. Aldrldge, Thomas
W. Finucane, John McOarvey, Thomas
B. Dunn, Albert It. Eastwood, president
of the Rochester Chamber of Commerce;
Robert M. Searle, of the
Rochester Railway and Light Company;
Louis M. Antlsdale, editor of the Rochester
Htrald; Wendell J. Curtis, president of
the Union and Adtertiter company, and
John E. Morey, president of the Eitning
Tim: company.

The political vaudevillo which was
participated in by the nowswriters them-
selves was a cornlca I takeoff on tho
"Throne Room" of Republican Leader
Aldrldge and certain happenings therein.
The songs were nearly all hits at some
ono or something woll known, and the
hits were in no wise tempered, for this
was a roastfest. A "graveyard" with
monuments and epitaphs was one of the
amusing features. Letters of regret wero
received at the last rninuto from Senator
Timothy I), Sullivan and William Barnes,
Jr.

Mr. Sheehan and Mr. Merrltt In their
speeches added about the only serious
touches to the affair, i Mr. Sheehan said
In part:

Ihsvenot come here to talk party politics.
about which o many of us would necessarily
disagree, hut without elaboration I want
to leave with you a single thought that
some day will. In my opinion, grow Into
an Irresistible national demand upon the
two great political parties ot the country.

The time was, not many yeataago, when
the great steam railway corporations, or
some of them, actively participated In poli-
tics and held and exercised the balance
of power even In ('residential elections.
The natural consequence of the possession
and use of this power was that the railroads
obtained a governmental Influence which
was fraught with realdangerto the country,
and when finally understood became ab-
horrent to all thoughtful men. When the
people aw the truo condition of thing
and realized the existence and consequences
of this partnership they were not slow
in soxering the chains that bound theso
Interests together. More rigid govern-
mental regulation of thee corporations
followed.

All this was Justifiable upon the theory
that quasi publio corporations enjoying
rights In public property and clothed with
the power of eminent domain as to private
property were as to their duties and obliga-
tions to their employees and the publio
proper and legitimate subjects of govern-
mental regulation. So long as that regula-
tion is conducted with Intelligence and
courage in a spirit of Justice and fairness,
uninfluenced by public clamor on the one
hand and the blandishment of corporate
influence on the other, good will come to all
concerned.

It often happens, however, that In a
process of reformation springing from a pop-
ular public demand the pendulum swings,
in excited hands, to the other extreme.
It is to this I want to direct your serious
thought. I marvel that the people who
wrought this change and ended the mutual
political and other advantages that resulted
from the bargain do not now realize that
the unmlstakabls tendency of the times
Is to create a national thralldom and wither
ing bondage far greater In their evil effects
than that from which we have but recently
escaped.

If railway corporate control of the Gov
ernment has been stopped It Is far more
essential that political control of business
and industry shall be prevented. This
does not mean that tho avaricious or rapa-
cious shall not be held In check, nor does It
mean that offensive monopoly shall be
permitted or encouraged, but It doos mean
that tho btislncs- - of this country, whether
conducted by individuals or by persons
In a collective corporate capacity, shall
not be dependent upon any political power
that considers party success paramount
to national prosperity and tranquillity

For nearly ten years the business. In-

dustrial and commercial interests of this
country have been made the football of
party politics. Any legislation necessary
to euro the evils that were found to exist
might have been, should have been, and
in any other civilized country In the world
would havo been promptly enacted. This
policy, however, does not seem to be popu-
lar with that class of men In both parties
who thrive by agitation or with that numeri-
cally small portion of the publio who huve
been taught to believe that the way to build
up is first to destroy.

While there Is a wrong to remedy or a
right to vindicate I believe In whatever
agitation Is necessary In order to correct
the conditions, but I am opposed to agita-
tion by agitators in either party for tho sole
benefit of the agitators. I am opposed
to the cureall political doctor who thrives
only upon the open sore and who would
go out of business If the sore were healed
by tho application of correct and eclentlflo
remedies.

If then there la an actual need for addi
tional legislation lot us have It enacted
in a spirit of intelligence, fair play and
patriotism in order that the manufacturer,
the producer, the wage earner and the
capitalist may adjust themselves to the
new order of thlnga and under It attempt
to work out our national destiny and in
dividual well being.
